The
men are now recelving regular army
rations, which are more than enough
for their needs, and will continue to
have such rations served them from
now on. Their dinner today consisted
of roast beef, mashed potatoes, brown
gravly, canned tomatoes, hread and
coffee. Col. McCoy is giving his per-
sonal attention to the food supplied and
will see that it is hereafter of standard
quality and of the amount allowed by
army regulations.

Yesterday two companies took the
food served for their dinner and march-
ed to the colonel’s tent. He passed
along the line and satisfied himself
that it was not what the men should
be getting, and dismissed them with
the assurance that a change would be
immediatély made. Today’'s dinner
shows he has kept his word, and mat-
ters have now become so well system-
atized that there will be no further
trouble. The men this afternoon were
as contented a lot of mortals as can
be found anywhere in the state.

Among the commissioned officers
very definite statements are made of
an immediate movement to Porto Rico
via Tampa. All disclaim having any
special “tip,” however.

Col. Van Duzee, of the Fourteenth,
has sent a recommendation to Gov.

DIVISION ON SHOW.

Grand Review of the Men Under
Gen. Fred Grant.

CHICKAMAUGA, June 3.—A two
days' review and Inspection of the First
division of the Third army corps was
begun at 8 o’clock this morning. Gen.
Fred Grant was in command of the
division, and 9,000 men were in line. The
inspection was conducted by Gen.
Breckinridge and Col. John Jacob As-
tor.

The men showed at their best in the
exercises this morning. In addition to
the review, a number of battle exer-
cises were gone through and some diffi-
cult maneuvers were executed. Both
Gen. Breckinridge and Col. Astor ex-
pressed themselves as pleased with the
shcwing made. The inspection will be
continved tomorrow.

The seemingly well-founded report
that Chickamauga is to be the camp-
ing ground for 75,000 volunteers during

ythe summer has set the whole army to

talking. The officials refuse to discuss
the report, but it is believed to be fully
coerrect.

Gen. Brooke is now spending much
time seeking additional avallable camp-
ing grounds, and it is generally believed
that he has been notified that the num-
ber of his men will be doubled. Many
excellent locations are being offered,
and there would be no trouble in ac-
commodating 100,000 men if this num-
ber should be sent.. There are now 41,-
000 soldiers at the park, and this num-
ber will be largely increased during the
next few days.

MORE MEN TO AID DEWEY

SECOND MANILA EXPEDITION
WILL SAIL ON TUESDAY

SAN FRANCISCO, June 3.—The sec-
ond expedition to the Philippines will
probably get under way next Tuesday
or Wednesday. It will not reach the
rroportions at first anticipated, owing
to the fact that the five vessels which
were to have made up the little fleet
of transports are not ready, nor will
any of them be ready by the time
stated unless the government hurries
the supplies which have been decided
upon to make up the cargoes of the
vessels.

So far no supplies of any kind have
been placed on board the China, the
Zealandia or the Colon, and the work
of fitting up the bunks for the soldiers
is progressing in-a somewhat desultory
manner, but this will not keep the ves-
sels back when “hurry orders” are is-
sued by the department.

It Is not possible for the Centennial
or the Ohio to be made ready to start
in the second expedition.

The Morgan City, which arrived
from South American ports yesterday,
was today Inspected by the govern-
ment officials, and it is generally ex-
pected that the City of Para, which
will arrive early next week from the
south, will be inspected, and that these
two vessels, with the Ohio and Cen-
tennial, will compose the third fleet of
transports to be sent to Admiral
Dewey.

The Morgan City, which is capable
of carrying 800 men in comfort, is a
powerful addition to the third fleet.

An order was issued today from Gen.
Merritt’s headquarters designating the
full companies of the Eighteenth and
Twenty-third regiments of United
States infantry as part of the second
expedition. So far as known, the
troops to go besides these regulars will
be the First Pennsylvania, Fifth Colo-
rado, Second California, four batteries
of the United States artillery and four
companies of cavalry.

It is possible that the Minnesota reg-
iment will also go.

The Colorado and Pennsylvania vol-
unteers were inspected today by Gen.
Otis. The men appeared in heavy
mareching order and were put through
the usual milltary maneuvers. Gen.
Otis expressed himself as much pleased

with the result of the inspection.

The monitor Monterey arrived from
Mare island this evening. She is ready
to depart for Manila, but will hardly
get away before Saturday or Sunday,
as she will wait for the collier Brutus,
which is to accompany her and which
will not leave the island before tomor-
row.
