Ithad been expected that there would
be spiking, perhaps personal encoun-
ters and the like when the St. Paul
and Indianapolis base ball clubs met
at l.exir.iUon park yesterday afternoon,

l>ut the most serious spiking- that was
done was the impalement of Pitcher
Frank Foreman on the pinnacle of his

own conceit.
The locals did not bat with the os-

tentation which was their wont in pre-
vious years, but they rose at intervals
with tits of recurrent batting that fit-
ted the form of Foreman tor an early
grave, and his funny antics were en-
tirely absent during the latter innings

of the contest.
There was some little spiking. Spies

tore a hole in "Sarah" Motz's hosiery,
ungallant as it was, and Ace Stewart
tore Eddie Burkes knickerbockers so
that the game had to be stopped for a
period.

No bloody noses, however, not even
blackened eyes, imparted the element
of personal conflict to the base ball
battle.

The real feature of the game was
Kddie Burke. He batted Foreman all
over the lot and made a home run on
a bunt hit, assisted by Hoffmaster's
bad throw, sliding through Lynch at
the plate by a close play, but one that
\u25a0was unmistakably safe.

Geier, too, he who has been jeered

for his weak hitting,made a three-base
hit with two on bases, whereat several
thousand apologies were paid to him.
The small center fielder also made a
grand-stand catch a short distance
back of second base, and participated
in the coaching with an enthusiasm that
drove Sheridan to heroic measures on
one or two occasions.

The Indianapolis game was feature-
less until the seventh inning, when
after Hoffmaster failed to trap a
grounder in his glove, Allen and Me-
Farland muffed dew drops, and Fore-
man had a case of rattles that would
have driven a backwoodsman to chron-
ic alcoholism.

Roger Denzer pitched. Only once did
Roger present any patient Hoosier with
credentials entitling him to sit at first
base, and only six of the invading
forces were sufficiently accurate in their
gunnery to drive a solid shot through
the stone wall infield of the Apostolic
defenders.

When Roger pulled his cap down
over his eyes and shot a swift ball
through George Hogrtever's range of j
visi.in. Jack Sheridan, who was being
addressed as Mr. Umpire for the day,
declared that the ball was a legal
strike. Two others like it were pitched
by the Denzerian right arm, and the
supposed batsman of all batsmen re-
tired to the bench, gloomy and thought-
ful. But McFarland hammered a hard
one through the place where Denzer
had just been standing, and stole sec-
ond while Denzer was fanning Deady
into a listless lassitude even suggestive
of his name. Hoffmaster ripped a
vicious single through the diagonal of
the diamond and scored McFarland,
an indignity which Denzer avenged by
a surprisingly quick throw to first.
That is. it seemed to surprise Hoffmas-
ter. although Glasscoek seemed to have
expected the fire.

When Burke went to bat Catcher
Lynch performed what he had evident-
ly be-en told was a very cute trick,

veh. Burke, however, had evidently
rtad up a little on Egyptology himself,
and he drove the ball through the
grass just inside the chalk mark so
last that Lynch involuntarily pulled
his toes in, and the ball had passrd
Huffmaster before he had time to fig-
ure whether the ball was intended for
him or n«'t. Burke stole second, but
had to retire to the club room to nro-
oure gome new clothes. Foreman gave
Miller a base on balls, and Glenalvin
I>unted. Sheridan said he sacrificed,
ijut Hoffmaster threw slowly, and it
looked as though Mr.tz had his foot off
the base when he got the ball. Glass-
cock popped up a fair fly not very far
bade of first base. Hogrfever and Slew-
art were both after It, but neither got
it. Burke scored. Miller and Glass-
cock tried the double steal. Allen threw
badly to the plate, and both were safe.
Geier struck out, and Shugart sent
Peady a fly, but the locals were one
ahead.

Denzer gave Motz a walk, but threw
him" out at second, after muffing
Stewart's pc/p-up bunt. Then Roger
fanned Allen, and Lynch sent a fly to
center field.

Glllen got a base in a walk, and
<3pies bunted to Motz.Denzer's ground-
er to Allen caught Sammy at third,
Red Burke hit Allen a high liner.

Foreman pleased himself much by
or< :iing the Hoosiers" third with agrounder by Shugart and Gillen, but
pained second on Hogrlever's sacrifice,
although Denzer might have cut him
off, and then stole third. But Roger
fanned the next two, and the visitors
could not. tie the thing. Foreman
threw Miller out at first; but Glenalvin
put a lively hit to right field and start-
ed to steal second. Glasscock tossed
his bat in the air as Lynch threw to
the sack, and Sheridan saw the play.
Gler.alvin was ordered back to first
end Giasscook declared out. Geier pop-
ped Allen a fly.

Motz dropped a two-base hit in right
field close to the foul line. Stewart's
grounder over second base bounded
badly for Shugart and tied the score,
Motz having reached third on Denzer's
bad throw to catch him napping at
second. Allen fanned again, and Lynch
forced Asa out. Shugart gave Ho-griever a fly, but Gillen trained arapid-fire gun on third base. Hoffmas-ter put his fingers as close as he could,
but the ball bounded a few inches wide
and went away north. Spies walked
after four of Foreman's speed tests had
been rejected. Roger fouled the ball
several places, but finally went out ona pop-up to Motz. With two on bases

Deady hit safely, but Hoffmaster
forced him out and was then caught
trying to steal second. Motz was struck
out. The locals did not get to first base.

