The shipper of live stock must contend,
henceforth, during the next three of fcur
moenths, against the extreme heat of summer
weathcr in getting his anima's to market.
Some will meet with losses from death, en
route; but this is liable to occur at any sea-
gon ¢f the year, from one cause or another;
but the effects of heat are more fatal and
more frequent than from conditions asso-
ciated with transportation during the mniore
severe winter months. It is, therefore, only
the part of self-interest for the shipper io
look carefully to the comfort and well-being
of h ek, inasmuch as by so doing he wiil
min ze his losses.

During their long journey they
d to the direct heat of the sun,
at its conclusion some of them showed
signs of distress. With a view to affording
them relief the shipper secured a bucket, and

filling it with coid water, dashed the con-
tents upon the backs of a lot contained in
one of the wagons, and, in a few minutes,
thrce of the beasts which were more dir:ctly
within the cen of contact, and received the

full force of the shock, lay dead on the floor.
The shipper was surprised at the startling
and tragical results of his well meaning ef-
forts and gencrously administered cold bath.
“Don’t vou know,” said a bystander, ad-
dressing him, *‘that you ought never to throw
cold water on a hog when he is overheated?” '
“Well, I didn’t know it until now,” the !
shipper replied, ‘“‘and it has cost me about $25
to learn.”
1s, by an inexcusable act of ignorance, |
the shipper was deprived of a liberal slice of
his profits in the day's transactions, and his |
exp and labor in preparing the stock for
market stand as a contribution to the general
educational fund in his profit and loss ac-

count. We say ‘‘general,’”’ because there are |
many m ppers remaining who are just
as ignora this man proved himself to be;

but who, come to read this, will
profit by ple; and, taking this vicw
of it, these hogs will not have died in vain.

There is nothing so excellent or healihful {n '
connection with the shipment of hozs as to
place them in cars which have been used *
for the transportation of soft coal; and a good
sprinkling of coal-dust en the floor of the
car Is ample for the use of swine efther in
varm or cold weather. J. H. Lotson, the su-
perintendent of the swine division of the
Agricultural society, insisted last
the use of such cars in forwarding
als fer exhibition at the state fair. Or
po 'red charcoal is equally healthful as a !
preventative of disease, But in sending hogs
to market for immediate slaughter in warm
weather, the floor of the car should be strewn |
with dirt or sand or coal ashes. Manure |
should be removed from all live stock cars |
during the summer, beeause of its heating |
tendencies. Where dirt or sand or coal ashes
are used for hog shipment, it is appropriate
to wet it down before loading; and, even en
route, on long distances, in very hot weather, |
water may safely be poured under the hogs |
for them to wallow in, but never over them. |
Some shippers place chunks of ice in their |
cars, the gradual melting of which cools the
atmosphere and maintains a dampness on the
flocr, which is highly beneflcial.

The same rules do not apply particularly |
to the shipment of cattle, but there are many
Ieints in this connection which shippers are
in ignorance of. We print, for the b:nefit
of our readers, the following sensible ad-
vice given by an excharge on this subject,
it being cspecially appropriate at this season
of green pasture:

Grass cattle, as a rule, do not ship well.

Then, if the commission merchant |
thinks the stock would be benefited by longer |
feeding, or that the prospect is unfavorable !
for the time the feeder expected to have his
catile in, he can so advise his client and thus |
save him ifroem sacrificing his stock or get-
ting In at a wrong time. Especially is this
fmportant In November or the beginning of
winter, when we are getting half fat cattle
that ought to have been held back thirty
to slxty days longer a2t least. No doubt many
of theze look all right in the feed lot and
appear to have good finish, but not having
matured or ripened, they practically ‘‘go to
pieces” on the cars, and in addition to loss
through heavy shrinkage. the owner has to
accept a low price on the market. We wish
every stockman would follow out this plan
of giving notice a day or so ahead of the
time he expects to ship. It works both to
the advantage of the shipper and seller. The
Jatter being on the market every day knows
pretty closely of near prospects. He is thus
able to give his client the necessary ad-
Vice and information he should have before
be sends In his stock.—Exchang

lators on the bear side were v alert to-
day, attacking first one point and then an-

In the final hour there
was a move all along the line which effect-
ually broke all prices,leaving only a few small
net ins in some of the low-priced stocks
that had been pushed up in the earlier trad-
ing. In all the prominent stocks, even Sugar,
which was the leader of the market, gains
were practically wiped out, and in some cases
net losses amount to over two polnts. The
bear drive was accompanied a considerable
beating of tom toms and a diffusion of alarm-
ist rumors and ostentatious fears of the ef-
fect of the senate’s vote for the coinage of
treasury silver. 2

The day's ‘tradhlg opened with the condi-
ticns in yesterday’'s market rather empha-
sized, that is to say, with the high-priced,
dividend-paying stocks showing some effects_|
from the profit-taking and the middle and
lower grade stocks well supported by new
buying. The profit-taking in the recent lead-
ers were pretty well absorbed, and it was
evident that funds realized by selling these
stocks, instead of being taken out of the
market were simply being diverted into oth-
er stocks, which have not as yet advanced
conspicuously in price. The realizing in the
grangers and some of the high-priced spe-
cialties, however, caused them to drop some-
what and made them vulnerable to attack.
London followed-the New York lead and sold
the high-priced stocks and bought some of
the low-priced internationals.
