of the Northwest. He is known fa-
miliarly as a timber owner and op-
erator of sawmills all over Northern
Wisconsin. He is a man of very con-
siderable wealth.

Barnitz, U. S. A., asked Mr. Stocking
to go to church with him and his fam-
ily. Mr. Stocking declined the invita-
tion, and later when he met Col. Bar-
nitz the latter said that he lookedlonesome, and would he not like to
meet his family? Mr. Stocking was
then introduced to the family, which
consisted of the lady who became his
wife, Col. Barnitz and Mrs. Barnitz.

Miss Barnitz was not pretty, but she
was stylish and attractive, and beforeMr. Stocking had left Cleveland he had
established an understanding with Mrs.Barnitz as to a possible marriage.

And so they were married; Stocking
and the young lady. She had socialambitions, and Mr. Stocking was a
man of wealth, and they were quite ascne in removing from the town of EauClaire, Wis., where they lived for atime, to St. Paul, and a house wastaken on Summit avenue.

Mr. Stocking had a young daughter
by his previous marriage, and thedaughter lived with Mr. and Mrs.Stocking. The marriage occurred inApril,1896, and some eight months lat-er Mrs. Stocking went home to visit
her people. After she got home a let-
ter came to Mr. Stocking from her, say-
ing that she would not return to him.
He went on to Cincinnati, where (Mrs
Stocking was staying with her people,
and when he came back it was withthe understanding that his wife was
to follow him. She did not, and afterwaiting for a year or more he brought
suit for divorce. That is, in brief thestory of their meeting and married
life.

endeavor to have her return to himbut that she refused. When the com-plaint was made in the case it lookedlike a very ordinary divorce proceeding
but when Attorney Tighe filed his an-swer it took on such sensational feat-ures as have seldom marked a divorcecase in the local courts.

Miss Lalia Stephonson, of Cincinnati, 0.,
Is the youngest orchestra leader in the world.
When Miss Stenhenson was 11 years old sh3
assumed the leadership of the Opera House
orchestra in Wabash, Ind., and held the posi-
tion continuously for four years. On Oct.
21, 1892. the youthful leader and her or-
chestra were chosen to open the fine new
opera house at Defiance, 0., with the Clara
Morris Dramatic company. In May, lf>9i,

less attendant from the dressing tent
brought word that Miss Davenport had
slapped Miss Maude Livingston.
