ANNEXATION INCIDENTS PLEN-
TIFUL IN THE HOUSE

Air. (iroKvenor, Leader of tlie An-

nexationists. Figures Prominently

in the Proceed lug* Heated Ki-

chuuges That Were Appreciated

and Applauded l»y Hie Galleries.——
Appropriation Hills.

WASHINGTON, June B.—The house
today disposed of the senate amend-
ments to the sundry civil bill ana
agreed to further co fe:ence. Tha con-
ference report upon the postoflice ap-
propriation bill was adopted without
debate.

The session began and ended with
Hawaiian incidents, Mr. Grosvenor
(Hep., OMo), lead.r of the annexation-
ists, figuring in each instance. They
grew cut of the anxiety of those who
-want early adjournment lest the oppo-
sition win a victory and effect undu>
delay, if not the defeat of the resolu-
tions at this session.

Mr. Grosvem r (R p., Ohio), a 1 ad^r
of the annexationists, ask.d unanim .us
consent to read and have referred to

the committee on rues a resolution
providing for givng the Hawaiian res-
olutions ireceienca i ver all other busi-
ness, except conference reports, until
disposed if.

"1 understand." replied Mr. Grcsve-
ncr. "but Iwant it made pla'.n that the
resolution bas be:-n introjuced and sent
lo the committee."
"Iobject," cried Mr. Johnson (Rep.,

Ind.), and Mr. Smith (Rep., Mich.) re-
newed his demand for the regular, or-
der, arid the resolution was forced
through the regular charme 1.

Mr. Loud (Rep., Cal.) presented the
conference report upon the po_:oflice
appropriation bill, which was adopted
without debate.

Mr. Smith (Rep., Mich.) then called
for the Lacey bill to enable volunteer
soldiers to vote at congressional elec-
tions during the war, the bill having
been made the special order for today.

GROSVENOR ALERT.
Mr. Smith moved to adjourn pending

the disposal of the bill, and Mr. Gros-
venor was instantly upon his feet, pro-
testing that he had a parliamentary in-
quiry. It was to find the effect of ad-
journment that Mr. Grosvenor arose.

A wrangle ensued during the vote
to adjourn, in which Mr. Grosvenor, in
response to some near-by member who
had suggested that adjournment wouid
be equivalent to continuing the order
making the election bill privileged to-
morrow, said angrily:

"Yes, Iknow it is a continuing or-
der, and it is a continuing order to ob-
struct the passage of the Hawaiian
resolutions."

There was a ripple of applause at
this from members favoring annexa-
tion. Above the noise of applause and
comment Mr. Lacey (Rep., Io.) was
heard to declare that "the gentleman
should be ashamed to make such an
accusation," addressing with much
vigor Mr. Grosvenor.

After the commotion was quieted in a
measure Mr. Grosvenor put his query
to the speaker, who said the effect of
adjournment would leave the election
bill the privileged business to be called
up tomorrow immediately after conven-
ing, but he added, replying to a fur-
ther query, that the question of con-
sideration could be raised, and the
house tomorrow could vote to displace
the bill.

The vote proceeded, resulting in favor
of adjournment, but a roll call was or-
dered, resulting yeas 91; nays 80, and
the house adjourned.

TWELFTH CENSUS.

Senate I'iism-h a BillProviding for
Its Taking.

WASHINGTON, June B.—A bill pro-
viding for the taking of the twelfth
census was passed by the senate to-
day, after a debate which occupied the
greater part of three days. Several
weeks ago a census bill was presented
by the committee having the matter
ln charge, but the measure was so un-
satisfactory that it was recommitted
to the committee. The bill passed 10-
--day was introduced in lieu of that
which was recommitted, and, as j
slightly amended, received the unani- |
metis support of the senate.

Under it, ifit should become a law, j
a director of the census, an assistant
director and five expert statisticians
Will be appointed immediately to make
the preliminary arrangements for tak-
ing of the census of 1900.

A determined effort was made to pro-
vide that the employes of the census-
bureau should be examined and certi-
fied by the civil service commission,
but it failed by a vote of 18 to 31. A
provision was inserted that not more j
tban two-thirds of the supervisors and ;
enumerators should belong to one po-
litical party.

A bill was passed to set aside a por-
tion of certain lands in the state of
Washington now known as the Pacific
forest reserve, as a public park, to be I
known as the Washington National
park, and granting certain lands to the
city of Santa Barbara, Cal.

