The WHereford, or ‘‘whiteface,’ as h2 is
commeonly styled, is a favorite with a large
number of cattle men in the United Stat s,
notwithstanding the long lead the Shorthorn
has alwayvs maintained. The rivalry batwe.n
the two has been very sharp at times, and
their respectlve merits have never yet becn
fully determined to the satisfaction of their
respective advocates. Henry Clay lntrudl:xc:’d.
the Hereford breed into this country as :o.‘g
ago as 1817, and it is cer.ainly r_emx_rk.ib.e
that after feur score years of cu:tivation n
this great cattle growing country very (e'w
bulls of a serviceable ag2 exist today, eith:r
in the United States or Canada. Ii is be-
cause of this scarcity of suitable sires that
importations are now being so largely made.
The fact serves as a blunt and almost brut-
al demonstration of the recklessnes_s with
which the cattle industry of Amczrica has
been conducted. In their eagerness to raise
steers for the beef market, ranch men have,
vear after vear, sacrificed the best sources of
;-cprodun_wn. for it is apparcnt to any one
who has watched the W:stern and South-
western herds filing section by section inio
the market places that. That pure bred s res
and dams have been prolific and the g exd
of growers alone has neutraliz:d their work,
so far as maintaining and multiplying the
gpecies is concerned.

The Hereford is a popular beei animal
in England, where great care has always b.en
exercised in his perfection as a meat pro-
ducer, The importation of buils and cows
of the choicest selections, for breeding hare
bas been considerable, though spasmodic; ani
the demand for their issue for export to Eng-
land has been c<onstant, and incr.as ng year
by yvear, The breed originally toox hindly
to our climate; and half a century ago, wien
the area for the cultivaticn of b:iel produc-
ing cattle was cast of the Mississippi riser,
the pure blooded animals were frequenily
met in the small herds of those eair.l:r days,
When the industry of caftle g.owing &s-
sumed larger proportions by opening up of
the Westcrn plains, the Hereford was among
the first sought, although a queer notion pre-
vailed, in some locclities, at that time, t.at
thoroughbred steck would be found unequal
to the rigors of a herding existence, But tle
Hereford took kindly to.the life of a ranger;
and had the ranchmen been posscssed of
greater foresight and less avarice the breed
would probably have prevailed today over
all other of the beef-producing cliss:s, for
the Herefords have proved tnemselves to be
excellent grazers, They have, too, finished
well on corn, and been the source of la g:
profits to feeders after having leit the grasses,

There have been many contests for su-
premacy between the Herefords and the
Shorthorns, and the controversy has never
vet been decided to the satisfaction of the
advocates of either species. The record is
briefly stated by the Orange Judd Farmer, i3

This record demonstrates the fact that the
Hereford maintains a high standard of ex-
cellence and the statement that his im>orta-
tions in large numbers is now in progress
ghould be welcome intelligence to every one
interested in the improvement of cattle. It
matters nothing to what extent individual
judgment may differ as to the superiority of
one breed over thz o her. It is «nough to know
that the Hereford is one of the breeds con-
test'ng for the highest honors. It is to be
hoped that with the revival of the cultivation,
care may be tdken to reserve the forces of
reproduction to a degree that shall insure a
more widespread dissemination of the breed,
with its consequent service to the general
cause of cattle breeding and the propagation
of the purest strains.
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AMERICAN SHOES FOR EUROPE.

United States Consul General Mason, at
Frankfort, Germany, quotes an American
trade jourral to the effect that there is no
opportunity in Europe for the sale of Ameri-
can footwear, and, having given this com-
ment, he goes on to show that there is abun-
dant reason for thinking that we can manu-
facture better and cheaper shoes in this coun-
try than can be made in Germany, and that,
if we turned our attention seriously to the
European market and learned to appreciate
the real wants of the people there would be
little difficulty in obtaining large orders. A
European shoe factory, he says, employing,
say, 100 operatives, turns out 200 pairs of
shoes per day. An American factory with
the same number of employes produces from
45) to 500 pairs, and although the wages paid
to the American work people are higher per
day, the labor cost of their work is less per
pair than that of the German product. A
erman dealer is quoted as saying, after sell-
ing quite a number of American-made shoes,
that their only defect as merchandise was
that they made his customers discontented
with his other goods. It may not be known
that one of our largest New England boot
and shoe manufacturers is sending at short
intervals consignments of boots and shoes
to France. which are sold at the Bon Marche
and the Louvre in Paris, presumably as prod-
ucts of French workshops.—Exchange,

SOME WOOL FIGURES.

