For the first time this season the St.
Paul base ball club was hissed at Lex-
ington park yesterday.

This does not impute to the gathering
Imp tliteness or unmannerly conduct. II
the 700 who visited the park in spite of
threatening skies had not been reared"
amid the cultured influences of Chris-
tian homes and taught the virtues of
tolerance by squirming long under the
seemingly dilatory diplomacy of Presi-
dent McKinley, they mighthave thrown
pop bottles at the players, or per-
chance chased the second baseman off

'the field.
The play of the St. Paul team in the

sixth and seventh innings of yester-
day's game was the worst that ever.

Eight fielding errors in one team is
not pennant-winning ball. The only
ribbon it could ever get would be off
the top of an export beer bottle. When
six of these errors are grouped in two
consecutive innings, tnen there is an
end to patience.

And pre-eminently the mosf putrid. exponent of the application of decay
'to original atoms of base ball playing
sense was an Irishman named Dowling.
who. in his youth, became infatuated
•with the rhythmic poetry of Sir Walter
Scott, and when he became a ball play-
er assumed the non de diamonde of
"Glenalvin." There was nothing so
easy that this man could not make a
holy show of himself. He muffed flies,
fumbled grounders and fell over his
toes with a deprecatory abandon that
might have signified that base ball was
only a pastime for him, however it
might torture the spectators who had
paid their cash to see it.

Mr.Dowlinghad abe assistants. Put
their sins paled into dimness beside the
egregious in"fficiency of this Dowling.

Milwaukee did not play a star game,
but it had the merit of winning.

One bright spot in the cave of gloom
into which the locals fell yesterday
was the pitching of Phyle. The swar-
thy youngster held the Brewers down
to five safe hits. Taylor, on the other
hand, was batted for six.

Nicol opened with his regular num-
ber, a safe hit. but Barnes fanned.

CINCINNATI,0., June 3.—The migh-
ty has fallen. Plaudit, the greatest
three-year-old of the year, met his first
defeat of this season today In the
Latonia Derby, after one of the grand-
est contests ever witnessed on the
Western turf. Han dOr Is the colt
that lowered the colors of the Madden
pride, and in doing it he also lowered
the world's record for a mile and a
half.

Ten thousand people cheered Han
dOr as he came down the stretch like
a wild horse and looking every inch a
winner. Martin was whipping Plaudit
and riding like a demon. A hundredyards from the wire Plaudit made a
gallant effort to come on, but it wasno use, his speed and enduranca were
gone and Han dOr crossed the v/ire a
winner by three lengths amid great
excitement in the grand stand.

No race run at Latonia ever created
more enthusiasm, and every horsemanon the track pronounced it the grand-
est race since the days of Ten Broeck.

The track, contrary to expectations,
was lightning fast, and all things fa-
vored good time being made. But few
people, however, thought the world's
record would be beaten. The race froma time standpoint was a most remarka-
ble one. There were but two starters,
and little time was lost in getting them
away from the post. The pair went
away heads together, and Han dOr atonce set out to make his own pace. The
first half of a mile was covered in 50
seconds, the six furlongs in 1:14%; seven
furlongs in 1:27; mile in 1:40%; mile
and an eighth in1:54. and the mile anda quarter in 2:07%, the final time being
2:32i/_, which is a quarter of a second
better than any previous record.

The mile and a half reco:d has been
held by Buckwa, who ran the distance
at Oakland Dec. 24 last, in,2:32i4, but asa. six-year-old he carried only 103
pounds, so that Han dOrs record is
the better. The best previous perform-
ance by a thr;e-year-old was Lamp-
lighter's mile and a half Aug. 9, 1592,
at Monmouth park, in 2:32%, with 101)
pounds.

Plaudit could never overtake Han
dOr frorm the start. The- latter led by
three lengths until ;the | stretch was
reached, when Plaudit tried to make
his run, but the killingpace told on
him. Han dOr won in handy fashion.

