CAMP MERRITT, San Francisco,
L, June 11.—It is likely that Camp

will not be removed to the
» as was reported yesterday, as
been discovered that.the water
supply at the Presidio is inadequate for
such a large number of troeps, and it
.s =aid that should it be decided to
again trarsfer the camp, Benicia, near
the biare Island navy yard, and not
the Presidio, will be the spot selected.

All boys are of the opinion that
it is just about time for the long-look-
ed for pay day to arrive. The volun-
teers zre giving vent to expressions of
d sfaction because they have not
yet been paid. All the members of the
Minnescta guard claim to be “hard up,”
and the boys of Company E, St. Paul.
say that they have not been furnished
with enough money with which to pro-
cure baths and have their clothes wash-
ed.

CIVILIAN BAYONETED.

A drunken civilian attempted to run

the guard last night and as a result

‘. had a bayonet stuck into his neck. The
names of the guard and civilian are
‘suppressed, but the incident will serve
as a lesson to other civilians that the
rules of Camp Merritt cannot be trifled
with.

The weather is growing warmer, and,
as a resalt, the sick call grows cor-
respondingly smaller every day. All
the cases of sickness, with a few ex-
ceptions, were contracted from the ef-
fects of the cold nights.

Orders have been issued for Batteries
B, H, K and L, of the Third artillery,
now at Presidio, to join the command
of Gen. Merritt for duty in the Phil-
ippines. Light batteries D and G, from
the Sixth artillery, stationed at Wash-
ington, D. C., and Fort Myer, Va., will
leave Tuesday for San Francisco, and
will join the command here at once.

So far as is known, the third Manila

. fleet will consist entirely of the Para,
Ohio, Indiana, Victoria, Olympia, Ari-
zona, and possibly the City of Pueblo.
The steamship Peru is the next mail
steamer due here. She is an American
steamer, and may be taken for trans-
port service. The City of Rio Janeiro
and Almeda may also be chartered or
impressed into service when they ar-
rive from across the Pacific.

TRANSPORTS TAKEN.,

The government has placed the fol-
lowing valuations on the Pacific Mail
steamers already taken: City of Pekin,
$450,000; City of Sydney, $450,000; China,
$900,000; Colon, $350,000. If any of these
vessels should be destroyed by the ene-
my, the government would have to
-pay the valuation. If any of the ves-
sels are lost by the action of the ele-

WANTS MORE TROOPS,

Gen. Merritt Asks for
. Men.

SAN FRANCISCO, June 11.—Maj.
Gen. Merritt wants more troops. He is
new in” communication with Washing-
ton on the subject and hopes to recelve
word within a few hours that acdditional
forces have been granted him and have
been started on the way. Gen. Merritt
contemplates leaving San Francisco for
Manila two weeks from iecday, and is
desirious that his expeditionary forces
shall precede him to the Philippines.
With the troops that arrived ycstercay
and tcday, he has a force of about 16,-
00, it is said that during the past foriy-
eight hours the governor general has
been in communication with the war
department and has finally demanded
that the full quota of 20,000 specified by
him be filled.

The steamer Centennial, which was
rejected by the governmeat, will be re-
imspected, as her owners ingist she is
thoroughly seawcrthy, despite state-
ments to the contrary.

The Zealandia, Colon and China are
Dbeing loaded with supplies and are ex-
pected to be ready for departure early
next week.

The Senator gnd Morgan City are be-
ing fitted up for the troops, and both
thcse vessels will be ready by the end
of next week. They werz built for the
Klondike trade and have a large carry-
ing cavnacity, and . few days’ work wiil
pHut them in shape as transports.

The third flect will probably comprise
the Senator, Morgan City, Ohio and the
Centennial, if the latter is accepted aft-
er reinspection.

The work of organizing the engineer
and siznal corps for Maniia, is pro-
ceeding slowly, as not enough men can
be found. So far only twentyv-seven
have been enlisted. Fifty men are
wantcd in each corps, and as California
cannot supoly them, Maj. Thompson
has telegranhed East end asked fw
volunteers. This branch of the service
is Dbetter paid than any other.

SAVED A CALAMITY.

The Heroic Act of Two Soldlers at
Tampa.

