The domestic crop reports were not uni-
versally favorable by any means, but the good
po largely exceeded the bad that the latter nolonger had the effect of alarming any on.'
About the general result. The elaborate ar-

jnarket the enormous cash wheat holdings did
not have the altogether reassuring effect that
Was apparently expected.

The failure of a small French house in the
grain trade was reported, and the name of

& Co., of Paria. That caused one of the mar-
ket's weakest moments. There was a sharp
rally from tine lowest point when it was
known that the Dreyfus who had failed was
an insignificant concern doing a small busi-
ness on a limited capital.
