CORNELL WAS THE WINNER

BEAT YALE AND HARVARDIN

THE BIG BOAT RAGE

s.uin of i:n Were Second, Three mid
One-Hulf I,eiiXthH Off, While Har-

vard Wjsm a Poor Third—An Kx-

eltlne Content at the FlnlMli—
Yale I'ri-sliiiioiiDefeated the Cor.

Nell and Harvard CrcwK.

NEW LONDON, Conn., Juno 23.—The
gTeat intercollegiate aquatic contests,
which fur months have been looked for-
ward to by thousands of college youths
and their friends, took place today and
the results again place Cornell on the
pedestal of fame as the champion uni-
versity crew of America, and to the
freshmen of Yale belongs the honor of
success in the triangular race with the
youngsters of Harvard and Cornell. By
today's victories and defeats the proph-
ets are not entirely without honor,
for in the 'varsity contest the seers
liamed the winner in advance. In the
freshman race, however, the "sure
thing" went wrong, and' contrary to al-
most universal expectation, the lthacan
novitiates were relegated to last place,
while the first year men from old Yale
outdid their 'varsity colleagues and
took as pretty a victory as ever was
won.

The two races were strikingly incon-
sistent with each other in that one
stands out as a perfect antithesis of
the other. The university race, which
was rowed down stream at 12:30 this
afternoon, was a procession of the first
class, while the freshman contest was
a battle royal.-

THE START.
Cornell was first of the three crews

to appear on the water today for the
great race. Shortly after 12 o'clock
the Ithacans* left their quarters, two
miles down the river, and proceeded
leisurely in their steam launch, and
got into their shell at Red Top. The
Harvard crew led slowly across the
river to the start. It was 12:20 before
Yale put in an appearance.

Referee Meikleham shouted his final
instructions to the waiting crews, and
gave the order, "get ready." An in-
stant of suspense, a puff of smoke, a
report, and the boats were off.

Effective spurts were made by all of
the crews. Ifthere was any advantage
it belonged to Yale, the nose of her
shell jumped to the fore, with Cornell
viciously hugging it, and Harvard's
prow a few short feet to the rear. Yale
was 'the first to settle down to the
racing stroke of thirty-four to the min-
ute. Cornell was seen doing the same,
and a few minutes later their long-
lipped blades were dippingin the water
thirty-four times to the minute.

CORNELL'S STRONG STROKE.
The long, sweeping Cook stroke sent

Yale to the front to the extent of a
quarter of a length, where it hung for
perhaps a half a mile. The start of
Harvard was fairly good, but during
the first quarter the Crimson fell to
the rear slowly but surely, and after
that was behind nearly a length. From
there Cornell's strong stroke began to
assert itself. A little spurt brought
Cornell's shell even with Yale, and a
little later Yale was second inthe race.
Alt the half Cornell led Yale by half a
length and. Harvard one and one-half
lengths behind the leaders. From this
point Yale and Cornell rowed prettily,
but the latter had the better of It,and
when the mile flag was passed Court-
ney's men were rapidly reaching a
point where clear waiter could be seen
between Capt. Colson and the prow of
Yale's shell. Once more Cornell spurt-
ed, just to show that the race had not
told on them.

When the mile and a half flag was
reached Harvard was evidently destin-
ed to cross the finish line a poor third.
Cornell continued to gain, and at the
end of the second mile plenty of blue
water was discernible between the Cor-
nell and Yale boats. From this point
on Cornell gave an exhibition of row-
ing never paralleled on the American
Thames. She lowered her stroke and
pulled a measured thirty to the minute.

YALE WORKS DESPERATELY.
As Cornell and Yale approached the

two and a half mile flag, the latter
sent their stroke up three points and
began to close up the gap. Cornell
did not undertake to respond to the
spurt and it was unnecessary. Cornell's
rowing was as clean as a whistle. Dui-
ing the Yale spurt, the Blues lost
something of their finish and in the
waist of the boat there was a splash-
ing. The three mile flag showed Cor-
nell the leader by over two lengths,
with Yale and Cornell both sending
their strokes up.

