Mr. MeEnery Wnrns His Hear- j
era Aigainst Imiierlnl Policy.

WASHINGTON, June 24.—1n the
senate today Mr. Hoar (Mass.) called
up the conference report on the bank-
ruptcy bill, anil by unanimous consent
It was agreed to take a vote on it after
Mr. Nelson (Minn.), one of the con-
ferees, and the author of the senate
\u25a0bill, had made a statement explain-
ing the provisions of the measure as
agreed upon by the conferees.

After Mr. Nelson had made his
statement the vote was taken and the
riport adopted— J3 to 13—as follows:

Mr. Allison (to.) presented an addi-
tional partial report upon the sundry
civil appropriation bill, and said he
hoped to have the report consiiered
tomorrow.

Mr. Davis, in charge of the Hawaiian
resolutions, objected to any arrange-
ment that miarht imperil the progress
of the resolution.

"Then Imove, Mr. President," said
Mr. Allison, "that the senate convene
at 11 o'clock tomorrow."

Some objection to this plan was en-
tered by Mr. Jones (Ark.), but he with-
drew his demand for the yeas and
nays and the motion was adopted.

HAWAIIAN RESOLUTION.
The Hawaiian resolutions were laid

before the senate, and upon demand of
Mr. Pettiprew they were read.

Mr. McEnery (La.) resumed his
speech bepun yesterday, discussing at
length the employment of contract
labor on the islands. The principal
ground of Mr. McEnery's objection to
the annexation of Hawaii was that it
\u25a0would, he apprehended, paralyze the
industries of the South. The gray
dawn of prosperity was just beginning
to t>e noted in that section. Northern
capital. Northern energy and Northern
brains had, he said, been going to the
South, and although the dawn of pros-
perity was in sight, he felt the sunri-e
would never come if Hawaii were an-
nexed.

The moment the policy of coloniza-
tion is entered upon,, he said, the pros-
perity of the South would be checked.Capital would be diverted, immigra-
tion would be stopped, every indus-
try would be affected and cotton fac-
tories closed. He felt that the adop-
tion of the policy of imperialism would
prolong the domination of the Repub-
lican party, and he thought every
Democrat who voted for the resolu-
tion would vote to relegate his party to
the misty future.

The senate concurred in the house
amendments to the bill for the protec-
tion of mining claims of thes? who
enlist in the army or navy of the
United States.

Mr. Turley (Term."), who was recog-
nized upon the conclusion of Mr. Mc-
Enery's speech, then began a legal
argument against the pending resolu-
tions.

At the conclusion of Mr. Turley's
speech, Mr. Allison presented a par-
tial conference report, on the District
of Columbia appropriation bill. It was
adopted.

The senate then, at 5:20 p. m., went
into executive session, and at 5:50 ad-
journed.

WASHINGTON, June 24.—The com-
mittee on claims today began the in-
vestigation of the charges made in con-
nection with the payment of the claim
of $288,000 of the Methodist Book con-
cern, by examining Book Agent Barbee.

Mr. Baibee admitted the payment of
JII'O.SCO, or 35 per cent, to Mr. Stahl-
man, as the attorney for the book con-
cern, in the collection of the claim, but
he held that the claim was just, and
that the employment of an agent was
a matter which concerned only the
b^ok concern itself, taking the posi-
tion that he was under no obligation
to inform the senate in response to the
telegrams of Senators Pasco and Bate
as to the amount that was to be paid
the agent.

WHEAT SITUATION STEADY

EXCEPTIONALLY LARGE CROP

AND NORMAL PRICES

Conditions of Country's Leading In-

dustries Unusually Satisfactory

Bank Clearing Is Larger Than

-»\u25a0 In Previous Years Large Busi-

ness Expected In Iron—lmprove-

ment In Cotton.

NEW YORK, June 24.—Reflection of
the advanced stage of the season is
found to a perceptible quieting down of
distributive trade in many parts of the
-cOumtry, and accompanying this have
been announcements of the fixing of
periods of annual shut downs in many'
industrial lines, but significant and
changed conditions which now animate
and control business as compared with
corresponding periods in previous
years are the continued large gains in
the volume of bank clearings over pre-
ceding years, quite favorable reports
from most of the country's leading in-
dustries, notably iron and steel, in
which next year's wage scales are be-
ing adjusted with unexampled ease,
comparatively heavy exports of cereals
and other products of the leading ports,
and rather less than the usual shading
of prices, common at this period of
the year as the result of the advance
into the midsummer period.

