Phenomenal Two-Year-Old Captpred
the «20,000 Trial Stakes.

NEW YORK, June 25.—One of the largest
crowds of the season visited Sheepshead Bay
track today. The chief event on the card was
the $20,000 Great Trial stakes, in which the
crack 2-year-old Jean Beraud was du.wn to
carry 129 pounds. He was the favorite at
odds of 2 to 5. while Glenheim was well
backed at 9 to 2. and the other horses were
nibbled at by the half-holiday crowd. The
start was delayed for some little time by
Kingdon and then Glenheim, but the horses
finally got away in good order and about on
even terms That did not last long, however,

SIX YACHTS CAPSIZED.

Races at Lake Allnnetonka Ended
ln a Spill.

Lake Minnetonka was swept by a small
hurricane yesterday afternoon and the storm
raged for half an hour. Six yachts capsized
and their crews clung to the keels while the
waves pounded the boats toward the reefs.

Heretofore all the great pitchers have ex-
perienced the same painful symptoms that
have invaded Rusie's right arm. Just hew
and JUBt why they are caused has never been
fully explained to them. Only a long rest
bus been found to be a remedy. But tho
leng rest has its drawbacks. It allows the
arm to become somewhat unskilled In the
curving of a ball, and the practice neces\iy
to develop perfection has to be waived. The
required rest frequently puts a pitcher out
of form, and from the time he finds It necas-
scry to nurse his arm, from that date begins
his gradual finish as a pitcher.

According to medical authoiities, the trouble
arises from giving the arm two violent move-
ments, each operating against the other, and
biUrging certain tensions upon certain mv s
cles that both twist and pull them at one and
the same time. The forward motion of throw-
ing the ball ls coincident with the movement
of curving it br the wrist and forearm. This
