Less than one-quar- I
ter of a mile northwest of them stands jI
Observation Tower No. 2. Their camp '
ground Is one of the best, if not the i
very best, in the park. They have
"skinned" the sod from the er^-md, i

ar.d each company has a trencn dug
around the quarters. and constant I
tramping has packed the earth almost
to the hardness of asphalt. Conse-
quently, they are not annoyed by dust, I
nor do they suffer from the effect of
sleeping amid the moist vegetation.

The men of the Fourteenth look fine. I
Every one of them has the appearance
of a trained athlete. The Minnesota
boys generally bave had less sickness
than any equal number of men from
any other state represented here. When 1
you consider that thousands of the
troops concentrated here are natives

-
of the South, it speaks rather favorable
for either the good constitutions of the
Minnesota men or for the model lives
tbey are leading and the proper and
Intelligent treatment of the men by
their superiors.

The Twelfth is camped about one
and one-half miles from the Fourteenth
over near the junction of the Vinyard
road and the Alexander road and very
close to the Alexander house, where
some hot fighting took place the first
day of the battle. The Alexander house
was taken three times that day. The
fighting started in a desultory way up
near the house at what was called
Alexander's bridge, which spans Chick-
amauga creek near the house, each
side trying to gain possession of the
bridge. This was on the 19th day of
September. 1863, and when the skir-
mish was over, 100 men of each side lay
dead around it. The camp ground of
the Twelfth, while not so admirably
fitted by nature for the purpose, is a
lovely place, in the midst of a grove
of noble oaks. They also have "skin-
ned" the sod and brush; but the
ground is of a softer quality than that
upon which the Fourteenth is camped
and requires more care. The camp
occupies about six acres of rolling
ground. The boys generally are enjoy-
ing good health, only a few cases of
minor illness being reported.

Another demonstration was made to-
day of Gen. Fred Grant's battle prob-
lem, and the result was a brilliant
success.

The flrst column, composed of the
First Vermont, the Eighth New York
and the Third Tennessee,' commanded
by Col. Clark, secured possession of
the observation tower where it was
attacked by the Second division, which
was composed of the Fourteenth New
York, the Second Nebraska and the
First Missouri, under Col. Bills.

The flrst column was able to hold
Its position, but with the greatest dif-•

Acuity, for the attacking column em-
ployed superb tactics.

Gen. Grant expressed great pleasure
over the way his plans were executed,
and complimented the officers of both
columns.

A large number of officers' warrants
have been received here recently from
Washington. They are sent to the
commanding officers who are to hold
them for emergencies. They are to be
issued to non-commissioned officers in |
the field when it becomes necessary
for them to take the places of com-
missioned officers killed in battle.

Gen. Grant issued the following or-
der today:

Ailsoldiers of this command, when en pass
within the park limits, or on duty at the
various headquarters, are prohibited, when
without blouse, from wearing suspenders over
their blue shirts. Soldiers are also admon-
ished that when they are granted the privi-
lege of a pass beyond the park limit3, they

are expected to be attired in a clean r.nd
soldierly mariner, snd cspee-ially those visit-
ing the adjoining cities and towns should con-
stantly keep their blouses buttoned when
worn. It is made the duty of officers and non-
commissioned officers to report to their re-
spective regimental commanders the name of
any soldier disregarding these injunctions,
and over and above all, it is expected that
officers and non-eommissionec officers will,at
ell times, check end admonish any soldier
misbehaving himself within the park, or in
the streets cf the cities.

Travel rations for the men while en
route for Cuba are being delivered at
camp today. They come from Chicago
and are of the regulation kind.

Gen. T. L. Rosser, of Richmeind, was
today assumed command of the brigade
formerly commanded by Col. Van
Duzee. of the Fourteenth regiment Min-
nesota volunteers, and Col. Van Duzee
returned to his regiment.

Gen. Rosser was formerly a resident
of Minneapolis and is well known in
the Flour City. He served in the Con-
federate army during the Civil war.r

Took a trip (also views of the Second Min-
nesota monument locate<"f*on Snodgraas hill)
about two miles from the Twelfth Minne-
sota camp. It is a beautiful structure. It
faces the south. Inscription on the front
reads: "The Second Regiment Minnesota Vet-
eran Volunteer Infantry occupied this posi-
tion Sunday, "Sept. 20, 1863, from 2:30 p. m.
to 7:30 p. in., successfully maintaining it
against repeated assaults by the enemy, and
withdrawing only after the attempt to take
it had been abandoned.

"This regiment was engaged Sept. 13th on
the Reed's Bridge road, and In the forenoon
of Sept 20 at Kelly's Field, in every contest
repulsing the enemy opposing it. Having 384
men engaged, its loss was 34 killed, 114
wounded, and 14 men (detailed for care of
wounded) were captured; total loss, 42 per
cent.

"It is a notable fact that the Second Regi-
ment Minnesota had not a single man among
tho missing or a straggler during the two
days engagement."

