The police kept
a sharp watch for the body yesterday, but
without success. The po'ice have an idea that
the mwan seen thlking to a young woman near
the bridgs previous to the suicide was not
the one who jumped into the river. If the two
men were the same, it is likely that the
woman wou'd have lent her aid in makivg
Known ihe man’s identity.

It is 2’:0 possible that the suicide is a
strangei in the city and that he came here
for the express purpose of killing himself.

Spain Is Hurriedly Forming a Third
Squadron,
GIBRALTAR, June 27.—The third
Spanish squadron, it is announced
here, consisting of the Cardenal de
Cisneros, Lepanto, Neumancia, Vito-
ria, the monitor Puig-Cerda, three tor-
pedo boaxs, and the auxiliary steam-
ers Meteoro, Leon XIII. and Montser-
rat, commanded by Admiral Barrosa,
bas been ordered to assemble at Cadiz

as early as possible.

—

Some of the vessels mentioned as
ccmposing the third Spanish squad-
ren are very much behind the age.
The Neumancia is an iron vessel built
in 1863, capable of steaming, according
to the registers, eight knots, and hav-
ing a Dbelt of five and a half inches of
old-fashioned armor. Her main bai-
tery consists of eight ten-inch muzzle-
lcading Armstrong guns, and her sec-
ordary Dbattery is composed of six
two-inch quick-firing guns.

The Vitoria is a training ship of the
breoadside frigate class, built in 1865,
and having a belt of five and a half
inches of old-fashioned armor. Her
main battery consists of eight nine-
inch muzzle-loading Armstrong guns.
She may be able to steam ten knots.

The monitor Puig-Ceria is the Span-
ish torpedo training ship. She mounts
one six-inech gun and two 4.10-inch
bronze smooth-bores. It is calculated
that she may steam eight knots an
hour, and her armor is four inches.
She wceuld be of little or no use out-
side of a harbor.

The Cardenal Cisneros is a first-
class armored cruiser of the most
modern type, built in 1886, at a cost
of $3,700,000, having an armored belt
twelve inches thick, ten and one-
half inches of armor over her gun po-
sitions, an armored deck two inches
thick, and eight torpedo tubes. She
carries about 1,200 tons of coal, was
built to steam twenty Kknots an hour,
is of 7,000 tons displacement, and 15,000
indicated horse-power, and carries two
eleven-inch guns, ten five-inch quick-
firing guns, two 2.7-inch guns, and
four 1.4-inch guns, and one smaller
rapid-firing gun.

The Lepanto was built in 1892. She
is a protected cruiser of 4,826 tons dis-
placement, and 12,000 indicated horse-
power, calculated to enable  her fo
steam twenty knots. Her armored
deck is four and three-fourths inches
thick, and she mounts four 7.8-inch
Nortaro guns, four 4.7-inch quick-
firing guns, six six-pounders, and five
small rapid-firing guns,

The Spaniards are using Dbrass-
sheathed lead bullets with brass tips
on top, which tear the flesh horribly,
while the small brass splinters cause
bleed poisoning. They are practically
explosive bullets and are used in the
Remingtons. They also cut a small
cross through the end of the Mauser
bullet, so that it mushroooms on strik-
ing, with-a similar resuilt.

1ation of the Canadian Pacifie,

C. S. Mellen, as president of th=2
Montana Union Railway company, has
issued the following circular. which
was yesterday forwarded to all em-
prloyes and officials of the Northern
Pagific system and its connecting lines:

St. Paul, Mirn., July 1, 1:98.

.Effective this date the fcliowing is a list
ol officials in charge of the property of the
Mentana Union Railway company: Danlel
Lamont, vice president; George H.. Earl, sec-
retary and assistant treasurer; C. A. Clark,
treasurer; Gemmell, assistant secre-
tary; H. A. Gray, comptroller; M. P. Mar=-
tin, auditor; C. W. Bunn, general counsel; J.
W. Kendrick, genera! manager; J. M. Hanna-

ford, general traffic manager; E. H. Mec-
Henry, chief engineer; G. S. Fernald, tax
commissioner.

Heretofore the Montana Union, al-
though a part of the Northern Pacific
system, has been operated by a sepa-
rate set of officlals. The action of
President Mellen, in issuing the above
circular, displaces these officials and
in their stead the present officials of
the Northern Pacific are given charge
of the Montana Union, under the same
titles that they at the present time
hold on the Northern Pacific.

The Montana Union will not lose its
ldentity under the new order of things,
but will continue to be operated under
the old name, just as it has in the
past, with the exception that its affairs
will be directed by the Northern Pa-
cific officials.

Willlam H. Burns, vice president
and general manager, is the principal
official relieved from further duty by
President Mellen’s order. It was stat-
ed at the Northern Pacific general of-
fices yesterday that it was probable
that several of the subordinate offi-
cials would be retained.

Today a circular will issue from the
office of General Manager Kendrick
appointing M. C. Kimberly, general
superintendent; F. G/ Prest, purchas-
ing agent, and E. M. Hurd, superin-
tendent of motive power. General Su-
pverintendent Kimberly will, in turn,
issue a circular making the following
appointments: W. G. Pearce, assist-
ant general superintendent; H. J.
Horn, superintendent of Butte ter-
minals; Charles Russell, division :su-
perintendent in charge of lines be-
tween Butte and Garrison, and Robert
Rantoul, division freight agent.

All these officials are at present oc-
cupying similar positions on the North-
ern Pacific, and will continue to hold
these assuming their new duties in
addition.

TO MUZZLE THE C. P. R.

Interstrte Commerce Commission to
Confer Wiith Trunk Lines.

A conference will .be held in Chicago July
12 between the interstate commerce commis-
sion and representatives of the American
roads running to the Pacific coast, to de-
termine what shall be done regarding the
methods pursued by the Canadian Pacific
rallroad to attract business, These methods
are said to be In direct contravention of ths
United States laws, gynd the Canadian Pa-
cific has been warned on the subject, but it
continues to defy the American authorities.

The commission has already extended the
suspension of the long and short haul clause
for the benefit of the American rcads, but
this is said to be insufficient. They say they
want the same privileges as are granted to
the Canadian Pacific.

American interests, they say, are not pro-
tected by the commission, and they want to
know what the commission is going to do
about it. ¥
