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STRIKING DISTANCE

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AT THE FRONT, On The Rio

The American

front has been advanced beyond the
first crossing of the Rio Guama about
a mile, and a tug: lies three and a half

miles from the Spanish intrenchments.
Gen. Lawton's brigade rests on the

rosd to Santiago de Cuba. The Third
brigade, under G^n. Chaffee, the Seven-
teenth, Twelfth and Seventh regiments,

holds the trench, with his command
lying across the road and river. The
Fire* brigade, the Eighth, Twenty-sec-
ond and Second Massachusetts, under
Gen. Evan Clarke, lies on the left
flank, slightlyin the rear, and'the Sec-
ond brigade, the First, Fifth and Twen-
ty-fifth, occupies the opposite position
on the right flank. Gen. Wheeler, with
the cavalry, L* in the rear, between
Sevilla hills and the Rio Guama. A
strong line of outposts Is maintained
here.

Gen. Chaffee's brigade, with 3,000
Cubans under Gen. Alguerra and sev-
eral hundred under Col. Gonzales, was
skirmishing towards the city this
mornir.g. The Cubans had several
slight skirmishes with the Spaniards
Stationed on the hills on the American
right flank and our auxiliaries occu-
pied the block houses In that vicinity,
which were evacuated before daybreak
by the Spaniards. The latter retreated
towards Santiago de Cuba. No fatali-
ties are reported.

Gen. Lawton, Gen. Chaffee and Gen.
Wheeler have thoroughly reconnoitered
the Spanish position and with the aid
of information furnished by the Cubans
have very good maps of the roads and
defenses of the city.

DISTRESS IN SANTIAGO.
Much information has also been ob-

tained from Spanish paciflcos who have
Clipped out of the city and given them-
selves up in the hope of getting food.
They report great starvation and dis-
tress in Santiago. They say the Span-
ish troops are on short rations, and
that all the supplies are being held for
their use.

The sick in the hospitals, the pa-
cificos say, are suffering from lack of
food, and they also report that sev-
enty-seven Spaniards were killed, and
that eighty-nine were wounded, as the
result of the engagement on Friday
last with Cols. Wood and Young's
command.

The most startling information re-
ceived from these paciflcos is that,
iince the advance begun, almost 2,000
Spanish soldiers have arrived at San-
tiago. This statement is made on the
authority of Gen. Lawton, and he Is
also of the opinion that Gen. Pando
may be able to effect a junction with
Gen. Linares at Santiago.

There are two forts of considerable
Importance within the Spanish lines,
Punta Blanca, at the southern end
of the bay, and Santa Urusula at the
southeast corner.

On the road to Caney, on the north,
Is another fort. There are about 450
men in each of these fortifications, and
stretching around the whole city ar#
nine barbed wire fences, fifty yards
apart, while just inside these are lines
of rifle pits.

Outside, to the eastward, about two
miles beyond the American outposts,
is a line of entrenchments extending
from the northern extremity of the city
\u25a0to Morro castle. A little to the west
by south, at a distance of about seven
miles, by Gen. Lawton's headquar-
ters, lies Morro castle. The road to
within a few hundred yards of the bat-
teries at the rear of Morro was recon-
noitered yesterday afternoon by Gen.
Chaffee and several members of his
Etaff.

The Cubans believe that, if the water
supply of the city can be cut off, San-
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tiago will have to yield at once. They
say that Admiral Cervera's fleet, ex-
cept the torpedo boat destroyer Ter-
ror, Is in the harbor.

CERVERA'S GUNS HARMLESS.
Gen. Lawton is inclined to discredit

the report that guns have been taken
from the ships to strengthen the de-
fenses on land. He says it would be
impossible for Admiral Cervera to
reach the position of the army with his
big guns from where the ships lay.

No aggressive move by the Ameri-
cans is anticipated for several days.
The road to the base of supplies must
be greatly improved before the on-
ward movement can be safely made.
At present it takes the quartermas-
ter's department to the utmost to get
provisions and ammunition. Last night
one pack train arrived with supplies
sufficient to last until tonight, and as
this dispatch is being written another
train of ammunition is coming in. An-
other train of ammunition has reached
Gen. Chaffee's brigade, and a battery
of Gatling guns and dynamite guns
attached to the rough riders has been
moved to Gen. Wheeler's command.

