CYCLIST MEETS DEATH VERY

SUDDENLY

Run Over by a Heavy Wagon While
Hurrying HoUne on His Bioycle

From Lake Harriet The Mini

Bridge nelfevcd to Have Been

James Kulscth, a laborer at the Dovey-
De Laittre saw mill, was almost instantly
killed last evening by being run over by a
heavy wood wagon. The accident occurred
in front of a store at 14<X> Second street north.
There was a spark of life remaining when
Kulm:h w.is picked up, but by the time Dr.
King ariiv.-d on the scene life had departed
the bod;\

The unfortunate man was riding his wheel
home to 2710 Washington avenue north. He
had be«n out to Lake Harriet during the
evening. Near Fourteenth street he met Os-
car Aalbu. of 202'J Washington avenue, who
was also wheeling home . The two rede a
ehort distance. Aalbu forg-ed ahead. When
a'.mcst in the middle of the block he almostran into a rig consisting of two tarns of
hcrsea attached to a double load of mill wood.
The Street was pitch dark, and Aalbu says
he was not more than a foot from the wagon
w-heu he noticed it. He gave a quick turn
of the front wheel and threw himself off. He
fell to the ground, but was not hurt, al-
though his machine was demolished.

When this occurred the horses became
frightened. They dashed ahead and the pole
of the wagon struck Kuls;nh,who evidently
hed not ?o^n the wagon. He was trampled
under foot and the big wheels of the henvijv
leaded vehtelo paased over him. His chest
was crushed in and one of his legs was
broken. His face was also cut and bruised.

The horses ran for about a block before
the drivers succeeded in bringing them to a
standstill. Tho horses are owned by C. J.
Nigrg, of ir.l4 Frunklin avenue east, and he.
with his brother, Anton Nigg. were driving.
They were walking alongside their respective
teams, and those who saw the accident n1.".C2
no blame upon them. Thftj- were driving
about in the middle of the rcr-.d.

The dead man was twenty-six years of age
and leaves a brother. He was single.

Aalbu states that they were riding at a
m tderate rate of speed. Kulseth Ju&t pre-
vious had remarked that it was going to
rain. The electric light, which is usually
burning at this place, was net in use at the
time, and the street was very dark. Kul-
s«th's wheel was smashed to pieces beneath
the wagon.

Officer Barry had the body taken into a
nf.ir by store, and procured the names -of the
witnesses. The remains were afterwards ta-
ken to the morgue. An inquest willprobably
be held.

Jamos Lucas, residing at 636 Seventh ave-
nue north, is without doubt the ma© that
Jumped to his death from the steel arch
bridge Sunday evening. The recent troubles
and actions of Mr. Lucas throw circum-
stantial evidences about the e-ise, the doubt
of which could only be removed from the
minds of his wife and friends by the river
giving up some other person.

\u25a0Mr. Lu,cas was during the last two week 3engaK^^in the saloon business, in partner-
ship with Mr.- Messenger, at Washington aye-

\u25a0 nue souih, between Fifth and Sixth aveuues.
The business was opened through the pecu-
niary assistance of friends, but was not a
success. The firm received a proposition to
dispose of its stock and fixtures last week,
and one which Mr. Lucas considered favora-bly. He was also anxious to withdraw from
the business, as the location was not by him
considered highly reputable. He left his
home Saturday morning in the expectation of
completing the conveyance, but on arriving
at his place of business found that his part-
ner was not willing.

Mr. Lucas returned home in the afternoondecidedly despondent. The love between him
and his wife was of an earnest nature, andshe tried to buoy him up. It was then heuttered the words that now so plainly showthat he was contemplating committing sui- !cide. I

"Maggie," he said, "if it wasn't because iyou always cteer me up, instead of dragging
me down, as many a woman might do, I

EDDY BY ACCLAMATION

HOMELIEST MANIN CON6EESS

IS RENOMINATED

Seventh Dltitrlct Republicans Set
Him Before the People Again

Amid Cheers— They Then Calmly

Indorse the Administration of
David M. (limikli The News of
the Northwest.

FERGUS FALLS, Minn., June 28.—
The Seventh district Republican con-
gressional convention was called to or-
der in this city at 11 o'clock today by
E. E. Adams, chairman of the com-
mittee, with about one hundred dele-
gates present, representing every coun-
ty in the district. Senator L. O.
Thorpe, of Kandiiyohi, was chairman,
and Dr. G. S. Wattam, of Marshall,
secretary. There were no contesting
delegates, so the usual committees, ex-
cept on resolutions, were dispensed
with.

