CHICAGO, June 29.—Persistent and numer-
ous bad crop reports started shorts to cover
in battalions today, and the best rally In
wheat since the Leiter collapse took place.
July closed ll^c higher, and September gained

Corn advanced %@lc and oats, l'/sC.
In provisions perk left off unchanged, lard

lower and ribs 2'j.c higher.
Wheat started strong on the whollyunex-

pected advance at Liverpool. Crop damage
reports continued to pour in, and the result
was that shorts began to show a good deal
of concern and started to cover, the demand
giving an upward turn to prices. The market
remained firm, but without much animation
till after the middle of the session, when
the mere firmness was changed into exceeding
strength. The crop damage reports were too
persistent and general to be doubted any
longer, and the covering of short wheat,
which had in the forenoon been conducted
with much care and unobtrusiveness, became
too universal for the business to retain its
early unaemonstrative character.

An hour from the close trading becameheavy and somewhat excited at odd moments
and the price rose rapidly and materially,
September reaching 6i)e, a gain of 2%c, andJuly advanced 2V&e, selling at 73%c. After
this improvement there was enough of sell-ing of long stuff and selling for the short
account to cause a slight reaction.

Chicago received only two cars of wheat
and Minneapolis and Duluth reported 32
cars, whereas the similar day last year they

On the Eastern division an increase in the
acreage of rye and oats is from 10 to 5"1
per cent, while ln one or two localities lt
reaches 120 per cent. Prospects for all crops
are represented as about 50 per C3iit ba ter
than at this time last year. Hye es,>r-
cially will be a heavy crop. Both corn and
cats are doing well, and there is promise of
an abundant yield. A considerably larger
area has been planted to corn this yiar Uaan
last. The plant is backward In Eom

• local-
ities, but in a healthy candi.ion. The hay
crop is likewise heavy in nearly every sec-
tion of the territory included in the division.
The winter crop of rye is about 20 per cent
increase, and the harvest for this cereal will
begin about July 10. Crops generally, with
the possible exception of corn, are about two
weeks ahead of those of last year.

The Northern division reports a general in-
crease of acreage for all kinds of grain of
about one-third. There is also' a mucn laiger
acreage of potatoes. In many localities "he
prospects are that the crops will bs the
largest ever known. There is an increase
ol about 20 per cent in the acreage ot" wheal.
The corn is about the same as last year,
and condition very promising. Flax se:d crop
about equal to that of 1897.

The Elmore line gives promise of hea'. y
crops of all kinds, and an Increased acreage
in everything is reported.

On the Nebraska division the increase in
Wheat acreage Is from 10 to 30 p:r cent, but
in some localities as high as 90 per cent is

reported. Corn is backward, but making

good progress. In this crop the increased
area is given for some localities as 120 per
cent.
