WASHINGTON, June 30.—In answer
to numerous inquiries on the subject
the commissioner on internal revenue
today stated that postage stamps
could not be .used in place of revenue
stamps, except such as had been im-
printed by the goverament with the
ietters “I. R.” If the ordinary postage
stamps, not =o imprinted, were used
for interral revenue purposes, the
documents or articles to which they
were applied would be regarded as un-
stamped and treated accordingly. At-
tention is also called to the fact that
imprinted stamps cannot be used in
payment of postage.

KILLED THEM ALL.

How Russian Disposed of Turkestan
Rebels by Bullet and Rope.
ST. PETERSBURG, June 30.—Chlef
Mohammed Al Khalif and five other
ringleaders of the attack recently
made by natives on a . Russian post,
garrisoned by 500 infantry, at the town
of Addijan, provihce ‘‘'of Forghana,
Turkestan, when twenty of the’ sol-
diers were killed, and cighteen others
were wounded, have ;been publicly

hanged. vyood

Chief Ishkan had summoned his fol-
lowers to take part in''a holy war,
and the attack was made on the Rus-
sian garrison, at the town of Addijan.
After a temporary defeat, the soldiers
rallied and succeeded —in dispersing
their assailants, killing all of them and
capturing 'the ringldadefs. An impe-
rial decree was subsequently issued in
connectlion with the outbreak, depriv-
ing the governor qf F?rghana of his
office for allowing''the' insurgent up-
rising to take place in his province.

AGUINALDO’S EDICT.

Warns His Followers Against In-
dulging in Barkarie Excesses.

VANCOUVER, B. C., June 30.—Correspond-
ence from Manila, which arrived on board the
steamer Empress of China, includes the fol-
lowing:

The following is the text of a proclamation
issued by Aguinaldo:

Filiponos—The great North American nation
the repository of true liberty and, therefore,
the friend of freedom for our nation oppressed
and subjugated by the tyranny and despot-
ism of its rulers, has come to afford to its
inhabitants a protection, undoubtedly disin-
terested, regarding our unfortunate country
as possessing sufficient civilization and apti-
tude for self-government and in order to
justify this high opinion formed of us by
the great American nation we ought to repro-
bate all such acts as may derogate from that
conception, such as pillage, robbery and every
class of outrage against persons and property.

In order to avoid conflicts during the peried
of our campaign, [ order as follows:

Article 1—The lives and property of all
foreigners shall be respected, including in
this determination Chinese and all Spanish
tradesmen who have not directly or indi-
rectly contributed to the bearing of arms
against us.

Aritcle 2—Equally shall be respected those
of the enemy as shall lay down their arms.

Article 3—Medical establishments and am-
bulances shall be respected and persons and
effects attached thereto unless they display
hostility.

Article 4—Persons disobeyving these pre-
ceding articles shall be summarily tried and
executed, If their disobedience Icads to as-
sassination, incendiarism, robbery or rape.

RAILROAD BUILDING.

A Banner Year in the Way of Con-
struction.

CHICAGO, June 30.—The Railway Age wiil
say tomorrow: ‘‘The actual amount of new
track laid In 1898 up to date Is 1,181.60 miles.
‘This is more than has been lald in the first
six months of any year since 1892. In 1892,
the last year of prosperity before the panie,
the construction up to June 30 was 1,367
miles. Slightly more than half the new track
has been laid west of the Mississippi river. Of
the remainder laid east of the Missizsippi, 158
miles only are north of the Ohio river, and
857 miles south of the same line.

Eight states show over sixty miles, viz:
Alabama, 140; Missouri, 81; Arkansas, 78;
Loulsiana, 78; California, 74; New Mexico,
72; North Carolina, 69; Oklahoma, 60. The
total spent in new construction this year will
probably reach $60,000,000, and certzinly not
less th'u.n 80 per cent, or $48,000,000 will go to
labor.”

ORDER AT OSHKOSH.

MeMilien Factory Running and Mil.
itin Ovdered Away.

OSHKOSH, Wis., June 30.—Under advice of
Col. Seymour Hollister, the governor has or-
dered the withdrawal of the rest of the mili-
tia here—one company of cavalry and the bat-
tery. Both will leave for Milwaukee this
afternoon, and the battery will go from there
to Ceémp Douglas, where the state miiitia is
being assembled by Brig. Gen. Boardman, A
stand of twenty-five rifles wiil be lelt here,
and a local company of picked deputy sh:riffs
organized to remain on guard at the mils,
although no more trouble is anticipated. If
everything remains quiet after the militia
goes, most of the 300 deputy sheriffs will b2
discharged tonight. McMillen’s factory s
running with a full force, and the other six
manufacturers announce they have agreed on
a programme, but refuse to announce .their
plan as yet. It is supposed to be based on
small wage concessions to the strikers. It is
expected that the strike will be called off
before next week,

VEXATIOUS DELAY.

Transprts Bearing Reinforcements
for Shafter Slow (o Depart,

WASHINGTON, June 30.—Contrary
to the expectations of the war depart-
ment officials there seems to have
been some delay at Tampa in dis-
patching the transports from there
with reinforcements for Gen. Shafter.
The officials yesterday felt sure that
at least some of the vessels would
drop down to Key West yesterday,
but the reports received today do not
bear out this hope. The advices which
ccme to the department are not ab-
solutely clear in their meaning as to
just when the transports will depart,
although some of them, according to
these dispatches, will surely get off
today. The Hudson, one of the trans-
ports, with a large number of recruits,
numbering in all 950 infantrymen, to-
gether with five officers, pulled out of
Port Tampa Into the bay last night.
The First Illinois regiment of infan-
try is loading its property on the Gate
City and City of Macon, but the regi-
ment was expected to go aboard this
morning, at which time the Hudson,
Gate City and City of Macon would
leave for Key West. There was not
room aboard of the ships for cavairy
recruits for some of the regiments in
Santiago, which had been assembled
at Tampa.

Three of the transports at Tampa are
to take artiilery, of which there are
six light and heavy batteries. Some
difficulty has been experienced by the
department in dealing with the lEng-
lish crews of the Unionist and Special-
ist, and the temper displayed by them
has delayed the loading of the guns on
these vessels. However, this work is
now rearly done, and the horses ara
to be put on the vessels today. "~

A number of ariillerymen are to go
to Santiago on the Comanche, although
the dispatches do not indicate just how
many will be sent, These three latter
vessels are expected to leave Tampa
tonight.
