IMPORTANT .RULING IN THE
STOCKHOLM-OLSEN CASE

Demurrer of the Defense Setting Up
the Plea That Such Bonds Are
Only for Indemnity Overruled by
Judge D. Simpson, Who Haolds
That Bondsmen Are Liable to the
City—Minneapolis News.

Judge Simpson has reach:d a declston
in the case of the city of Minneapolis
against Alfred Olsen, and overrules the
demurrer argued by Henry Gjertsen for
the defense,

The action in question was brought
by the city against the bondsmen of
Stockholm Olsen, who was found
guilty of running his saloon Sunday,
and was fined $50 and cests. The city
sought to recover $2,000 from the bonds-
men, for wnich amount they were on

his bond, because he had failed to
cperate a preper place.
The démurrer was breught by Mr.

Gjertsen on behalf of the defense, the
claim beirzg that the bond given in
saloon cases was only an indemnity
bond, azd that not being a penal bond,
only the $50 fine could. be collected if
not paid, and as it had been paid, the
bondsmen were not lialle., They were
quite cortain in the stand taken, and
ithe decision of Judge Simpson is quite
an important cne.

The court holds that bonds given by
for saloonkeepers are penal
bongds on their face, and that they are
collectable by the city as such. The
bond is given in a certain
guaranteeing the good character of a
saloen busin

tlie bondsmen by the city. This will
cause considerable anxiety among the
many people who have gcne on saloon
bonds, under the impression that they
were not liable for anything in par-
ticular. The decision shows that they
a&re liable for the full amount of the
bond if the place they stand sponsor
for fails to be run ac ing to law.

They adopted it
from foreign officers, who, when visiting in
this country, honored our national alrs by
rising, and the compliment was returned
when their national airs were played. From
the army the custom spread to the theaters,
and is now generally observed.

Col. Clous further said that officlal recogni-
tion had been given to ‘““America’ and “The
Star Spangled Banner,” as may be seen f:om
the following communication:
