The Proof of the Pudding.
The Republican convention pointed

with pride on Thursday to the "wise
revenue legislation" of ita party in
congress. iand tossed the old lady sev-
eral bunches of flowers in appreciation
of her administrative ability. Yester-
day the business of the country was
in a turmoil because one branch of this
"wise revenue legislation" went into
operation. Could the crowds that
thronged the internal revenue office in
search for the stamps to affix to their
documents in order to render transac-
tions lc-g-al and avoid the penalty im-
posed—getting- from the deputies re-
fusals because that office had received
but a fraction of the stamps requisi-
tioned

—
could these crowds have be.^n

polled on the subject of that lauded
wisdom, we apprehend that the poll
would not have tfaown a oonfirzOßtton
Of the platform.

Not one-one hundredth part of the
stamps called for to transact business
in conformity with the iaw was availa-
ble on the day the law went into ef-
fect. It surely shows a capacity for
blundering that warrants the applica-
tion to it of the criticism of the Demo-
cratic administration in the Republi-
can platform. To enact a law requir-
ing the application of adhesive stamps

to bo many articlt s, to lay heavy pen-
alties on those failing to affix the
stamps, to fix definitely the day when
the law should take effect and not to
provide against that day an adequate
supply of stamps is a piece of legisla-
tive and administrative boggling that
has never been equaled by any party
charged with administering public af-
fairs. Coming as it did so quickly on
the heels of the profuse laudations of
that party by itself, it miakes a more
forcible comment than words can be
phrased to make.

The Case of the Mechanic Arts.
Mr. Corning made it clear, at the

meeting in 'the Commercial club rooms
last night, that there is more involved
than the Mechanic Arts school, and
that the proposition for consolidation
is but a part of a plan to increase tha
seating capacity of som>> of >the graded

schools. It will release the Maxfleld
school of the space now used by the
training school and relieve the over-
crowded schools in that section, while,
by bringing the training school into the
city's cen'.er, the assignment of cadets
to substitute work will be facilitated.
Itis, he said, a condition, not a theory,
that confronted 1 the board, a problem
of doing as much as possible with th9
restricted means. The board seems to
accept the condition as invincible when,
it is merely a matter of increasing the
school revenue by increasing irhe val-
uation of personal property, if realty
is insufficiently high. But that is an*
ether matter.

Mr. Birr.ard Zimmermann explained
that, in furtherance of the general ar-
rangements, It was proposed to consoli-
date the academic work of the Me-
chanic Arts school with the Central
high school and open in the Hallowell
building a school devoted solely to
manual instruction. Ninety-five per
cont of the children of the grades never
get to the high school, and less than
twenty-five of those who do get there
Btay to graduate. The object was to
get manual instruction accessible to the
greatest number, he said; to the boy
whose father ate garlic and bread
ciusts, borrowing a comparison made
by another speaker. Were Mr. Zim-
mormann in politics

—
a supposition not

to be entertained of any member of the
board of edueailcin— we should suspect
that he was playing to the galleries In
this statement of intention. For man-
ual Instruction can only be brought to
the boy of the man who eats garlic, or
to the 95 per cent who do noa reach
tho high school, by carrying that In-
struction down into each grade school
in the city. We do not understand
thnt it is the purpose of the board to
do that, or to make manual training a
compulsory course in the Central high
school, but assume that it will be an
optional course. If that Is to be the
situation, the proposed consolidation
will have no effect in extending the
instruction, because now only those who
Wish it go to the Mechanic Arts, and
only the same would go to the Hallo-
\u25a0wtll building.

Aside from the gain Inspace Inother
schools, the consolidation could hardly
effect the economy expected. Four
teachers will be dispensed with, saving
\u25a0vJ.fOO in salaries. It will cost, aside
from the rent of the Hallcwell building,
a sum estimated at $5,000 to make tha
transfer, install the Mechanic Arts ma-
chanical plant there, a;nd put the build-
inar in condition for occupancy as a
school. As no ether gain is made than
the salarie3 saved, and as the cost of
moving will largely exceed that, the
economy of the movement Is not per-
ceivable. Had consolidation never been
tiled, there is a p'aus:bility in1h.3 prop-
osition that makes it look feasible;
but, as Prof. Weitbrecht showed, the
two schools had made the experiment
of consolidation, and the board, after
four years' trial, separated them. The
plan was not feasible inpractice. That
it will not be Iftried again is the opin-
ion of these best qualified to judge.
We believe that the board, if it will,
can arrange to obviate the need of it,
and nothing it may do will meet with
a wider popular approval than that.

