AfW't* the showers came the sun-
shine, and after the unsatisfactory
exhlbrtion given Friday last, the St.
Paul base ball club turned out at Lex-
ington park yesterday as pretty a
game of base ball as could be asked.

"With Denzer in the box, the Minne-
epoliians were barely able to score
once, the locals playing an errorless
fielding game and taking advantage of
every point gained with a seeming dls-
positiein to turn to the best uses every
available rese>urce.

Due perhaps to the fact that the
double holiday had taken many peo-
ple from the cities to the lakes to
spend the resting period, tUe crowd
\u25a0was not as large as is usually the
cof-e at a Sunday game between the
Twins. However, nearly 3,000 people
found their way to the park, and they
had little reason to find fault with the
game, even though they came from
Minneapolis, for the Millers time and
time again went at the fight with the
utmost gallantry, only to be met by
failure to break into the run column.

Denzer opened auspiciously by strik-
ing out Rice, but Letcher lined a sin-
gle safely over Glenalvin, and Cam-
pau sent Miller a fly. Handsome Dan
Lally made his first appearance here
this year only for a grounder to Glen-
alvin.

Manager Schmelz put in the box a
young man named Wright, whom
Loftus, of Columbus, touted as a find
only second to the philosopher's stone,
which, too, had never been found and
•would be drafted by the big league if
it ever was. Wright has his elements
of strength, but he did not know just
how to go at Burke. Eddie tried to
•walk on the claim that a high one
grazed his ear, but Umpire Mannas-
sau seemed to think that Eddie was
more scared than hurt and made him
wait for four balls. Then the sprint-
ing outfielder stole second, and went
to third on Miller's grounder to Rice.
Glenalvin bunted to Wright, who
tried to catch Burke at the plate but
threw badly. Burke scored and the
others advanced proportionately.
Glasscock flew out to Rice. Geier hit
a short fly to Lally's garden safe and
stole second. Dixon made a swing as
though to throw to second, but then
changed his mind, and tried to catch
Glenalvin napping at third. The ball
went wild.

Glenalvin scored, and Geier went to
third when Dally fumbled the ball In
the field. Shugart was thrown out by
Price, but the locals had scored a pair.

After Glenalvin threw Carey out,
Smith lined a nice hit over Shusart's
head, and stole second. Reilly's
grounder to Glasscock helped one basemore, but the second baseman was
stranded at third when Dixon's foul
was pocketed by Spies.

The St. Paul half of the second
opened with the perforation of Gillen's
spinal column by a pitched ball. The
accident did not result fatally, how-
ever. Smith's fumble gave Spies first
in safety also. Denzer sacrificed with
a pretty bunt to Reilly, who had to run
well in. Burke put a pop-up bo the
same corner of the diamond, but Mil-
ler lined out a clean drive with two
on the bases and two out, and drove
In the second pair of runs. Doggie
stole second, but Glenalvin was thrown
out by Smith.

Shugart threw out Wright, but Rice
put a lin-) fly into center field. Gillen
caught Letcher's foul, but Campau
drove a three-bagger well back of Mil-
ler and Rice scored. Lally flew out to
Miller, and that was the visitors' only
run.

Bt Paul laid off In the third, Geier'-!
base on balls, and another steal,
".hanks to Rice's carelessness in not
touching him, being the only achieve-
ments which could be considered as
positive.

Two pop-tips and a little grounder to
Denzer comprised Minneapolis' fourth,
and a pair of ground balls to the In-
field, with Denzer's fly to Lally,made
St. Paul's half scarcely longer. GillenN
catch under Reilly's foul was particu-
larly meritorious.

Marksmen at New York Only a
Few Men Entered the "West.

NEW YORK, July Z.—The second
tournament of thelschvi|itzenfest of tha
National Sharpshooters'i association be-
gan today at Glendale Park, Long isl-
and, and will be oontd*piued dally until
Monday, July 11.

'
Three ycairs ago the -association held

Its initial tournament on the same
grounds and ranges, but the entries
for this year'B festival are almost
double the number on the list ln 1897.
This year the association Is backed by
a guarantee fund of $200,000 and the
cash prizes alone amount to nearly
130.000. Other prizes, consisting of solid
Ftllver trophies as widl a<3 medals, have
been presented by the association for
the leaden ln the several contests, and
altogether over $60,000 willbe expended
ln prizes.

The two principal events are the
Honor target, Columbia, otherwise
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known as the ring target and the Ger-
mania or Stitch target. In the first
•named event, the Columbia, the first, three prize-* of $500, $300 and $200 have
been guaranteed by the national union.
The first, second and third prizes in
the target Cermania, are $300, $200 and$100. Similar sums have been guaran-
teed for the contests in the target ring
contest; $1,200 will be split up among
tho high scores at the man target, and
the point target and fifty cash prizes,
amounting In all to $1,000, will be dis-
tributed among the successful shooters
at Ihe American standard target.

Three years ago over a dozen ex-
perts with the rifle, came off here from
San Francisco and made an excellent
showing, taking back with them to the
Pacific coast, three first, one second
and several minor prizes. This year
the extreme West la represented by five
shapshooters, only one of whom was
here before. They are Fred O. Young
and D. W. McLaughlin, of the Colum-
bia Rifle club, San Francisco; R. Stet-
tin and J. D. Heise, of the San Fran-
cisco Scheutzen-Vereln, and Joseph
Singer, of _os Angeles.

Among the visitors who faced the
target today were: V.R. Ohmsted, C.
Gloddard and J. H. Rheinhard, ->fPhiladelphia; Joseph Stehl and H. M.Hope, Hardford; Conn., and the famous
Zeltler Rifle club, with Its membership
