FOR CAPT. FINEHOUT'S COMPANY

One of the recruits, who enlisted In
Capt. Firehout’'s company of volun-
teers yesterday, was Jose Nelson, a
half-blood Spaniard, who came from
srand Rapids to get a chance to fight
his mother’s countrymen. The young
man is twenty-seven years of age and
a splendid specimen of physical man-
hood, being broad of shoulder and
standing nesrly six feet in height. His
mother was & Spaniard, while his fqth-
er, who is still living, i3 a Norwegian.
The recruit wears the flowing locks of
the frontlersman, hanging half way
down his back. The wealth of hair,
Capt. Finchout says, will be probably
sacrificed when Nelson is mustered into
reguiar service.

After the first quota of Capt. Fine-
hoct's company went out to the fair
grounds yesterday morning, fifteen ad-
ditional applicants were received at th2
armory. These men were later §ent to
Camp Ramsecy and quartered with the
other members of the company. The
names of the recruits Capt. Finchout
refuses to give out, saying that the
men had requested him not to do S0,
in view of the embarrassment which
might be caused those who were not
accepted. Teday a new recruiting sta-
tion for Capt. Finehout's company will
be opened at Market hall. Here as
well as at the armory recruits will be
hereafter enlisted until the desired
number has been obtained.

PLAYS NO FAVORITES.

Gov. Clough Snubs the Minneapoiis
and St. Paul Women Alike.

The Minneapolis boys, who will 37on Le in
camp at the fair grounds, will have to go
without the little lunches and delicacies from
home, which have been enjoyed by the men
in camp before them, unless peace is made
between the Minneapolis Red Cross socisty
and Gov. Clough. Gov. Clough is samowhqt
touchy on the maiter of supplies for the sol-
diers and several little matters which have
happened lately have not tended to make him
feel any better on the subject.

Yesterday morning several ladies represent-
ing the Minneapolis Red Crcss society visitel
Camp Ramsey, provided with suprplizs for the
men who were to arrive there soon. Gov.
Clough was discovered near the quartermast-
er’'s tent, and the ladies app.oached him and
explaining that they had understood the men
might be In need of food, stated that they had
brought a supply with them, which they wou.d
be glad to give the recruits. Then, it is
said, Gov. Clough became very angry, and
in a loud voice declared that the Red Cross
was not wanted. The government had author-
ized him to spare no expense in providing
fer the trcops and that he was amply able t>
do this without asking cutside help.

The Minneapolis Red Cross will not offer
any furtrer assistance to the men in camp.
Gov. Clough said later that he tcld the
ladies the government would provide fcr the
men, and that he did not use viclent language
or raise his voice.

This incident recalled an exjerience some of
the St. Paul -ladies had when ths other regi-
ments were at Camp Ramsey. 3

Just at the time the St. Paul Rel Cross
society was started some of the lad)es inter.
ested in the movement, influenc:d by an
article in the newspapers, formad a small con-
mittee and visited the hospital to see. what
was needed for the sick. Finding what was
absolutely necessary the later caled on
Gov. Clough "at the capitol and told him
what they thought should be sent out at once.
Gov. Clough raised his voice in a rage and
said:

“What can I do? I'm a genercus m:n. 1'd
divide my shirt with anybody, but I can't
g0 out there and clean out those stables my-
gelf,”

The women were more than taken back,
they were shocked.

““Anything you see in the papers,” continu:d

the governor, ‘‘is a lie.”
The ladies retired as sfoon as thesy eould
regain their scattered sences, and despita the
rebuff went to work. That night a load of
articles needed in the hospital was sent to
Camp Ramsey.

American Fleet Causes Delay.
CHICKAMAUGA PARK, July 5—
(Special.)—The Fourteenth Minnesota
is anxlously awaiting orders to break
camp and start for the front. Camp
life is growing a Dit monotonous here,
and there is no diszuising the the fact
that the men are restive at tlmes be-
cause of enforced inactivity. They
are not always so, however. Just the
Gther day the order to strike tents
ard prepare to move was obeyed with
alacrity, thc men thinking they wera
about to be ordered somewhere, and
anywhere was preferable to the in-
aotivity of camp life. But the order
was given only to Company C, which
was somewhat puzzling uniil a second
order directed the repitching of tents,
when it became known that the move
was simply experimental. Disappoint-
ment is a mild word to apply to the
Minnesota boys in this instance,

It is rumored in camp today that
but for the defeat of Cervera by the
fleet off Santiago there would have
been a general move to the front that
might have included the Minnesota
regiment.

