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QUIET DAYS AT SNELLING

FORT IS DESERTED EXCEPT FOR
A SCORE OF BLUE COATS

‘Women of the Post Are Busy in the
Red Cross Work—There Is Some’
Recruiting Being Done, but the
Usual Martinl Appearance  of
Things Is Lacking — Hospital
Shelters Some Sick Volunteers.

Twenty-five blue-coated regulars and
a band of anxious women are having
& weary time of it at Fort Snelling,
The children are the life of -the post,
and on the Fourth were the only ones
who had any heart in a celebration,
The little ones enjoyed several rounds
of fire crackers and some handsome dis-
plays of fireworks and went to bed:
happy without a care beyond wonder-
ing who ould find the most sky
rocket sticks when daylight came. The
older ones had matters of more weight
to occupy their minds, and every scrap
of war news which was brought out
from town was eagerly devoured, and,
while there was rejoicing over the vic-
tory of their people, there were many
sad hearts wondering how the boys
from home were getting along.

Capt. Gerlach, the officer in charge at
the fort, now has two sons in the army.
One young fellow is with the Sixth
battery, and, since the fighting began
at Santlago, nothing has been heard
from him or his companions. The oth-
er son is with the Fourteenth. Both
young men are privates. The regular
army men have to walit many years
for promotion, and, when & time like
‘the present comes, thev eagerly send
their boys to the front and would send
their girls if they could, no doubt,
praying that their time for distinction
has come. And, when the promoction
comes, it amounts to something.

The hosplial at Fort Snelllng has scv-
eral patierts in its wards. Some of
them are the boys who were taken
from Camp Ramsey, suffering with
pneumonia and typhoid fever, They
are able now to be about the porches
and grounds, and will be sent forward
S00N.

The hospital is the most attractive
place at the fert just now. It is pretti-
ly situated, with an old-fashioned
white picket fence inclosing the
crounds. 'The grass is kept cut, and
there are several flower beds, and a
fountain throws a coolinrg spray high
in the air all day. Thae building itself
is clean, and remarkable for its mili-
tary order and neatness. A long porch
goes all around it, One of the features
of the institution is a iraining school
for men nurses. Ordinarily but a few
men are allewed each hospital, but in
tisces of war recruits are taken, and
at present there is a corps of nineteen
nurses at Fert Snelling, under the di-
rection of Di. Darling.

The men enlist for a term of three
vears, the same as any other United
States soldier. A course of daily lec-
tures is given them and practical train-
ing as to lifting and caring for the
sick and wounded. The men are most
of them drug clerks or hospital nurses
and ‘have had more or less experience
in nursing or medicine before they.en-
list. .

This hospital covers the department
of Dakota, which includes eight West-
ern. posts. The steward is Dr. Venne-
man, who has been in the service many
vears and who has had much valuable
experience. The men wear the Red
Cross, which is worn by any army or
navy -nurse or member of a hospital
corps, -and ‘not alonme by membérs’ of
the Red Cress as so many imagine,

The quarters look very dismal and
deserted, and a more lonesome place
could not be im@agined. The grass has
grown long on the parade ground and
two lone horses, a gray and a bay,
graze contentedly in its midst. There
are no lawn tennis or golf games in
progress and the few men Capt. Ger-
lach has under him are kept busy all
day with various duties and have lttie
time or inclination for merry making.

A great American flag swings from
the barracks and over the hospital is
raised a Red Cross flag. Otherwise
there is not even a patriotic display
of flags to lighten the place up. Fort
Snelling just now has more serious
matters to think of than decorating its
barracks.

The women ave doing Red Cross
work, making hcspital supplies, etc.,
and watching for letters from the front.

Secord Lieut. Palmer has been re-
cruiting men for the signal corps and
left last  evening for Washington,
where' he and his men had been or-
dered to report for dury. Ifeut. Pal-
mer was anxious to get to Washing-
ton, fearing the war might end before
he saw a bit of the fight. He hoped
to be sent to Cuba.

manly looking and were above the
ordinary soldiers in educat‘on. Thev
were experts along electrical lines.