Neither did the Hoosiers in the sev-enth, but the number proved the mystic
talisman of victory for the locals. Burke
hit a wide one to Hoffmaster. who, by

a brilliant stop, got itnearly over third
hase on a hard bound. Burke was down
the foul line like the wind and the
third baseman did not have time to
recover himself for a sure throw. Eddie
sot to the base safely. Miller v, as
thrown out at first, Foreman not try-
ing to cut Burke off at second. Glenal-
vin sent Deady a long fiy and it was
incumbent on Gteeeoock to save Burke.
Jack lined out a good single, and then
the medalless Geier came up. People
who had only read the first page of the
batting averages did not know who he
was, but after Hogriever chased a
three-base hit back to the bicycle track
many asked who the new boy was.
That drove In two runs, and the
Hoosiers went into the air like a visit-
ing war ship in a Spanish harbor. Koff-
master tried to pinch Shugart's ground-
er under his left wing, but failed, and
Geier scored. Gillen hit a high one, and
McFarland, after getting it in his hand,
let it drop, evidently to see if the In-
dianapolis club wfls not strong enough
to suspend the law of gravity. Not con-
tent with the results of McFarland's
experiment, Allen tried the same with
Spies' pop-up, and the elder Foreman
was so enraged when Lynch interpreted
hi3incoherent sign for a trick throw
for an effort at heliographing the bus
driver to get the horses ready that he
could not pitch ball for five minutes,
and then it was not very good ball
either. Denzer finally hit a fly to
Deady, who evidently had used glue on
his gloves, for the slippery sphere this
time did not get through.

The Hocsiers failed to reach first in
the eighth, it being the fourth consecu-
tive inning in which but three of them
bad faced the relentless Denzer, and
there was little interest in St. Paul's
half, although some amusement was
created by Burkes bunt. Hoffmaster
threw it to the right field bleacher and
the little outfielder clipped coupons off
all the bases with his spikes. Coming
down the stretch he had a close race
with the ball, and Lynch had the sphere
in time, perhaps, to get a put-out, but
reached to the right Instead of the left
of the plate, and Burke had reached
the square before he was touched. Af-
ter some miscellaneous batting of pop
flies and infield grounders which did
not affect the score, the Hocsierp were
led in for the final sacrifice. Deady hit'
a grounder to Glenalvin. which the lat-
ter failed on, and lost the ball, which
rolled at a right angle after the collision
and started toward first base. Then
Shugarfs error on another srround bnligave Hoffmaster a start. Motz forced
the third baseman out, but Stewart's
grounder to Glasscock scored Deady.
Denzer covered first in time to get the
second out, and when he fanned Allen
for a third time, his eighth strike-out
for the day, the Hoosiers' pride was
humbled and the local fans were proud.

FRESHENING UP AMONG THE

ITHACA OARSMEN

Material for the •Varnlty Crew Has
About Been Selected Port Side
Said ta Be Weak Freahmcn
From Whom the Crew Will Be
Picked In the Trials the Flr«t

ITHACA, June 3.—As the time for the
big races draws near there is a visible
freshening up among Cornell oarsmen.
For a while, in both the 'varsity boats,
though most noticeable in the second
'varsity, many of the men were to all
appearances both listless and careless.
One man, who left to go home on ac-
count of illness there with a promise
to return Immediately, never resumed
training, and his place had to be filled
from the second 'varsity boat. An-
other was careless, and in consequence
became ill,so that he had to give up
his seat. Others broke training. Every-
thing seemed to go wrong, until Coach
Courtney was heard to say one day,
almost in despair, that he wished it
were possible to have the freshmen
row in both races, as they would do
their best, even if they were beaten.
Of late, however, the proximity of the
races and the certainty that Cornell
will go to New London has put new
spirit into the boats. The men are
rowing better together, the time is
much better, and the second 'varsity
even manages to come in ahead of thefirst freshmen occasionally inthe races.
As yet the first 'varsity boat has not
been headed.

The port side is as yet undesirably
weak in the first boat. Bailey andBeardslee, though both old oarsmen,
are comparatively new in their posi-tions, but of late their work has Im-
proved greatly. A short time ago Mr.
Courtney attempted to strengthen the
port side by trying several starboardmen, of which there is an abundance,
there. The experiment did not prove
satisfactory, however, as the change
affected the quality of their rowing
to a great extent.
In the freshmen boats the situation

is just the reverse of that inthe others.aa their weakness lies nearly all on
the starboard side. There is a super-
abundance of good port candidates, but
so few starboard men left that Mr.
Courtney has been compelled to place
two of the men from the third or "nev-er die" boat into the second freshmanboat, in order to fillit up.

Mr. Courtney has had two of the
rowing machines brought down from
the winter training quarters at thegymnasium and set up in the boathouse. They are for the use of any
candidates who may not be able to get
out in the boats. This action by the
coach is significant, in that it shows
his anxiety that the freshmen be in the
best possible form this year.

The 'varsity crew took a long row on
the lake last night,'but did not race