ARE AFTER JIMINES.
Energetic Efforts Being Made to

Capture Him.
CAPE HAYTIEN,Hayti, June B.—

Much mystery was observed regarding j
the visit of the Dominican gunboat

'
Restoration to this port last evening. !
It transpired today that President

'
Heareux, of Santo Domingo, was !
aboard the vessel, and that from here

'
he goes to Inagua, where Senor Jimines j
was last known to be located.

The Restoration left Cape Haytien
before 5 o'clock this morning. Commo-
dore Jansen, who came ashore shortly
after the arrival of the Restoration to
receive the report of the Dominican
consul on the illegal shipment of men
from this point by Senor Jimines and
Senor Morales, to take part in the
landing of the revolutionists at Monte
Cristo, spent the greater part of the
night with the consul.

The Dominican gunboat Independ-
enca did not enter this port in com-
pany with the Restoration, but sailed
last night. She proceeded to Port de
Paix in order to Investigate the report
of the presence of Jimines at that
place just before the revolutionary at-
tempt at Monte Cristo. It is under-
stood that, IfPresident Heureaux finds
that Jimines is still at Inagua, he will
make an effort to induce the author-
ities there to deliver the insurgent over
to him on the charge of piracy.

STATE ORGANIZATION

The annual state grand lodge of Odd
|Fellows convened at the capitol yes-

terday morning. The work of the day
was largely preliminary, consisting In
the appointment of committees and the
presentation of reports from the grand
officers, the latter being referred to the
proper committees, which will report
today. All of the grand lodge officers
are ln attendance as follows:

The grand lodge degree was confer-
red upon 200 new members.

RACE QUESTION COMES UP.
A question of much interest to the

order arose over the report from a cer-
tain lodge where a member was ad-
mitted who is a sixteenth blood Indian.

Grand Master Stimson had the ease
before him, and thus refers to it in
his annual:

Recently Ihad occasion to pass Informally

on "the race question," in that Iwas asked
whether the lodge could admit as a member
an apparently pure Caucasian, who in reality
was alleged to have one-sixteenth Indian
blood in his veins. The sovereign grand lodge,
in ante-bellum days, decided that "mixed-
blood" males were not eligibleand that "one-
eighth" color was too much, and has since
intimated that any "trace" Is, but It would
seem as though absolute purity might be
difficult to ascertain. However, Iconcluded
to give the ''fifteen-sixteenths white" and
"one-sixteenth native-American" the beneflt
of the doubt, especially as none of the neigh-

ibors could discover the difference, and his
I wife was already a Rebekah, and so notified

the lno.uiring brother. Subsequently Isug-
gested that it was a grave question, and that
Imight have been wrong, and nothing has
been done in the matter. Having thus been

on both sides of thejuestion, Irelieve myself
of further respoTillbility by reporting the
facts.

After considering the matter the
lodge instructed the grand lodge rep-
resentatives to refer the question to
the sovereign grand lodge, the highest
tribunal of the order, for final adjust-
ment. Ifthe sovereign grand lodge

|holds that the small percentage of In-
idian blood In the veins of the present
!member disqualifies him, though he be
otherwise desirable, he willbe dropped
from the order.

THE PROPOSED HOME.
The proposed home for widows and

orphans of Odd Fellows was under dis-
cussion during the afternoon. Last
year the board of twelve directors was
instructed to advertise for bids for ths
location of the home when $25,000 had
been raised towards its construction.
The board yesterday reported that $25,-

--500 had been secured and was instruct-
ed to immediately advertise for pro-
posals from cities desiring the home lo-
cated within their confines. The home
will be a thoroughly modern structure
which will cost not to exceed $50,000. It
will be located in the city offering the
best advantages. Among the cities
which will compete for the home are
Owatonna, Northfield, Winona, Mon-
tevideo, St. Cloud and Mankato.

SUPPORT FOR M'KINLEY.
The greatest enthusiasm was man-

ifested in the adoption of the follow-
ingresolution offered by W. G. Nye, cf
Minneapolis:

Resolved. That we, the representatives of a
fraternity whose primal objects are the re-
lief of distress and the establishment of a
broader, kindlier humanity, and in whose les-
sons loyalty to country is second only to
gratitude to God. hereby tender to our presi-
dent, William McKinley, the loyal support
of the 15,000 members of the Independent Or-
der of Odd Fellows In Minnesota, in the
struggle In which our country is now engaged
to relieve distress and advance the cause of
human freedom.