The Texas Stockman says: - Last year
Texas produced 17,315,097 1bs of wool of com-
paratively fine quality. Montana last year
rrodu(‘c-d 20,110,391 1bs, and Oregon 18,440,850
bs. This makes a total of 55,566,338 ibs, or
more than the normal averageof imports from
Australia. The gquality of the Texas and
Noutana wools has been greatly improved
within the last few years. The greatest
progress in this direction has, however, been
made in Texas. Not only has the quality
been improved, but the average clip per
sheep has increased.

THE SHEEP SUPPLY.

The enormous supply of sheep bought for
feeders and shipped eastward last winter is
crowding the Eastern markets quite uncom-
ortably at present. Chicago for some time
has been the highest market in the country,
and quite a number of sheep have come here
‘rom Ohio within the past month. It is quite
“ikely that, owing to the scareity of fat sheep
in the West, shipments to Chicago from
usiern points will continue for some time.

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SCARCITY OF MBATS,

“While it is not generally known it is ge}rs
ertheless the fact that meats have generally
been getting scarcer,” sald Secretary Wilson
today. *“There has been a marked decrease in
the number of cattie during the last ten or
twelve years, notwithstanding a rapid in-
crease in our population, which becomes
startling in its significance when we consider
that our people are yearly becoming larger
consumers of meat, The war has undoubted-
ly caused an advance in the price of certain
food supplies, but the farmers will realize
little cut of the increase. This Is a period
of the year when the farmers have little to
dispese of. Nine-tenths of last year’s crop
of wheat is out of the hands of the ralsers
and the other agricultural products of the
harvest of 1897 are also out of the farmers'
hapds.”—Exchange.

WHEAT WAS STRONGER.

Advance in Liverpool and Heavy
Buying the Prime
Causes. .

CHICAGO, June 8.—Unexpected advances
in_ Liverpool cables and fears that the do-
mestic erop is damaged by too much rain,
caused an advance in wheat. July closed with
a gain of 1%c and September, 14@13%c. Corn
left off %4@%c higher. Oats are unchanged.
Pork closed at an advance of 5¢; lard is un.
changed and ribs 2lc lower.

The chief factor of strength In wheat was
the unexpected advanece in Liverpoul cables,
which quoted an improvement in July equal
to 4%c per bu. September, in that market,
was likewise higher, but to a much less mark-
ed degree than July. Shorts became exceed-
ingly nervous and there was an unusual
rush to cover, partly to secure profits which
yvet remained and partly to stop further
losses. There was also some demand for
long account from scalpers, who reasoned
that after such a drop as we have had It
was time for the pendulum to swing the
other way. The trade was nervous for a
time and took little note of anything but
the bull factors. Later. however, it was
believed that no real damage to crop had
been experienced, and that recent statistics
as to the world’s present supplies were really
bearish. The idea of manipulated Liverpool
markets began to take root, the bears re-
gained their courage and began to fight the
advance. Domestic receipts of wheat were
light compared with the rate of movement
a wecek or so ago, but in the aggregate
Western primary markets were heavier than
those of last year for the similar day, be-
ing 259,000 bu, against 208,000 a year ago.
Clearances for the day from Atlantic ports
were again fairly Iiberal, although not as
heavy as the previous day’'s totals this week.
July began 1%@2%c higher at §8@8&%c, rold
up to #9%%ec, declined steadily to 87c, then
rose to &8c bid, the closing price. Septem-
ber started 14@1%c better at 76%@77c, _sold
down to 76%c, up to 7ic, off to T5R@T5%%c,
then rallied to 76%c at the close.

Steadler cables and the heavy rainfall
throughout the corn states last night influ-
enced corn at the start. The advance met
heavy selling by bears, however, and was
partly lost. Weekly crop bulletins were not
as bullish as expected. July started 3%c high-
er at 32%4@32%c. sold down to 31l:@31%c,
then rallied to 32¢, the resting place.

At the opening oats were firm, but eased
off with corn. July opened 3c higher at
231%c, sold down to 22%c, and at the close
firmed up to 22%@23c bid. 5

There was an easy tone in provisions. Som
improvement was effected in the price of
pork, but lard and ribs remain about un-
changed from yesterday. July pork opened 10c
higher at $10.30, sold off to $10.10, then up
to $10.25, the closing figure. The range in
lard and ribs was small.