Jockey Conley, who, rode the winner,
was surrounded by a large crowd after
he dismounted and carried to the scale?
room on the shoulders of several en-
thusiastic friends.

Plaudit was always Hi to 7 in the
betting, while as good as 4 to 1 could
be had on Han dOr:: The Derby is
worth $7,000 to the winner, which is the
property of George A. Singerly.

M'COY'S HANDS SEED A REST

HIS CONTEST WITH CHOYNSKI

OFF FOR TEE PRESENT

Besides tiio BrulaiiiK Received Prom

Trying to Stop Rnhlin, the "Kid"

tiot Tliro-»vn From a Bicycle

Will Meet Clioynnl_i Later Un-
expected Meeting- Willi Fitzsim-

m„„„ Tliey Talk Fight.

NEW YORK, June 9.—The McCoy-

Choynski fight is off^r the present.

Kid McCoy is not in condition to enter
the ring at this time, and could not
condition himself in three weeks. It
is also intimated that McCoy and
Choynski may not meet on June 27:
or, at least, if they do meet the former
will not be in shape to fight the bat-
tle of his life.

McCoy's hands are still sore from his
meeting with Gus Ruhlin in Syracuse,
May 20. A few weeks previous to that
meeting, while sparring with Doc
Payne at an exhibition in Boston, he
split the second knuckle of his left
hand. This injury handicapped Mc-
Coy a great deal in his go with Ruihlin,
as he was compelled to favor the left
all the time. The injured knuckle has
not healed as rapidly as was hoped for.
In fact, the knuckle is about as sore
now as it was on the night of the Syra-
cuse meeting.

Added to this, McCoy, a few days ago,

in/alighting from a bicycle, fell and
sft-ained his rierht leg about the groin.
He paid but little attention»to this in-
jury when he received it, supposing it
would pass away. Indeed, it has grown
worse, until it has become necessary
to consult a physician. The Kid can
scarcely bear his weight upon the leg,
and cannot use it at all without pain.
The surgeon advised him to take at
least a month's rest. In addition to
all this McCoy has been constantly

traveling and working for over a year.
The last six months he has been in-
cessantly at it, in full training and
keyed up to the highest pitch all the
time. As a rtsult his constitution has
run down. He does not feel himself
and believes he cannot get fit without
a good rest. He consulted some of the
best physicians here, and they advised
him to not attempt a siege of training

at this time. Feeling that he could not
give his friends and the public a prop-
er run for their money just now, Mc-
Coy has decided to postpone his meet-
ing with Choynski until a later date.

Waiting upon Tom O'Rourke, accom-
panied by his brother and manager,
Homer Selby, the Kid notified the man-
ager of the Lennox club of his resolve.
O'Rourke saw the reason and sense in
McCoy's plainly put view and acquiesc-
ed that a postponement might be the
best thing for all concerned. O'Rourke
endeavored to have the Kid name a
later date, but McCoy would not do
that.

"No, Tom," said McCoy, "I will not
do that. Your club will get the first
chance and Choynski will be the first,

man Iwill meet after Iobtain a little
rest."

This was agreeable to O'Rourke. Mc-,
Coy will leave here in a few days for
a month to be spent in the Adirondack
mountains in the neighborhood of Lake
Savanac. His demand for a postpone-
ment of his match with Choynski will
no doubt cause a great deal of com-
ment. When this was mentioned to
McCoy he said:
"Icare nothing for that. Ifeel that

my duty to myself and to the puhlic
necessitates a postponement and that's
what it willbe. To tell the truth Iam
very tired and Iam not well. Ineed
a rest and 1am going to take it."

McCoy stepped into the Hotel Bar-
tholdi Monday at a bad time. Bob Fitz-
slmmons and Martin Julian were there
with a newspaper representative, cook-
ing up a surprise for the Kid. Thia
surprise was to come in the shape of a
challenge from Bob to the Kid, who
was to be challenged to fight at the
middle-weight limit for a purse of $10,-