TAMPA, Fla., June 11.—By an act of |
heroism Lieut. Parker, who is in charge
of the old clubhouse on Lafayette
street, which is being used by the gov- |
ernment as a storehouse, and Thomas
McGee, a veteran of the Civil war, pre-
vented what might have been a calam-
ity. These men picked up a box of
ammunition which had caught fire, and,
heedless of the danger, carried it to the
river some distance away, and threw it
into the water.

While a force of soldiers was engaged
in carrying boxes of ammunition from
the warenouse and loading them to
waliting army wagons, smoke was seen

| issuing from a box of ammunition. In

an instant the cry of fire went up, and
soldiers and negro roustabouts piled
over each other in their scramble for
safety.

McGee rushed toward the box, picked
it 4up. and was staggering toward the
water with it alone when Lieut. Par-
ker, who had heard the warning cry,
came to his assistance and helped him
put the smoking box in the river. The
box was recovered when the tide went
out, and was found to be considerably
charred.

How" the fire originated is a mystery.
In the storehouses were piled hundreds
of boxes of ammunition, each contain-
ing 1,000 cartridges. Had the cart-
ridges in the burning box exploded, a
great loss of life might have resulted.

HAD THIRTY MEN TO SPARE

RECRUITING OFFICERS FIND
NO DEARTH OF SOLDIERS

In St. Paul 130 Signed the Roll Yes-
terday, Although the Loeal Re-
cruiters Were Only Assigned to
Get 100—In Minneapolls, Too,
There Was Little Ditfficulty About
Securing Enlistments.

From 9 o'clock yesterday morning
until the same hour last evening the
recruiting board from the Thirteenth
regiment, Minnesota volunteers, which
opened quarters at the armory, was
kept dusy. Lieut. M. L. Merrill, of
Company D, assisted by Sergeant C.
A. Bach, of the same company; Ser-
geant M. N. Carlton, Company E, and
Privates J. G. Wallace, Company C,
and V. G. Bergstrom, Company H, en-
rolled the recruits as rapidly as pos-
sible, and at 6 o’clock last evening 128
names had been placed on the lists.

The board met in Company D’'s room,
and, as there was no examining sur-
geon, the assistants of Lieut. Merrill
simply took the names of the recruits,
saw that each was of the right size as
to height ard filled out the enlist-
ment paper.

Seen last evening, Lieut. Merrill said
it was impossible to say when the re-
cruits would get away. A telegram
had been sent to Washington notifying
the authorities that the men were all
enrolled and awaiting the examining
surgeon. ‘A like telegram was sent to
Col. Reeveé at San Francisco.

All those who enlisted yesterday
were crdered to report-at the armory
this morning at 9:30 o'clock. The quota
assigned to Lieut. Merril out of the
300 men needed to recruit the regiment
to the maximum is 100, and thirty more
than this number had been enrolled
when the work of the board closed last
evening. Out of this number Lieut.
Merrill thought at least 100 would pass
the examining surgeon, as the men en-
listed were from outward appearances
all right.

A number of those who signed the
lists yesterday had been examined and
passed at Camp Ramsey before the
order was received to reduce each
company to seventy-four. The fact
that the men passed the physical ex-
amination at Camp Ramsey, however,
would do them no good now, as it was
impossible to secure the record with-
out more trouble than it would be to
re-examine.

A dozen of the recruits were from
points outside of St. Paul, and these
were given blankets and sleeping quar-
ters at the armory last night.

The men, after passing the exam-
iration and being mustered in, will be
uniformed in blouses, campaign hats,
leggings and blue overalls. The blous-
es, leggings and hats were brought
from San Francisco, and the overalls
will be purchased here.

The men, Lieut. Merrill said, would
not be recruited for any particular
company, as the recruiting board had
no authority in the matter, and the
assignment to companies would not be
made until the men reached San Fran-
ciseo.

Tom Galvin and Charles E. Banker,
formerly members of the police force,
were among the number enrolled yes-
terday. Galvin has served in the state
militia, and Banker has served five
years.in the Eighteenth United States
infantry. *

It is expected that the recruits will
be ready to leave St. Paul Tuesday
night, but this, of course, depends on
the arrival of the army surgeon and
the officer who will muster the men
into the service of the United States
army.