The last mile was rowed superbly by
Cornell, while Yale began to show signs
of distress. Still Eli's sons fought on
pluckily and did succeed in crawling
up a little. Cornell, however, had evi-dently been waiting for the stretch andduring the last half mile, while Har-
vard was tolling along nearly ten
lengths behind, the booming of the gun
on^the judges boat announced that
Cornell had crossed the line a winner.
Fourteen seconds later another report
told that Yale had finished, and a way
back came Harvard.

Cornell won the race by three and
one-half lengths over Yale and nearly
eleven lengths separated her and Har-
vard. Time 23:48.

The Cornell men were apparently
fresh and strong at the finish. In the
Yale boat Capt. Payne Whitney was
apparently exhausted. Harvard's men
were not "done" and all kept their seats
until their launch came alongside and
took them aboard.

Official time: Cornell first, 23:48; Yale
second, 24:02; Harvard, third, 24:35.

YALEFRESHMEN WON.
The three freshmen crews of Yale,

Harvard and Cornell rowed one of the
beat races ever seen on the Thames this
afternoon. Yale won, but Harvard
spurted at the finish and was so close
a second that only a few feet separated
the two crews, while the bow of the
Cornell shell was opposite No. 7 of the
Harvard crew. It was a royal battle
from start to finish with Cornell lead-
ing at first, Yale catching her at the
one mile and Harvard making a grand
rally and beating out Cornell at the
line.

Considering the weather conditions
with the wind blowingup stream, and
the tide also running in that direction
the time was fast, although the slow-
est since 1892. Every one of the fresh-
men came over the line In the best con-
dition.

The race was called for 3 o'clock, but
a strong wind caused a postponement
and It was 5:03 when the pistol was
fired. Harvard caught the water first
and shot ahead about three feet. Cor-

'
nell, however, was right after the
Cambridge eight, and in the first ten
strokes had drawn up even and then
passed her. Harvard rowed about
thirty-four at the start, Cornell thirty-
two, and Yale thirty-five.

The race to the first half mile rather
forecasted what might be expected, for
Cornell, although rowing manfully and
with the same long swing that charac-
terized the 'varsity earlier in the day,
found that she could not Shake off her
rivals, and at the half mile both werelapped at her quarter. Yale, how-
ever, put on a good spurt just before
the mile was reached and passed Har-
vard.

YALE CREEPS UP.
At the first mile Yale crept up even

with Cornell, and the two crews swept
by the mark with absolutely no differ-
ence between them, while Harvard was
not over a quarter of a length behind.
The next stroke after the crews passed
the mile flag put Yale in the lead, but
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Cornell recovered In the next, and In
the half-mile that followed the crewsalternated, first one showing the lead
and then the other, while Harvard
seemed content to keep the nose of her
shell at No. 7 of the Cornell boat. Just
as the shells went f)y the mile and a
half mark Yale succeeded In getting
the nose of her boat "beyond Cornell's
and held It there. Theft came the fin-
ish—and such a fitl)sh has not been
seen on the water for .many a year.
Harvard's coxswain called on his crew
and they responded nobly with a spurt
that put thorn almost on even terms
with Cornell.

EXCITING^
'
FINISH.

At an eighth of a mile from the fin-
ish line Cornell put In another spurt,
and established a slight lead over Har-
vard, but could not catch Yale. Again
the Harvard coxswain- called on his
men, and the shell Jumped this time
well beyond Cornell, and with the lineonly a few yards distant, the Cam-bridge crew had taken, second place
and pluckily startefi after Yale. Inch
by inch they gained, pulling a dashing
stroke that sent the boat through the
water without a hitch, but the finish
line was not quite far enough, and
with Harvard's bow at Yale's No. 2
and Cornell's bow at Harvard's No. 8
the crews sped over the line and Yale
had won.

WORK FOR CORNELL.

IN-iiumjIvmilus and < 'olninbina Are
In Gocid .'•illiitie.

SARATOGA, June 23.—The Pennsylvanias
and Columblaa were out in force on the lake
today. The general opinion is that Cornell
will not have as easy a victory as they did