Following the demoralization in
wheat prices has come a more steady
tone and the growth of a feeling that
perhaps the "bear" movement in prices
may be overdone, as was the "bull"
movement, which culminated a month
ago. With the exception of a rather
spotted condition of the Wheat crop in
different states, chiefly as the result of
too much moisture, the crop situation
in the crop as a whole has rather im-
proved. Less is heard, however, about
extravagant wheat yield estimates, bm
trade opinion inclines to expect the
production of a crop of wheat in excess
of all previous totals.

The iron situation, while encourag-
ing, as far as present business is con-
cerned, has not developed sufficiently
to allow of any very pronounced fore-
casts of next season's business. Con-
cessions made by employers, however,
In this line would seem to indicate con-
fidence in a continuance of a large busi-
ness, at least at prevailing prices,
which, it should not be forgotten, are
in numerous instances higher than
they were a year ago.

The tone of cotton manufacturing has
quite perceptibly improved, this being
due, perhaps, on one hand to the plac-
ing of large amounts of bleached goods
at price concessions, and to the develop-
ment in some degree of the delayed
Eastern demand for summer fabrics.
Less satisfaction is expressed in the
woolen goods trade, and business here
is classed as slow and unprofitable,
with raw wool reflecting dullness In
manufacturing and unchanged Eastern
quotations.

Cereal exports are naturally enough
smaller than in recent weeks, but are
still heavily in excess of preceding
years. Wheat shipments for the week
aggregate 3,799,470 bushels, as against
4,396,000 bushels last week,but compar-
ed with 2,156,000 bushete In this week
a year ago, 2,837,000 bushels in1896, I,*

946,000 bushels in 1895 and 1,975,000 bush-
els in 1594.

Corn exports show a very slight fall-
ing off, aggregating - for the week 3.---902,000 bushels, against 4,106,000 bush-
els last week, 2,916,000 bushels a year
ago, 1,736,000 bushels in 1896 and 884,000
bushels in 1895.

Business failures for the week In the
United States are about normal, num-
bering 220, as compared with 207 last
week, 215 this week a year ago, 218
in 1896 and 215 in 1895.

Business failures in Canada this week
number 19, as compared with 19 last
week, 17 in this week a year ago, 19
in1596 and 28 in 1895.

SPECULATION SLOW

Bradstreet's Summing Up of tbe
Stock Situation.

NEIW YORK, June 24.— Bradstreefa financ-
ial review tomorrow will say:

Early In the present week the speculation
degenerated into a dull professional afftir.
Prices sagged off without much animatioj
being shown and later on rallied und.r
manipulation directed against the short inter-
est, which had apparently attained consider-
able proportions. At the close cf the w^k
a stronger tone appeared in the crop advice?
from the West and a belief that the expect d
fall of Santiago would lead to an early peac .
There was a lack of public participation
throughout and the market became" more andmore professfonal in quality while Eurcpa has
hardly been an appreciable factor. The dull-ness and sagging tendency are ascribed to
a number of influences. Probably tilof t.,em
have had a s/are in affecting the tone and
temper of the "street." The conentra ion of
attention upon the government bond i;sue has
been the chief of them, though the success
of the popular subscription and the absence
of any disturbance in the maney market fr.m
that cause tend to deprive it of further force.
It may Indeed be noted that the market for
railroad bonds has been exceptionally strong
an that a good demand for investment has as-
serted itaelf, extending from the bi^h grade
bonds to issues of a secondary grade. The
market, however, could haidly^fail to be
chilled, temporarily at least, by the approach-
ing influence of the stajnp duties of the war
revenue blll,_whlchaffect stock exchange deal-
ings, loans of money and transactions in for-eign exchange with more or less eeverT.y.
In fact, as regards the stock markets there
is some trepidation shown as to whetheror not the imposition of a tax of $2 per ICO
shares willnot tend to reduce public interest.
The exchange has, it is true, taken the mat-
ter up boldly and resolved that the customer
and not the broker shall be charged with
the tax, and it remains to be seen whether
the additional cost to speculative transactions
willbe disregarded or not.

"The war itself has been followed with
less Interest by the market, though any
active developments would have had an Im-
mediate effect and hopeful feeling as To re-
sult still underlies the situation. On the
other hand it would seem that speculative
interests have been somewhat discouraged by
the declines in the price of grain and thtconfiding accounts of the crop results and
prospects. The bull movement of prices dur-ing the past year has had for its foundation
the high prices at which American bread-
stuffs sold and the heavy foreign demand for
them. Consequently, the drop in prices andthe persistent stories of damage to the crops
have bad more or lew effect, particularly asthey are accompanied by indications that
western railroad earnings will not compare
favorably with those of the last few months
when the exceptionally heavy grain movement

TRADE OUTLOOK BRIGHT.