June 25.—Tomorrow will be the last
Sunday, as well as the last day, of the
Thirteenth regiment on American soil,
for early Monday morning the men will
strike their tents and march aboard-
the transport City of Para, which is
to take them to Manila.

The men are all in high spirits over
the certainty that they are so soon
to depart. There was fear among them
yesterday that the regiment would not
go with the third expedition, because
there were so many cases of diphtheria
among them. The medical corps advis-
ed that the regiment be detained at
camp until all danger of an epidemic
was past, for they did not want the
disease to break out on shipboard. An
investigation, however, disclosed the
fact that there was less diphtheria in
the Thirteenth than in any other regi-
ment now in camp, and it was Anally
decided to let the Thirteenth go.

The men will embark Monday and
the transport will remain in the har-
bor until Tuesday morning, when the
fleet will start for the Philippines. Gen.
MacArthur, who commands the fourth
expedition, will sail on the Indiana.

Letters sent to the members of the
iegiment after their departure will be
sent to Manila.

With the exception of a few sore
arms, due to vaccination, the men are
in good health.

Gen. Merritt will leave Wednesday
on the Newport. He will be accom-
panied by Maj. Lewis H. Strothers, U.
S. V.; Maj. Harry C. Lee, U. S. V..
and Capt. T. Bentley Mott. U. S. V.
His military escort will be two bat-
teries of the Third United States ar-
tillery and the Astor light battery. Ten
members of the hospital corps will also
go with Gen. Merritt.

The departure of the third expedition
will leave about 8,000 men at Camp
Merritt. They will be commanded by
Maj.Gen. Otis, who will-have Maj. Gen.
R. P. Hughes as chief of staff and in-
spector general, and Lieut. Col. Thom-as
H. Barry as adjutant general. They
willprobably go on the fourth expedi-
tion; which will depart when the men
are fullyequipped and drilled.

The entire expeditionary fores will in
future be known as the eighth corps.
When the troops are all at Manila the
corps will be reorganized.

EVACUATE AND BURN TOWNS.
Cuban*' tAat of Place* Abandoned

by Spaniard* In Eastern (alia.

KEY WEST, Fla., June 25.—Ths
Spaniards have evacuated and burneda number of towns in the Province of
Santiago de CuUassto prevent them fall-ing: into the hamds cf the Cuban insur-
gents. Numerous forts have also beendestroyed. This information has been
received by J. D. Poye, a Cuban here,
who stands high in the councils of his
countrymen. The letter, which shows
that the entire southeastern portion of
the province is in the hands of the
Cuban force-s. was written by K. J. Jus-
tiz. of Sebastopol, and is as follows:
"I have the honor to inform you. for tht*

benefit of all Cubans and Americans, of thecondition of affairs in this section of th.'
province, which has been from time to time
occupied by the First, Second and Third corps
of the Spanish army. Nearly all of the neis^.^boring country has been abandoned by theSpaniards, but before they went they de-stroyed many of the villages and the fortifi-cations which they had erected. Near th.?
coast, where the First corps divls-.on was en-camped, they have abandoned and destroyed
Yateraa, Felicidad. Bella Vista. La Cubana.San Fernando and La Piedra. The Second di-
vision has removed, after destroying Saba-
nilla. La Meya, Arroya Blanco and Agun.-ala.
The Oriental division of Holguin haa destrcyed
Hannes. and the^ division of the Second corps

destroyed Jiguuni. Santa Rita, Bayanio. Cauto.
Emb-arcadero. and Bueyclto. Velasco, San Au-
gustine and Maniti were destroyed by the
Third division, and the Third r-orps destroyed
Fl Guayabal and La Zanya.
. "News has also been received here of the
abandonment of Puerto Padre, San Manuel.
Maniabon, San Andres, Guayanio and allthe neighborhood of the coast of Cauto ar.d
Tiguabo. In the neighborhood of the coast of
Del Cauto are the famous mines, where so
much money haa been stolen and property de-stroyed by the enemy during the past few
months, and where many miserable victims
of the tyranny of Spain have sacrificed their
lives to the just cause of our independence.

"We expect every moment now the evacua-
tion of Guantanamo. Sagua de Tanamo,
Mayara and Sama. Ibelieve that these facta
willbe sufficient to prove to you that we have
been successful in driving out our enemies
in this part of the island. Ifit is not enough,
tell our American friends that we hope within
a few days to have a triumphant entrance into
the city of Santiago de Cuba. Now. that we
have had the honor and trie glory of seeing
our American brother fighting by our side,
v/e want to fight with him and show the
Americans that the Cubans are good soldiers
and feel allied to their American brothers, and
that the Cuban army is noi an imaginary
one. as has been supposed by many in the
United States.
"I cannot tell ycu of the enjoyment of our

men and the enthusiasm displayed by them
when we passed through the free city of
Bay.mo.