There is no high ground in the pres-
ient position where Hotchkiss or Gatling
Iguns could be put in position, but a
jlittle further on is ground where guns
can be mounted, and from which an
effective fire can be directed at the
Spanish intrenchments.

SPANIARDS RETREAT.
There were no alarms last n'lght.

Many of out officers are amazed, as
they had looked for resistance to our
advance. The ground over which they
bave traveled could easily have been
defended, but the Spaniards have
steadily retreated, not even attempting
to harass our flanks as the men mov-
ed on through a natural ambuscading
country.

Apparently Gen. Linares prefers to
place reliance on the defenses of the
city and intends to make "a last ditch
fight" of It.

A few, though only a few, hold to
the theory that he does not propose
fighting at all.

Gen. CaHixto Garcia, with 300 men,
landed yesterday, expect to reach the
front today. The Americans are in ex-
cellent spirits, and there is a remarka-
ble lack of sickness. Thus far the water
supply has been good and there have
been no bad effects from the change,
except for a few cases of dysentery.

There was a brief rain fall last night.
Atnoon today MaJ. OooWdge received

orders to clear the road for the ad-
vance of artillery. A dynamite gun
and a Hotchkiss gun will be placed In
position.

A DARING OFFICER.
Gen. Wheeler, who made a reconnais-

samce for half a mile beyond the skir-
mish lines this morning, finding that
he was unable to secure the desired
view for the luxuriant tropical foliage,
dismounted and climbed a tree. A
major general of the United States
army in the forks of a tree surveying
the outposts of the Spanish army
through his field glass was a spectacle
that gave an example of the wonderful
energy of the dashing ex-Confederate
cavalry leader. This feat in a man of
sixty-two years of age put to blush
many a younger officer in his own staff.

OFFICIAL CASUALTIES.

Gen. Shafter Cables the List of
Killed and Wounded.

WASHINGTON, June 28.—Adjt. Gen.
Corbin tonight receive?T from MaJ.
Gen. Shafter, of the Cuban army of
invasion, a cablegram containing the
official list of the Americans killed in
the battle of La Quasina. The list in
no material points differs from that
given by the Associated Press the day
after the fight. Gen. Shafter's dis-
patch follows:

CLOSING IN ON SPANIARDS

SHAFTER'S PROGRESS PLEASES
THE GOVERNMENT

American Forces Are Within Three
9Ille» of Sniiiiimn, and Have Suf-

ferc-d So I.hskcn Since the Skir-
mish of Friday Lust Reinforce-
ments Being; Harried to Cuba
Dunn' Supplies Being- Cut Off.

WASHINGTON, June 28.—1t was
very late in the day when the first dis-
patch within two days came tcT the
war department from Gen. Shatter,

'
buit the news was regarded as so
good that there was no disposition to
complain. It disclosed a very satis-
factory rate of progress on the part of
Gen. Slhafter towards the town, of
Santiago ilself, and apparently he has.
gained all this ground, and has come
within three miles of Santiago without
suffering any losses since the Moody
skirmish of Friday last. Altogether
the performance Is regarded as very
gratifying to the department here.

As near as can be gathered from the
brief dispatch the American army is
now at the fork in the road, one
branch leads to Santiago and the
other to Morro Castle, at the entrance
to the harbor. Gen. Shafter Is thus
free to move In either direction, ac-
ccrding to the demands of the cam-
paign. With the 1,300 men who rein-
forced him yesterday, on the Tale,
and the additional brigade that will
reach him by tomorrow, It may be
possible to make even more rapid
progress in the advance upon Santi-
ago, as these men can be relied upon
to relieve the main body of troops
from the necessity of keeping open the
line of communication between Shafter
and his base at Baiquiri. Meanwhile
further reinforcements are being pre-
pared and dispatched as rapidly as
the best energies of the department
can direct, and it is believed that sev-
eral thousand men sailed from Tampa
today directly for Santiago.

The department has had in mind the
difficulties of the campaign that are
just developing to the public eye,
such as the use for the first time in
civilized warfare of barbed wire as a
means of defense, and acting upon the
advice of some of our army officers
who were in Cuba while the fighting
was confined to the Spaniards and the
insurgents, a certain number of men
in each regiment have been provided
with wire cutters, and charged with
the duty of cutting down these fences
so as to permit the advance of the
troops.