S. S. MoKinley, of Becker, made a
motion to nominate Frank M. Eddy
for congress by acclamation, which
carried amid a storm of cheers. Kitt-
e-on county demanded that its vote be
recorded against the motion. Mr.Eddy
was summoned and spoke briefly,
pledging himself to act honestly in be-
half of the district and his constituents.

The resolutions indorse the party
platform of 189S and the administra-
tion, commend the economical and
business-like administration of Dave
Cough, thank our senators and Eddy
for their position on Hawaiian annexa-
tion and say the labors of Congress-
man Eddy have been in the interests
of all classes of Minnesota,

The convention adjourned before 1
o'clock. After lunch the delegates were
given a drive aiound the city.

The organization is one of mu-
tual protection In case of accident, sickness
or death.

The St. Cloud men became dUcatlsfied with
the alleged dilatory method of business pur-
sued by the St. Paul branch, and have con-
cluded to go it alone. They claim that while
the local members kept up their assessments
many of the St. Paul members were in ar-
rears. This has caused dlssatl: faction. Anew organization was perfected in St. Cloud,
independent of all similar assocatlons on thy
Great Northern. It will be known as the
Association of Great Northern Railway Em-
ployes of St. Cloud. It starts with a mem-
bership of 100 and soon expects to have 300.

THRASHED THE TERROR.

Whips Two Spanish Ship*.

Capt. Sigsbee, of Maine Fame,

WASHINGTON, June 28.— The navy
department today posted the follow-
ing bulletin:

"Admiral Sampson reports that the
Yale arrived yesterday and discharged
her troops.

"Capt. Sig'sbee reports that on
Wednesday afternoon, while off San
Juan, Porto Rico, he was attacked by
a Spanish unprotected cruiser and the
Spanish torpedo boat destroyer Terror.
The Terror made a dash which was
awaited by the St. Paul. The St. Paul
hit the Terror three times, killingone
officer and two men and wounding sev-
eral others. The Terror dropped back
under cover of the fortifloa;tions with
difficulty, and was towed into the har-
bcr in a sinking condition, where she
is now being repaired. Later a cruiser
and a gunboat started out, but re-
mained under protection of the forts."

STORY OP A SPY.

A Spanish spy, wfao was captured

by the Cubans on Sunday, repor;s
that the Spaniards in Santiago be-
lieve the Americans suffered heavy
loss during the fighting near Sevilla
on Friday, both in killed and wound-
ed.

The spy also reported that there was
much criticism in Santiago on account
of the fact that the American landing
was not contested at Baiquiri, and he
also says there was talk of an Amer-
ican attempt to flank the Spanish
troops. The spy says tfcere is very
little food in the city of Santiago.

GOMEZ NEXT.

Grand Old Culmn Must Iliive Guns
and ClothiilK.

KEY WEST, Fla.. June 28.—Gen. Julio San-
guilly.and staff, with a guard of cavalry, are
now within a short distance of the Cuban
seat of government, La Esperanza. They

landed at Banes from the first Florida expe-

dition. They were on their way to report to.
President Masso. after which they expected
to Join Gen. Gomez at Las Delicias, in the
district of Remedios, province of Santa Clara.

Gen. Gomez is in urgent need of clothes,
rifles and ammunition. Col. Bernabe Bosea.
Gen. Gomez's chief of staff, who is in Key
West, brought from his commander a list of
supplies needed by his army. He asks for
each of his three brigades 900 infantry rifles,
6CO cavalry rifles, one dynamite gun and 1.500
machetes. These arms. Gen. Gomez says, are
needed for unarmed men. He also asks for I
clothes, shoes, medicine and food.

For thirteen months Gen. Gomez has re-
ceived practically nothing frcm the fllibuster-
in\ expeditions, owing to the difficulty of
landing on the Santa Clara coast as com.
pared with Santiago de Cuba.

ACCUSED OP SPYING.

Porto Hlimi Arrested on a Secret
Service Tip.

NEW YORK, June 28.— Jesus Ascevedo. a
Porto Rican who arrived here yesterday on
the steamer Pretoria from St. Thomas, was
arrested today on suspicion of being a Span-
ish spy. The information leading to hU ar-
rest was furnished to the secret officers by
United States Consul Van Home at St.
Thcmas.

Ascevedo will be kept a pr'so-ner until his
case can be thoroughly investigated.

GERMANS DENY.

Say They Will Hot Interfere at
Manila.