TVllllam O. Erickson, a prominent
contractor of this city for the last
eighteen years, died very suddenly
last evening at his home, 202 Ea3t
Thirteenth street.

ARE READY TO FIGHT BACK

RAMSEY COUNTY VAIr SA2JT
MEN SAY THEY'RE GAME

That They Win Make Things So Un-
comfortable for Col. Thompson
That He Win Be Glad to Qnlfc—
Wiiiumi «„„„,, Contributed to

Its Son's Defeat by Falling to In-
dorse Senator Davis.

"IfThompson attacks us we willhold
a meeting of the men who are sup-
posed to be under the ban and make
things so uncomfortable for him that
he'll be glad enough to quit.

That was the comment made by a
member of the Van Sant end of the
Ramsey county delegation when the
reported remark of George Thompson
that "there will be a lot of cheap poli-
ticians looking for Republican nomi-
nations in the fall, and I'llmake it my
business to see about them."
It has been frequently said that the

Republican party hereabout thrives on
dissensions, and if there is anything of
truth in the statement then the party
will thrive to no end this fall, for it is
properly torn up. W. J. Donahovver
and C. A. Sharood are about as forapart on all questions as they can well
be, and the "solid Fourth" will have
trouble with the "solid First" at the
first opportunity, and both crowds are
willing to seek the opportunity. That
they did not come to blows in the con-
vention was probably due to the fact
that the First Is not looking for a fight
of that kindThe oteh crowd would have
mixed up in a second if there had been
a chance after the pollof the conven-
tion for then they understood why it
was that they had no chance to do
any business.

Of course the Van Sant crowd feel
that Mr. Thompson is not so omnipo-
tent as he thinks when they consider
the appointment of Griggs to an as-
sistant place In the corporation coun-
sel's office. Griggs was the very heart
ofc the canti-Thompson cpush.c andc
the appolntmento was given him In
the very midst of the fight. The crowd
gave It out yesterday, when Griggs
had been installed, that the event
about showed th c strength of Mr.
Thompson.

A politician of experience has an Idea
that it was not the dissatisfaction in
Ramsey that was responsible for the
defeat of Van Sant. "Senator Davis
and his indorsement cut as much fig-
ure in this campaign as anything that
Iknow," he said. "The Davis support
was not heartily with Van Sant, be-
cause the county convention at Wi-
nona neglected to toss any bouquets
at Mr. Davis. It was one of the few
counties in terested in a candidate for
the state ticket that overlooked the op-
portunity to indorse the senator.

that Davis' friends didn's forget the
fact. You may depend on it that this
omission by Van Sant's home county
cut a good deal of figure in the out-
come."

Last night there wais scarcely a half
dozen from the country left in town.
They got out during the day and the
hotels were comparatively deserted.
Van Sant went home yesterday morn-
ing. He professed no* to be put out
over the result of the campaign for
the nomination, but he was, in fact,
heartbroken. He has been running for
governor ever since he got Into state
politics. That office has been his goal
and the oonven'tlon of Thursday settled
the question forever. He will never be
the nominee for governor of this state,
and he knows It. He put everything ob
the die that was cast in the conven-
tion and it Is not even likely that he
could be elected for anything in his
own county now. There was too much
bitterness engendered in the fight that
has been going on all the year. He
has been campaigning 1 ever since
Clough was elevated to the governor-
ship, ard this year the opportunity of
his life came.

He would not admit after the con-
vention that he was out of politics, t>ut
he thought that he would do a good
deal of traveling out of the sifcate dur-
ing the next few yeiaxs. The campaign
has cost Van Sant a good deal of
money, but he ia a rich man.

The silence of the Republican state
platform on those subjects In which
the people of the state having a living
interest caused a good deal of com-
ment among those politicians who do
not subscribe to the general Repub-
lican belief that platforms are made
to run on only and who beilieve that
party declarations should have some
meaning.

The Glo b c' b expose of the abso-
lute silence that had been preserved
by the Republicans on those questions
which are conceded to be vital to the
welfare of the state, attracted very
general attention.