Today the TFirst brigade, First di-
vision, First army corps, was ordered
to break camp and proceed to Ring-
gold, Ga., where a train will be taken
for Charleston, S. C. This detail will
go to Santiago, it is said, under the
command of Maj. Gen. Wilgson., Others
are to follow soon, and the Fourteenth
hopes to be among those selected for
service.

LOOKOUT

MOUNTAIN.

Glenn R. Maichan, of the FKFour-
teenth, Tells of Its Eeauties.

So many of the boys at Camp Thomas have
referred to their visits to Lookout mountain
that a description of the bkistorlc spot will
be doubtless a subject of {ntorest to many
readers of The Globe at this time. Glenn
R. Matchan, hospital steward of the Four-
teenth regiment, after a recent trip to the
mountain, describes its bsauties in a lefier
under date of June 28, writlen to hizs mother,
Mrs. G. L. Matchan, 2103 Lyndale avenusz
south, Minnéapolis. It is as follows:

‘‘Having a few moments bafore call for
drill 1 will employ the time in writing you.
Notwithstanding there is a mi'd brzezs blow-
ing it is excessively hot in camp. Last Sun-
day I spent on a trip to L:okout muntain,
enjoying the day exceedingly, it being the
first opportunity I have had for a day off.
I will try to give you a meager account of
my visit to this famous historical spot.

‘‘After reseciving my pass I left the park
in company with Paul Clarkscn, the adjutant’s
clerk, arrlving at Chatancoga about 11 3) a.
m., where we enjoyed an elezant dinner and
a short run about town. We purchased our
ackets for the ascent on the incline railway,
a little narrow gauge road, running up the
side of the mountain, and operated by the car
coming down pulling the ascanding cne up,
The ride up is fine, beyond description. It
must be taken to be appreciated. The rail-
road runs directly through the battle field, eo
famous in the histcry of the War of the Re-
bellion.

“Arriving at the summit we vislted Look-
out inn, where we enjoyed the fresh air and
beautiful scenery, so magnificant as it appears
from the western porch of the hou:e. From
here you may see miles away, down the val-
ley, including the city of Chatannooga and
the ‘“‘Moccasin,” formed in the Tenneszes
river, formed by a turn in the stream and imi-
tating a perfect human foot, a grand and
impressive sight. A!l abcut the mountain
are lowlands or flats, created In baautiful
green and dotted here and there with plan-
tations or farm lands, the sight ¢f which,
recalled cur beautiful Minnesota fields as thay
aprear at this season of the year.

“Leaving the hotel we rode around the
mountain, making our next stop at-Sunset
rock. This i3 a mammoth mass of stone,
hanging over the mountain’s edgs. At its
highest point, where the view of the setting
sun is obtained, it is grand beyond !he power
of human to describe. And this I3 why it is
called Sunset rcck. How much I wif that
you all, at home, couid have had the pleasure
of such a scene as I enjoyed today. Next
we visited the park. At the entranca you are
charged 5 cents admission. Inside you find
an army of little negroes anxious to act as
guides, from which you make y>ur selection
and start on your journey of slgﬁt seeing.

“The first thing we were shown w:s ‘The
Old Man of the Mcuntaln,” a mass of r-ck
40 fest high, shaped like a man’s heal, on
one side of which is a perfect imitation of
a human face. From this we crossed tha
natural bridge and then returned, passing
underneath it. The bridge is a mass of solid
ro;(-!k 66 feet long, 15 feet high and 80 feat
wide.

‘“We had a lock at what is called ‘The Fat
Man’s Squecze' at a point where the pass-
age between the walls of the canycn is onlv
sufficiently wide to admit the passage of
a thin skinny man, but aitagether tco nar
row of a lad of my girth. I wond>r how
father would leok trying the squecze?

““At the end of this passaze is what is
known as ‘Telephone Rock.” > » its base
is a large hole extencing upwards about
twenty-five ‘feet, where it again comas to rhe
outside of a wall of rcck and ‘wo versons,
standing one at either end, mav converse
with each other as over a t:lwhone, At
the other side cf this rock you are shown
the ‘Devil's Fire Place,” a natural fire place
gaid by the negroes to have heen fashloned
by the devil. Thence we turned to the
bridge I have mentioned, recrossiag it and
passing down the mountain ond up sgain
over incline No. 2. The grads up this in-
cline is 68 per cent, and the car ahnost stands
on end. It is a ride for your life, and I would
like to take it again, so much @id I enjoy it.