R. G. Him & Co.'m Weekly Review of
nn Encouraging; Character.

NEW YORK. June 24.— R. G. Dun & Co.'s
weekly review of trade will say in tomorrow's
issue:

"Very little new business seen in propor-~
tion to the aggregate has been caused by
the war, not any discoverable by ordinary
tests has been prevented by war. Neither
has the collapse of the wjieat speculation
caused the expected decrease of shipments,
for exports continue remarkably large. Gold
comes or does not come as we want it. the
world's markets being evidently at our
command. Thejssue df bonds by the govern-
ment brings out at t&e start bids for more
than three times the amount offered, while
the popular subscription already for three-
quarters of the amount exhibits in strong
light the confidence of the people.

The industries at the season when stop-
pages are to be expected, maintain produc-
tion surprisingly. There are very few inter-
ruptions on account of labor, and wage scales
for the coming year have nearly all been
amicably settled.

"The iron industry Is very dull at the
East, with complaints that prices do not rise,
but at Pittsburg and the. West the works are
getting more business constantly, and even
are competing so sharply that prices aro
slightly lower for bars,- cut nails, steel rails
and grey forge, while Southern iron is also
offered lower there thaji at the East. The
enormous demand from agricultural sections
for implements, cars, railway equipment and
all sort of building is the noteworthy fea-
ture of this remarkable year. Minor metals
are fairly steady with the tin at 17.20 cents.
Lake copper at 11.75 with 22.740 tons produced
in the United States and 6,486 abroad in May
and lead is stronger at 3.95 cents with only
moderate transactions.

"Wool is stronger a shade, 600 quotations
by Cole & Bros, averaging 18.2 cents
against 17.64 June 1, but this ,because of
Western demands which are relatively 4c
above prices which manufacturers' will pay,
excepting to fill immediate orders. As the
future of the trade is in doubt, though with
more hopeful prospects, sales of wool have
been in three weeks only 11,659,300 pounds
at the three chief markets, againft 29,585,100
in the same weeks last year and 23,728,200 in
the same weeks of 1892. \u25a0

"Cotton has weakened :tbre9-sixteen ths, with
excellent crop prospects, but -a larger demand
for goods is seen, though not as yet enough
to cause any advance, -rin prices. Reports of
distribution are generally encouraging.

Reports From Along- tlic Line of (lie

Northern Pacific Show Tliat^tlie
Grain Is Making Rapid ProgreHS
and the Crop Generally Speuking

Is In Excellent Condition Re-
view by Divisions.

An early and abundant harvest is
probable this year, judging from the
reports to the Northern Pacific freight
department. A summary of these re-
ports is as follows:

Week ending June 21, 1898.
Minnesota Division

—
All crops have ad-

vanced materially the past week, and the uni-
versal testimony is that the prospect c:nt.n-ues excellent. The weather has been quite
warm, with no rain. In most districts tne
ground is in very good condition, but rain
would be beneficial in some places. Whfat
is growing nicely, and, in some localities, has
commenced to head. Rye is well head.?d out,
and harvesting will commence early in July.
Other small grains are doing splendidly, and
never looked better. The warm weather ha 3been especially helpful to corn, which has
been backward up to this time. Hay har-
vest has commenced, and standing water
In low meadows has dried up. Everybody
seems confident of large yield of all crops.

Little Falls & Dakota Branch— Since 1:st
report the weather has been warm and dry.
Just right for all crops. The recent rains
have left the ground in very fine condition.
Wheat and oats are thick and heavy, ar.d all
grains have a healthy appearance. Corn has
been benefited by the warm weather, and Is
now about twenty inches high. Prospects
were never better.

Fergus Falls Branch— The past week has
been warm and dry. There have bsen hot
winds the latter part of the week, which
have left the soil in a rather dry condition,
and rain would be welcomed. Weeds are bs-
ing choked by the grain. Wheat is looking
well, and oats and barley axe in good con-
dition. Corn is doing weil. Prospects are
bright.

Manitoba Division, South of Boundary
—

Ths
favorable conditions noted last week continue
and prospects are very favorable. The ;.ast
week has been warm, with showers in most
localities, and grain has made rapid prcg ess.
Warmth weather seems to have set in In
earnest, and there is promise of large yields,
especially of wheat. In Walsh county con-
siderable damage was done by a hailstorm,
which passed in that vicinity on the 23d
izist.

Province of Manitoba— Another very favor-
able week for the growing crops, with oc-
casional showers, and very warm wea.her.
Crops have Buffered in places from the early
dry weather, but are doing better now. Wheat
is in shot blade, and. If weather continues
favorable, there will be an early as well as
an abundant harvest. Other grains are com-
ing along well, and it seems to bs the gen-