BARB WIRE WARFARE.

It probafbly willbe necessary to shell
out the force defending this wire
cheveaux de frise before they can be
cut, unless the men in charge Of that
duty are to be unduly exposed to dan-
ger. This will involve a larger use of
field artillery than would be required
in ordinary warfare. The officials hers
have been, forehanded as to these de-
tails, and in fact have provided for the
use of barbed wire by our own forces
having sent about 150 tons of this wire
with Gen. Merritt's expedition.

SHUTTING OFF SUPPLIES.
The lines are being tightened around

Cuba and it will soon be impossible for
even small quantities of food or war
supplies to reach the Spaniards there.
The proclamation issued today extend-
ing the blockade to the south coast and
San Juan, it is believed, will accom-
plish this result. On the south coast
the Isle of Pints will be cut off as a
transfer depot for cattle and for other
supplies coming from Jamaica and
Central America. By closing San Juan
harbor the Spaniards will lose the last
chance of smuggling war supplies to
Cuba and the future operations of the

guranca from Baiquiri, with Col. John
Jacob Astor, Cwt. Stewart Brice and
Lieuts. Milay Ailftii i.i'Jble, and his staff,
at about 2 o'clock this afternoon. He
was met by Gen. Bates, who was su-
perintending IJ^fi landing of commis-
sary supplies in ltin*urf.

Gen. Shafter, in full uniform, and
wearing a straw helmet, was soon
mounted on a large handsome horse
and rode through the town
the scene of the landing operations
and tlhe camps of tlhe troops. He nak-
ed for a moment before the cottage
which serves as headqparters of the
Cuban insurgents and where Generals
Garcia and Castillo paid their respects
to the American commander.

About an hour later, Gen. Shatter*
struck on the road to the front, in
order to consult with Gen. Wheeler
and tlhe division commanders and look
over the field of operations before San-
tiago de Cuba. The general said he
would probably return to the Juragua
headquarters tonight.

Permanent hospital arrangements
are to be provided at Juragua at once.

Some other messages were received
from Gen. Shafter by Adjt.Gen. Cor-
bln tonight, but they contained noth-
ing of interest to the public.

Gen. Shafter, so far as could be
learned, has not disclosed his plans
for the immediate future. He has not
indicated when the battle of Santiago
may occur, but the best informed of-
ficials of the war department do not
expect a general engagement for two
or three days, possibly not as soon as
that.

BLOCKADE EXTENDED.

Spaniards to Be Completely Cut Off
From the Ontalde.

WASHINGTON, June 28.— The president
has issued a proclamation extending the
blockade of Cuba to the southern- coast, frc-m
Cape Frances to Cape Cruz, inclusive, and
also blockading San Juan, Porto Rico. j

There was no further word from theOadlz fleet today, though it is
still known to be lying at
Port Said, under pretense of repairing
one of the torpedo boat destroyers. Thedelay on the part of the Spanish fleethas not stopped the preparations for
sending the Eastern squadron underCommodore Wiatson to the Spanish
shores. The commodore is hastening
with all speed on the Newark to join
the squadron with Sampson off San-
tiago.
It has been known to our govern-

ment for some time past that the Span-
ish government was trying to obtain
possession of the splendid modern
armored cruiser O"Hlggin8.Our agents,however, have watched these negotia-
tions carefully and our government
has been finally satisfied that they have
failed. It is needless to say that the
news was agreeably received here, as
the gravest complications might have
resulted from the sale of a warship by
a neutral power to Spain.