LONDON, June 29.— The Hong Kong
correspondent of the Daily Telegraph,
telegraphing Tuesday, says:
"I have consulted with the German au-

thorities who "declare unanimously and em-
phatically that the reports from Manila of
iGerman interference are impossible. What-
ever the Spanish may have done, the German
admiral has held out no eucb. hopes or prom-
ises."

TREASURER CLARK INFORMS
AGENTS ABOUT STAMPS

Northern Pacific Express Colinpany

Throws Ihe Expense on Shippers

of Express and I'reinM Great
Western Will Spend Over a Mill-
ion Dollars In Improvements
During- the Present Year.

The new war revenue stamps are
causing express officials much worry
and they are trying to straighten out
the tangle in which the question seems
to be involved.

One of the first to solve the riddle to
his own satisfaction ls( Treasurer C. A.
Clark, of the Northerii Pacific Express
company, who has issued a circular of
instructions to the company's £fri-ployes regarding the stamps.

Mr. Clark holds that the shipper and
not the company Is obliged to pay the
revenue tax and Ms circular is framed
with that idea. The question will un-
doubtedly be taken before the internal
revenue department for final adjudica-
tion, but in the meantime the company
will lns'ist that the shipper shall pay
the extra tax.

The circular, which was Issued yes-
terday, says:

To each money order issued payable In the
I'nited States must be attached a two (2)
cent stamp. If payable in foreign countries
Ifdrawn singly, four (4) cents for each huu-dred dollars or fraction thereof; if drawn
in sets of two or more, each order in the sH
should be stamped two (2) cents for each
hundred dollars or fraotion thereof, this
make 3a minimum charge on foreign orders
sold of four (4) cents, for any amount cf
one hundred dollars ox under, ever that
amount, two (2) cents for each additional or-
der. The cost of stamp placed upon eachmoney order must be added to cost of themoney ord<>r and charged to party buying
same. Money orders issued in Canada orany other foreign country which are to b?paid in the United States msut have afflxda two-cent stamp put on by party r.c-lving
the money before being paid by this com-
pany's agents.

A receipt must be given for each shipment
to be forwarded by express, and to each re-ceipt, if destined to any point in the UnitedStates, a one-cent stamp must be attached
by the shipper and cancelled by employe
who signs the receipt: ifdestined to any pint
outside the United States, a stamp of t.n
cents is required. If receipts are issued in
duplicate, each receipt *nust b?ar a stamp.

All receipts for any "ghi^mfnt, D. H., mist
have a one-cent stamp' attached to same, ;:nd

the law requires a receipt to be issued for
each and every shipment.

All transportation bonds of every character
issued for shipment 1from foreign countries
in transit through the Unitfd Statrs, or to
any bonded port within the United. States, a
stamp of fifty (50) cents is required.

GREAT WESTERN WORK.

Contracts Are Let for Improvements

of Various Kinds.
The Chicago Great Western has awarded

a number of contracts for imporvements on
the system, aggregating $1,250,000. Its earn-
ings have shown a steady and material in-
crease and the directors decided to over-
haul the entire system tomeet the demands of
Increased shipping.

St. Paul contractors share in the awards
for improvements, and artisans and lab;rer3
of this city will be given employment in
large numbers.

A large portion of this road ted wt'l be*
ballasted with gravel and broken stone during
the summer, entailing an outlay of ?10),0*00.
This work will be chisfly done in the state
of Missouri. The company has had construct-
ed for this work special ballast car? at a
cost of $45,000.

New shops will be constructed at Oewe'ln,
costing $250,C00, by Hoff Bros., of Minne-
apolis. The floor area will be 180,000 square
feet. Three additional miles of sile track will
be put In.

William. Stcd^ard, of St. Paul, has teen
awarded the contract for fillingup the trjstle
at Kenyon. Minn., and changing the grade
of four miles of main track south of the
trestle. This willcost $20,000.

At Hayfleld, the depot grounds will be re-
arranged and one and one-half miles of ad-
ditional side track put in, the work co:ting
about $12,000.

Another improvement will be he firing up
of about three miles of wooden pile bridges
and trestles at an expenditure of $300, 0C0.
Stone arch culverts will be put in and em-
bankments of earth built up. This is designed
to be me means of making the track faster.

On the Chicago division of the system
twenty-seven miles of the main track w.U te
laid with new seventp-five-pound steel rails.
From Dcs Moines northward thirteen miles
of main track will be laid with seventy-flve-
pound sixty-foot rails, with the patent Weberjoint.