STATE ASSOCIATION OK THE DEAF
MET YESTERDAY

Welcomes the DeleKUtlon.

The sixth biennial gathering ol the
Minnesota Association of the Deaf
opened last evtning in tha house of rep-
resentatives of the capitol.

Archbishop Ireland, Mayor Kiefer
and several others addressed the con-
vention, and a beautifully executed
painting of Supt. J. L. Noyes, founder
of the -work among the deaf In Minne-
sota, was unveiled by Mrs. Charles
Thompson, of St. Paul.

?a!.; Mrs. Fannie Kells, Minneapolis;
Mr. Hanson, Faribault; A. R. Spear,
St. Paul; O. Hanson, Faribault; Prof.

The convention was opened withprayer by Archbishop Ireland, after
which Mayor Kiefer welcomed the visi-
tors to St. Paul on benalf of the citl-
:-ens, and congratulated the convention
upon the large number present and the
growth of the organization.

Arehbi6hop Ireland next delivered a
masterly address, interpreted, as was
Mayor Kiefer's, by Superintendent
Tate, of the Faribault institution, who
took a position Just to the left of the
speakers and went through the neces-
sary parttomlne to convey the speaker's
words to the audience.

Archbishop Ireland said in part: It
affords me groat pleasure to speak be-
fore your convention this evening. Youare through your progress doing honor
to yourselves and to your schools.
Your fellow men with whom you aa-
sooiaite should assist you in the every-
day affairs of life, as we are all of one
great family, under one supreme
Father, and should strive to assist one
another in life's journey. We are not
created within ourselves, but to be of
mutual benefit to our fellow men. Some
men are selfish enough to seek only
employes who can accomplish, their
work with the greatest rapidity, and
when it comes to employing the deuf
or the blind they reason that they
oan't afford to employ that kind .if
labor. But Iam happy to cay this spirit
is fast disappearing, and aman does not
hesitate to employ a deaf mute to any
kind of labor ifhe Is a master of h!s
trade.

•'Every citizen la under a special ob-
ligation imposed by the Great Father
to assist those who experience any dif-
ficulty in getting along. This is Chris-
tianity. Some of our citizens are lack-
Ing In this spirit, but most of our peo-
ple are animated to lend a helping
hand where it is needed. But success
depends whollyupon your virtues, amd
you have made them such that your
fellow citizens cannot but admire and
respect you.

"At times you may have difficulty in
getting along, but there is comfort in
the thought that there ta one powerful
and willingand who never forgets His
children.

"

Prof. Sherlden then delivered an ad-
dress, presenting the Faribault school
with the portrait of Prof. Noyea, the
veteran educator. Mrs. Chas. Thomp-
son, wife of the painter, then unveiled
the masterpiece amid a burst of ap-
plause.

The president's address was next de-
livered by A.R. Spear, of St. Paul, who
called attention to the magnificent
work done by Prof. Noyes among the
deaf mutes, and of the marvelous re-
sults attending his work. The asso-
ciation organized over twelve years
ago in Faribault, did not at first give
promise of the future which had be-
come assured, but it had been a grad-
ual yet steady movement of advance-
ment.

He referred to the bitter fight con-
ducted in the legislature last winterover the day school law for the deaf.
He urged the convention to take hold
of the matter at its session today. He
also urged remedy for the defect in
the statutes which classifies the deaf
with the associated charities and de-
fectives.

He said that It was sometimes diffi-
cult to persuade the business man that
the deaf were efficient workers anil
tradesmen, and that the public must
be gradually educated up to a better
understanding of their condition. Ho
suggested* that the state convention
unite with the National association in
order to secure uniform legislation and
broader results.

Bishop James Gkslrick, of Duiuth,
next spoke in a happy strain, and as-
sured 'them of the assistance of the
Catholic clergy whenever It could be
of help to them.

A committee on enrollment was ap-
pointed consisting of Delegates
Schroeder, Smith, Bowen, Hodgeman
and Brant.

The convention will discuss matters
at its session today of general inter-
est, and will attend church tomorrow
at the First Baptist church, where
addresses willbe delivered by Rev. J.
H. Loed and Rev. F. H. Stillwell. The
convention will take an excursion on
the steamer Henrietta on the Fourth,
and conclude its deliberations with a
brief session on Monday.