““At the top of incline No. 2 therc is a
large and elegantly appointed summer hotel,

similar in appearance to the once famous
Lafayette hotel at Lake Minnetonka. It it a
very small place. The spot s ccol and

magnificently beautiful, and tasre many cf
the swells of the South spend the hot sum-
mer months, and there is every evidenze that
they know how to appreciale their opportu-
nity. In front of the house Is a parxk, jaid
out beautifully and sloping down to a rocky
cliff, whence you may enjoy a magnificent
panorama of nature, here and ther: changed
a little by man’s handiwork, str>'-hing away
for miles and miles. Leaving tihis place on
our return we stopped off at :he old battle
fleld, viewing many [ . /nts of Intersst and
plcking up here and there a memonto of
the fierce struggle which took placa so long
ago between the brave boys of :he Blue and
the Gray, who our now fighting side by
side under Old Glory for the liberty of our
Cuban brothers. I shall wry to visit old
Lookout again before leaving Camp Thoinas,
and I wish very much that yosu could b2
here to go with me.

‘‘There is little camp news that I cen
write you other than that you reail In The
Globe. I receive the home paosars regu-
larly, and while reading the locals I feel
as if I were at the dear old homesiead, where
we have all enjoyed so much of real hone
life and comfort, which, of courze, we radly
miss now. But, then, we snall soon be
home agaif, and shall enjoy iaome the mcre
for having been without its comforts. Re-
member me kindly to our many friends and
neighbors, and write me as oft:n as you
may find time to do so.”

FARE OF THE THIRTEENTH

AUXILIARY ASSOCIATION GETS

The Movements of the Crack Regi-
ment at Camp Merritt, the Trans-
port City of Para and Many Other
Topics of Imterest Discusscd by
Members of the Regiment Now
en the Way to Manila.

Relatives and friends of all mem-
bers of the Thirteenth regiment are re-
quested to send their names and ad-
dresses to Mrs. Annie B. Powers, 518
Endicott building, who is trying to
make a complete roster of the regi-
ment. Mrs. Powers is the secreltary of
the Thinteenth Regiment Auxillary ase
soclation, and she has discovered that
the government muster rolls do not
coniain such essential details.

Mrs. Powers explained this matter at
fthe meeting of the association which
wan held last evening at the rooms of
the Commercial club. She said that
with ithe exception of one company it
was necessary to hunt for the address-
es of the men in the directory. She
hoped, however, to complete the work
soon. :

In the opinlon of Gen. Bunker it
would take three weeks longer for the

rolls to be made up. d it could
not be finished until for the
300 recruits were sent San Fran-

cisco. He suggested that some one
with a good typewriter should volun-
teer to assist Mrs. Powers.

Gen. Bunker sald he had written (o
Gen. Merritt asking his permission to
employ g cipher code for the transmis-
sion of messages to members of the
regiment so that expense might be sav-
ed. He had not recelved an answer,
nor did he expect one for some time.

Maj. Espy explained thalt the Manila
postoffice had been made a branch of
‘the San Francisco office and that ordi-
nary postage would carry mail to meme
bers of the regiment.

Treasurer L. A. Moore read a letter
from Sergeant Fred Rcbinson, who de-
scribed the City of Para. Sergeant
Robinson wrote that the ship was a
fine one in every respect, and though
the men's quarters were crowded the
men  would not suffer, because Col.
Reeve had thrown all parts of the ves-
sel open to the men at all hours.

Each bunk, Sergeant Robinson wrote,
was fitted with a mattress and every
man would be able to gleep comfort-
ably. He described the march to the
dock and said the streets were crowded
with cheering people. The people
fought to geot on the dock and had to
ba repulsed with force. The letter
closed with an account of the farewell
ovation in the harbor.

A letter from Walter Eldridge was
aiso read. He praised Col. Reeve as
an _energchiic and capable commander
and ascribed to him all the good for-
tune enjoyed by the regiment. He
wrote that all that might be published
to the detriment of the Pennsylvania
and other troops was true, but only
good could be sald of 'the Thirteenth.