GOV. GENJAtERRITT.
Proclamation. Announcing: His As-

sumption of Power Prepared.
\u25a0SAN FRANCISCO, Jun« 29.—Gen. Wes'.ey

Merritt who will sail from this port at 10:30
o'clock tomorrow and assume his duties as
governor general of the Philippine Islands,
has prepared a proclamation which will be
issued immediately after his arrival at Ma-
nila. He expects to enter that city without
serious resistance, but in case of necessity
Is prepared to use both the naval and mili-
tary forces at his command to take forcible
possession of the place. The proclamation to
be disseminated has been translated Into
Spanish, and many thousand copies, will ba
circulated. Although its contents are as
yet kept secret, its general tenor is known.
It will announce to the people of the Islands
that Gen. Merritt, as the representative of the
United States, has established a provisional
government, and his authority must be re-
spected. At the same time he assures In-
habitants that he comes riot ,to oppress but
to free them. They are granted the fullest
liberty compatible with the preservation of
law and order, and all personal and property
rights are to be respected. :

In an interview tonight Gen. Merritt ex-
pressed his satisfaction with the officers and
men under his command and the most com-
plete confidence In the success of the United
States In the Philippines. He has instruc-
tions from Washington to confer with Ad-
miral Dewey on his arrival at Manila, and the
two commanders are to act in concert in
everything that may be necessary to insure
the occupation of the islands by this jjuvi.ru-

ment.

WADE MAY COMMAND.
Tos Succeed Gen. Brooke at Chleka-

manga Park.
WASHINGTON, June 28.—1t was stated at

the war department that MaJ. Gen. James «F.
Wade, commanding the Third army corps, at
Chlckamauga, will be In charge of all the
men at that place when MaJ. Gen. Brooke
and Wilson proceed to Tampa. This they are
to do wifh the fifteen regiments of truops
which have been designated to be ready to
move at the shortest possible notice. The
probability Is these regiments will not be
sent to Tampa for some days, as their or ginal
orders contemplated that they should not
mave before eight or ten days, there fcelng
no necessity for their presence at the Florida
port before that time.

THE ST. PAUL GLOBE
SITUATION ATMANILAGRAVE

GOV. GEN. AUGUSTI SO INFORMS

MADRID GOVERNMENT

Innurgrent* Are Gaining Recruits
Each Day, and Now Humber
30,000 Armed 'With Rifles and
100,000 With Swords and Other
Weapons— Ausustl's Family Is
Still Held by the Rebels.

MADRID,June 28.-4 p. m.—The gov-

ernment has received the following dis-
patch from Capt. Gen. Augusti, dated
Manila, June 23:

"The situation is still as grave. I

continue to maintain my position In-
side of the line of blockhouses, but the
enemy is increasing in numbers, as
the rebels occupy the provinces, which
are surrendering. Torrents of rain are
inundating the entrenchments, ren-
dering the work of defense difficult.
The number of sick among the troops

is Increasing, making the condition

very distressing, added to the contin-
ued desertions of native soldiers.

"It is estimated the rebels number
30,000 with rifles, and 100,000 with
swords, etc.

"Aguinaldo has summoned me to
surrender, but Ihave treated his pro-
posals with disdain, for Iam resolved
to maintain the sovereignty of Spain
and the honor of the flag to the last
extremity.
"Ihave over 1,000 sick and 200 wound-

ed.
"The city has been invaded by the

suburban Inhabitants, who have aban-
doned their homes, owing to the bar-
barity of the rebels. These Inhabi-
tants comprise a number of sick, ag-
gravating the situation, In view of a
bombardment, which, however, is not
seriously apprehended for the moment.

ONE RAT OF LIGHT.

"The governor of the Vlzayas and
Mindanao islands cables that he has
defeated the insurgents in an engage-
ment, during which Chief Argo, Agui-
naldo's representative, was killed. He
adds that tranquillity now prevails
throughout these islands, and he fur-
ther asserts that the principal chiefs
of the Mindanao group desire to fight
on the side of the Spaniards against
the invaders."

According to other advices, the em-
issaries sent out to seek Gen. Monte's
column of 1,000 men returned, after a
fruitless search.

Capt. Gen. Augustl's family is still
In the hands of the insurgents.

Gen. Pey, with 1,000 soldiers, has sur-
rendered. His soldiers, most of whom
are natives, joined the insurgents.

A majority of the detachments in
the island of Luzon have surrendered,
owing to their lack of food, though
some succeeded In escaping.

Numerous Spaniards, including the
governors of Batanba, Larga and Be-
lucan, have taken refuge at Cavite.

The rebels who are besieging Mani-
la exceed 25,000 men. The city is com-
pletely Isolated, and the arrival of the
Spanish squadron Is anxiously await-

Ed, for the position of Manila Is un-
tenable.

Small rebel craft navigate the bay,
conveying prisoners to Cavite.