TO MINNEAPOLIS VIA COMO
NEW INTERURBAN RAILWAY

WAS OPENED YESTERDAY

First Cor Made the Trip From the

Ryan Hotel, St. Paul, to the \ ii-«»i-

--let House, Minneapolis, In Forty-

One Mlnntes The New Route Is

a Very Picturesque One
——

New
Wiilllhb Station at Coino.

The new Como lnterurban Una was
opened yesterday afternoon. There
were no formad exercises. President
Lowry, Vice President C. G. Good-
rich, General Superintendent W. J.
Hleld and a party of twenty odd start-
ed from Minneapolis in a -special car
at 2:30 and proceeded to Como park.

At about the same hour a special
car in charge of Supt. Smith left the
Ryan hotel with a party from the St.
Paul Commercial club on board.

Arrivingat Como park the St. Paul-
ltea Inspected the new waiting station,
which will be completed within a day
or bo, and then rode around the Como
park loop until the delegation from
Minneapolis reached the park.

Ten minutes were spent in exchang-
ing greetings and congratulating the
street railway officials on the enter-
prise displayed in the opening of the
new line, and then the delegations
boarded the two oars and resumed
the trip.

The Minneapolis party went to St.
Paul, and the St. Paul delegation to
Minneapolis. Leaving Como part sta-
tion the line skirts the south end of
the park and then passes directly
\u25a0through it and on Lang-ford avenue to
the fair grounds. From this point until
the old county road is reached Lang-
ford avenue is followed. The line
passes within a short distance of the
experimental station, through St. An-
thony Park and then on the county
road until it reaches and connects
with the line in Minneapolis known as
the Como and Kenwood.

The scenery along the line from the
time Como park la reached until the
car strikes Central avenue In Minne-
apolis is particularly pleasing.
Through Como park the ride la more
than pleasing, and the view after leav-
ing the fair grounds Is superb. From
the elevation Just west of the fair
grounds a good view of the larger
buildings In Minneapolis Is obtained.
Passing through St. Anthony Park a
glimpse Is given the p-assengers of
the experimental station, and the line
as it winds along the old county road
runs through a delightful rural scene.

Entering Minneapolis the line runs
on Como and Fifteenth avenues and
Fourth street southeast, and passes
within a stone's throw of the state
universdty. The streets on which the
line is operated in East Minneapolis
are residence ones, and this adds
much to the pleasure of the route.

The St. Paul party did not return
over the- new line, but came back via
University avenue. The St. Paul dele-

The car containing the St. Paul dele-
gation reached the park in thirteen
minutes after leaving the Ryan hotel,

and the time from the park to Wash-
ington and Hennepln avenue was
twenty-eight minutes.

Thlis miade the time from the Ryan
to Washington and He-nnepln avenues
forty-one minutes. The regular service
will,however, be a trifle longer, It be-
ing contemplated to make the run from
the Ryan to the West hotel in fifty
minutes.

The new line is double tracked with
heavy steel rails and barring1 the piece
on Rice street between University and
Como avenues. Is in excellent shape.
The cars willbe operated from the sta-
tion at Central avenue and Fourth
street, Minneapolis, and will make
round trips between Lake Harriet and
St. Paul. The time schedule for the
round trip from the Ryan to Harriet
and return Is three hours and twenty
minutes.

The amount of paitronage the new
line will receive Is something of a
problem, but it is conceded that it will
be of great benefit to the residents of
St. Anthony park, ac it will give more
direct communication with St. Paul
and shorten the time.

The five cent fare limit has been
placed at Raymond avenue, which
practically takes in all of Sit. Anthony
park.

The officials of the Btrent railway
company figure that with musical and
other attractions at Como park and
none at Lake Harriet the Minneapolis
people will be quick to take advantage

of the privileges and attractions made
possible by the opening of the new
line.

Shortly after the car containing Pres-
ident Ix>wry and party left Minneapolis
regular oars with a fifteen-minute
service were put on and travel on the
new Hne was commenced..

The new waiting-station at Como park
will be practically completed today. It
is 92 by 52 feot. floored with white oak.
and is a handsome artd commodious
structure. Tn the centeT a space 20 by
GO feet will be fitted up with eliding:
glass sash, so that In case of a storm
shelter can be afforded passengers.