This last statement brought Maj.
ispy to his feet. He said he helped to
organize thc Pennsylvania national
guard and he knew that the Tenth
Pennsylvania was one of the finest
regiments in the country. He sald tha
men in fthat regiment were held under
stricter discipline than the Thinteenth,
but that they were commanded by gcod
oflicers for all that.

Maj. Espy then spoke of what the
women could do to make the men in
the regiment happy, and he suggested
‘“hat they send them little tokens, no
matter how insignificant, for they
would be appreciated.

P. H. Mead who is a brother of Licut.
Mead, adjutant of the First battalion,
told of a letter which he received from
his brother. He said the Para was
loaded with guns of all kinds, and that
slie carried several million rounds of
ammunition.

He also said that
Mrs. McKelvey, of St. Cloud, had mot
siznified her decision regarding her
election to the vice presidency for St.

BLACK BASS AND CROPPIES

STATE FISH COMMISSION WILL
RESTOCK EXHAUSTED LAKES

Sloughs of the Missizsippi and Lake
Peph; Will Be the Scene of Ex-
tensive Operations by the Com-
mission in the Near Future—
Cars and Boats to Haul Fish and
Spawn Are Needed.

The Minnesota state flsh commission
will begin its annual harvest of black
bass and croppie fry, in the sloughs of
the Mississippl river and Lake Pepin
early next week.

Executive Agent Fullerton will send
three crews to the hunting grounds this
week to make the necessary prepara-
tions.

Instead of gathering the fish spawn in
the early spring and hatching them out
at the Willow Brook hatchery, as Is
the method with pike and other species
of fish, the commigsion will capture the
yvoung fish before they have grown
large enough to venture out into the
main waters of the Mississippi and ship
them . direct to the wvarious lakes In
the state.

Executive Agent Fullerton stated
yesterday that the Missi=sipp! river
was one of the best breeding grounds
for game fish in the United States. The
commission expected to capture fully
500,000 of the young fish, and out of
this number there would not be a loss
through transportation of over a frae-
tion of 1 per cent.

The commission recently shipped six
cans of trout fry from Lake_ Superior
to a Southern Minnesota stream and
not one was lost during transit.

Fully 200,000 of the fry will be placed
in Lake Minnetonka and White Bear.
These two lakes have been subject to
a constant drain during the last few
years, by the residents of the two
cities, and the commission will stock
these lakes with game fish, and en-
deavor to keep the lake supplied with
the species most sought after by the
angler.

The other 300,000 will be placed in
the Chisago lakes, Detroit lakes and
other lakes which have become favorite
fishing grounds.

The natural supply of game fish in
these lakes has commenced to show the
effects of the vast inroads made by
the sportsman and the pot fisher, and
the efforts of the flsh commission have
done much in the past, as they are do-
ing now, in supplying the annual con-
sumption.

The 100,000,000 pike spawn deposited
in the lakes and rivers during the last
month, with the more favorite gume
fish which are to be captured during
the next two weeks, will assist ma-
terially in supplying this demand.

The croppies and bass thus ¢Iptured
will have passed the experimental
stage and will all grow, with a very

small percentage of loss, to a good size, |_

if not devoured by their larger com-
panlons.

If the state did not take these Young
bass out of the sloughs around Lake
Pepin the greater proportion of them
would die as soon as the hot weather
set in for good, as the water rapidly
dries up and is render:d stagnant. Mr.
Fullerton raports that there has been
an increased demand for bass fry this
vear, and the fish captured can all be
placed to the best advantage.

Mr. Fullerton stated yesterday that
the Minnesota commission had been
handicapped since its organization by
the lack of proper facilities for trans-
porting fish. Nearly all the other statasg
having hatcheries have special cars for
transporting fish. The commission, he
said, would ask the next legislature
for an appropriation with which to pur-
chase a suitable car for the transporta-
tion of the fish spawn and fry, not to
exceed in cost $3,000. The United States
fish commission has a half dozen such
cars. Although the state couldl not af-
ford one of these cars, one could be
fitted up at a merely nominal cost
which would answer the purpose of
the Minnesota commission.

To better facilitate the handling of
the bass and croppie fry taken on the
Mississippi the commission would also
ask the legislature to make an appro-
priation for a boat built on a similar
plan. The commission would be ena-
bled by the use of such a boat, which
would cost about $1,000, to take nearly
twice as many fry, which would render
their efforts in replenishing the fish
preserves of the state doubly effective.