DEWEY WARNS GERMANS.
"WillBe Glad to See Them in Manila,
bnt Must Keep Ont of Line of Fire.
LONDON, June 29.—A dispatch" to

the Daily Telegraph from Manila says:

"The report that Germany will not
permit a bombardment is exciting deep
irritation in the American fleet. Ad-
miral Dewey expects to demand a cap-
itulation the Instant reinforcements
arrive. He told Prince Henry of Prus-
sia he would be glad to see the German
officers at Manila, but It would be well
to caution them to keep out of the
American line of fire. Itremains to be
seen whether Germany has really giv-
en such promises as are pretended.

"Two attempts have been made on
the life of Gen. Aguinaldo, in order to
secure the reward placed on his head
by Capt. Gen. Augusti.

"The United States cruiser Boston
has gone to Bolina, to establish there,
so it is said, a base of operations.

"Capt. Gen. Augusti has arranged a
conference of foreign admirals, pre-

sumably for the protection of lives of
non-combatants.

"The situation is now growing un-
bearable. The besieging force gives
us no rest, and the work of the Span-
ish troops on the line of defense is ter-
rible. They are fighting with the pur-
pose of desperation. They have no
nourishment and food, and for days
have been reduced to eating wild ber-
ries and shell fish. Still, with starva-
tion staring them in the face, they hold
their posts and fight with the courage
of their race.

"The population is in a state of ter-
ror. No details have reached here as
to the fate of Capt. Gen. Augusti'a
family. The provincial garrisons have
been starved into surrender. The be-
lief, first entertained, that Germany

would help Spain is growing fainter,
and it Is now feared that she willshare
in the partition of the Philippines.

There are seven German warships in
the bay."

PAVING THE WAY.

LONDON, June 29.—The Berlin cor-
respondent of the DailyNews says:

"The following semi-official note has been
published here apparently with the objzet of
preparing the world for the landing of Ger-
man marines at Manila:"

'As yet no statement has reached here
about the landing of German marines at Ma-
nila, but it is a matter of course that Ad-
miral Yon Diedrichs will interfere as soon as
it may become necessary for the protection of
Germans there. Such a measure wou'.d have
no political significance whatever. Neither
at Washington nor at Madrid have negotia-
tions occurred on thia matter.'

"The assurance that landing of marines
would have no political significance what-
ever Is very nice. The question Is whether
the United States or other powers will share
this view, or whether the other powers will
see in this landing an act of interference com-
pelling them to follow suit."

For the Cruiser Philadelphia.

PHILADEJLPHIA. June 28.—One hundred
and twenty-two sailors and machinists lsft
here today over the Pennsylvania railroad for
San Francisco, where they will join the
cruiser Philadelphia. They are in charge of
Lieutenant Commander Charles H. Stevens.

LONDON, June 28.—The Star print*
a story from a correspondent to tho
effect that a part of Admiral Camara'a
fleet left him at Algeciras, near Gib-
raltar, and Is now on its way to Porto
Rico to Join the equadron of torpedo
boats which Capt. Villa-mil has had
concealed near there for three weeka
past.

The correspondent adds: "This fleet
will attack Admiral Sampson in the
rear, while Cervera attempts a sortie
simultaneously with the commence-
ment of the land battle. Thus Ad-
miral Sampson willbe too preoccupied
to help Gen. Shafter."

CAMARA HAS COAL.

Madrid Professes to Believe He In

in Suez Canal.
MADRID, June 28.—10 a. m.—ThaSpanish officials here assert that there

will be .no difficulty In Admiral Ca-
mara traversing the Suez canal, as
the accompanying- transports, they
add, have all the coal the squadron
requires. It is believed here that theSpanish ships will enter the canal to-

•day.
The Spanish government does r.ct

credit the report that an American
squadron is to visit Spanish waters,
but the ministers say they have taken
all possible precautions; that the ports
are all ready, and that 26,000 men who
have been called to the colors will be
distributed among the principal At-
lantic and Mediterranean ports of
Spain.

IX SLOVEXLY SHAPE.

The Shiny That Compose Admiral
Camara's Fleet.

"Admiral Camara's squadron is in
a most slovenly condition. The bottoms
of most of his ships are foul, and the
