WASHINGTON, July 7.—Speaker
Recd had not returned to Washington
today, and in his absence Mr. Payne
(Rep., N. Y.) was designated to preside
over the houss.

final adjournment of the session of
congress at 2 o'clock tomorrow. It was
immeaiately passed and generally ap-
rlauded by the members.

Following the passage of the resolu-
tic: there was a perfect storm of ap-
reals to the speaker for recognition,
members desiring to secure passage of
thelir bills.

Bills were passed rcgulating postaga
on letters written by the blind; ad-
Justing  clothing accounts of soldiers
who die within six months after entry
upon service; amending an act granting
right of way through the Indian terri-
tory to the Gainesville, McAllister &
St. Louis railway.

Incidental to the consideration of a
pension bill, Mr. Ray (Rep., N. Y.) oc-
cupied an hour with a general speech
vpon pension legislation.

\When he concluded, Mr. Berry (Dem.,
Ky.) arose. *I desire,” he began, *‘to
say a word about a resolution to prop-
erly recognize Commodore Schiey.”

“1 make the point that the gentleman
not confining himself to the bil,"”
*kly interrupted Mr. Ray, while the
se applauded freely at the mention
he commodore’s name.

After much delay Mr. Berry secured
the privileze to proceed in order.

“I will say,” began Mr. Berry, “that

Mr. Ray again made the point of or-
der and Mr. Berry finally resumed his
seat and consideration of pension bills
proceeded.

CARRIED HIS POINT.

Mr. Berry finally secured the reading
of his resolution thanking Commodore
Schley and the officers and men under
kim for the victory over Cervera.

The senate resolutions extending
thanks and directing the giving of
medals to Lieut. Newcomb and the of-
ficers and men of the Hudson in the
fight at Cardenas, and directing the re-
tirement upon full pay of Capt. Daniel
B. Hodgson, of the McCulloch, in Ma-
nila bay, were laid before the house.

Mr. Hepburn asked consent for their
consideration, but Mr. Berry (Dem.,
Ky.) objected unless the Schley resoiu-
tions should be taken up with them.
This condition was not conceded, and
the senate resolutions went over.

Senate amendments to a large num-
ber of bills of minor importance were
concurred in and many pension bills
were disposed of.

The house accepted the senate provi-
sion for an appropriation of $200,090
to pay the cost of transporting dead
American seamen and soldlers to their
homes for-interment in the discretion
of the war department.

The bill to incorporate the Interna-
tlonal American bank was called up,
but Ly unanimous consent it went over
until the first Wednesday after con-
gress shall med§ in December.

A bill granting right of way to the
Cripple Creek Short Line railway
through the Pike's Peak timber reserve
was passed,

By the adoption of a resolution Mr.
Payne (Rep., N. Y.) was formally elect-
ed speaker pro tem of the house.

WINDING UP BUSINESS,
Senate Preparing for the Hour of
Adjournment.

WASHINGTON, July 7. — Late this
afternoen a bill conferring upon Adit.
(en. Corbin the rank, pay and rights
of major general was passed.

When unanimous consent was asked
for the consideration of the bill by Mr.
Sewell (Rep., N. J.), Mr. Pettus (Dem.,
Ala.) objected, but the senate, by a
vote, decided to consider it.

Mr. Pettus sharply criticised the
measure, and said that Gen. Corbin
had been rapidly promoted by reason
of political preferences. This charge
brought several senators to their feet,
among them being Messrs. Bate, Ber-
ry and Pasco (Dem.), all of whom tes-
tified to Gen. Corbin’s fitness for the
place he occupied.

Senators Sewell, Hale and Foraker
paid high tribute to Gen. Corbin,
warmly eulogizing him for the splen-
did record he has made, both on the
field of battle and in the position he
now holds,

There was no division on the vote by
which the bill was passed.

During the greater part of the ses-
sion the senate considered -unobjected
bills on the calendar, passing a large
number of them.

A bill making appropriations to pay
session employves of the house of rep-
resentatives and for other purposes
s passed, with the following amend-
ment:

‘“T'o enable the secretary of war, in
his discretion, to caure to be trans-
ported to their homes the remains of
ofiicers and soldiers who die at military
camps or are killed in action or who
die in the field in places outside of the
limits of the United States, $200,000.”

Under a special order, two hours
was then devoted to the consideration
of unobjected bills on the general cal-
endar. Amonrg the bllls passed were
the following:

Prof. Mc-
Cleary has a few matters to wind up, but the
w1l go home and into the campaign in a
short time. Senators Davis and Nelson will
probably be the last of the Minnesota dele-
gation to leave Washington.

Mr. Heatwole determined not to wait for
adjournment, but left for Buffalo last night
immediately after the passage of the Ha-
walian resolution by the senate.

Clearing the Calendar.

WASHINGTON, July 7.—The senate in exec-
utive session today confirmed almost all of the

tion is opposed. Among those confirmed to-
day were William T. Sampson, to be commo-
dore, and Perry Belmont, to be inspecctor gen-
eral with the rank of major.

TROOPS AT HONOLULU.

Second Manila Expedition and Mon-
itor Monterey Well on the Way.

HONOLULU, June 29 (via San Fran-
cisco, July T7).—The second fleet of
transports arrived here June 23 and
sailed for Manila June 25. The Monte-
rey and Collier Brutus arrived June
24 and left for Manila June 29. The
trip was successful, the Monterey go-
ing under her own steam until June
1S, when the Brutus took her in tow.

The steamer China reached this port
on June 23, one day ahead of the other
members of the fleet. The China
steamed ahead of the Zealandia, Colon
and Senator in order to load coal end
clear the wharf for the other vessels.

The big ship received a warm wel-
come. There was a large crowd of
people on the wharf. The troops
swarmed the decks and rigging of the
Ckina.

Br’ . Cen. Green Iimmediately sent
his adjutant to the wharf with his
compliments to United States Consu!
Haywood and President Dole, who
were on the wharf, and invited them
on board. At 9 o'clock the soldiers
were allowed to go to shore, and were
marched to Waikiki, where every man
took a sea bath. The men were then
marched till noon, and at 2 o'clock
they were provided with a feast on
the executive grounds. Officers were
entertained .at the military headquar-
ters.

At 6:30 o’clock of the same day, the
Zealandia, Colon and Senator were
sighted. Crowds on thke wharves cheer-
ed the vessels as they entered port,
and th men on the transports respond-
ed vigorously.

The men were landed the next day,
and were entertained by the citizns of
Hoenolulu.

Sergeant George Geddes, Company
C, First Nebraska infantry, died at
sea aboard the transport Senator, June
21, of cerebro spinai meningitis.

C. H. Fiske, a member of Company
D, Nebraska volunteers, died here on
the 25th.

Ensign Wall, U. S. N, of Portland,
Or., now on the Brutus, found on his
arrival here that orders had been for-
warded which raised him to the rank
of lieutenant.

Queen Liliuokalani will return to
Honolulu. In letters received here by
the Belgic, she stated that she expect-
ed to come by the Alameda, due here
July 20. Her residence is being put in
order for her.

CARING FOR HELPLESS.

Refugees and Sick Giving Gen.

Shafter Extra Duties to Perform.

SIBONEY, July § (via Kingston, July
7).-—The French and Portuguese con-
suls continued thzir conference looking
to the relief of the refugees from San-
tiago. They called ¢n Gen. Shafter
this morning, reported that the refu-
zees were wholly destitute and begged
for American aid. The general promis-
ed to afford the exiles a iimited daily
supply of food at El Caney, and other
towns in Spanish territcry, where they
get nothing from Spain,

The consuls were veryv guarded in
their references to the situation at San-
tiago, but they painted it worse than
réported by the refugees. They claim-
ed that the garrison only numbers 5,009
men. The accuracy of this is doubted.

The hospital conditions of our army
are improving. Forty ambulances are
row in service, and there are many
empty tents. The wounded are nearly
@)l at Juragua. The headquarters hos-
pital has been cleared in expectation of
the next assault. The number of sick
is increasing rapidly. There are 109
cases in the invalid hospitai, principal-
ly diarrhoea and low fever.

ASHES OF A HERO.

S8AN FRANCISCO, July 7.—The steamer
Rio de Janeiro arrived here today from Hong
Kong and Yokohama, via Honolulu. - The
vessel left Hong Kong June 18. She will be
unloaded and turned over to the government
for use as a transport vessel in a few days.
She is in very good condition, and but iittle
is required to fit her for the service re-
quired of her by the government.

On board the Rio is an urn containing the
ashes of Capt. Gridley, captain of the Olym-
pla.

MERRIMAC HEROES ARE. FREE

LIEUT. HOBSON AND SEVEN
COMRADES EXCHANGED

Wildly Cheered as They Passed
Through the Ranks of the Amer-
ican Army Before Santiago City
——Juragua Harbor Rang With
the Shouts of His Comrades as
Lieut. Hobson Went Aboard.

OFF JURAGUA, July 6 (via Kings-
ton, July 7).—Assistant Naval Con-
structor Richmond P. Hobson, of the
flagship New York, and the seven sea-
men who, with him, sailed the. collier
Merrimac into the harbor of Santiago
de Cuba, on June 3, last, and sunk her

there, were surrendered by the Span-
ish military authorities today in ex-
change for prisoners captured by the
American forces.

Hobson and his men were escorted
through the American lines by Capt.
Chadwick, of the New York, who was
awaiting them. Every step of their
journey was marked by the wildest
demonstrations on the part  of the
American soldiers, who threw aside all
semblance of order, scrambled out of
the entrenchments, knocking over teit
guys and other camp paraphernalia, in
their eazerness to see the returaning
heroes, and sent up cheer after cheer
for the men who had passd safely
through the jaws of death to serve
their country.

GIVEN HEARTY WELCOME.

The same scenes of enthusiasm were
repeated upon the armval of the men
at the hospital station, and at our base
at Juragua. Hobson, who reached
here in advance of his companions,
was taken on board the New York
immediately. The flagship’s decks were
lined with officers and men, and as
Hobson clambered up her sids and
stepped on board his veesel, the har-
bor rang with the shouts and cheers
of his comrades, which were re-echoed
by the crews of a dozen transporis
lying near by. Hobson had little to
say In regard to his experiences, ex-
cept that he and his companions had
been well treated by the Spaniards
and that they were all in excellent
health,

The Spanish authorities consented
this morning to exchange Hobson and
his men, and a truce was establish=d
for the purpose. The place selected
for the exchange was under a tree he-
twecn the American and Spanish lines,
two-thirds of a mile beyond the in-
trenchments cccupied by Col. Weod's
rough riders, near Gen. Wheeler's
headquarters and in the rear of the
American line.

EXCHANGE EFFECTED.

The American prisoners left the
Reina Mercedes hospital on the out-
skirts of Santiago de Cuba., where they
had been confined, at 2:45 this after-
noon, in charge of Maj. Irles, a Span-
ish staff officer, who speaks English
perfectly.

The prisoners were conducted to the
meeting place on foot, but were not
blindfolded. Col. John Jacob Astor
and Lieut. Miley, accompanied by In-
terpreter Maestro, were in charge of
the Spanish prisoners. They consisted
of Lieuts. Amelio Volez and Aurelius,
a German belonging to the Twenty-
ninth regular infantry, who were cap-
tured at El Caney on Friday last, and
Lieut. Adolfo Aries, of the First Pro-
visional regiment of Barc=lona, one of
the most aristocratic military organiza-
tions of the Spanish army, and four-
teen noncommissioned officers and pri-
vates. Lijeut. Aries and a number of
the men were wounded in the fight at
El Caney. The Spanish prisoners wira
taken through the American lines
mounted and blindfolded. .

The meeting between Col. Astor and
Maj. Irles was extremely courteous,
but very formal, and no attempt was
made by either of them to discuss any-
thing but the matter in hand.

Maj. Irles was given his choice of
the three Snanish lleutenants in ex-
change for Hobson, and was also in-
formed that he could haves all of the
fourteen men in exchange for the
American sailora. The Spanish officer
selected Lieut. Aries and the other two
Spanish officers. were conducted back
to Juragua.

SPANISH BRAVADO.

Jt was then not later than 4 o’clock,
and just as everything was finished,
2nd the two parties were separating,
Irles turned and said courteously
e¢nough, but in a tone which indicated
considerable defiance and gave his
hearers the impression that he desired
hostilities to be renewed at once:

“Our understanding is, gentlemen,
that this truce comez to an end at 5
o’clock.” /

Col. Astor looked at his watch, bow-
ed to the Spanish officer, without mak-
ing a reply, and then started back
slowly to the American lines with
Hobscn and his companions following.

The meeting of the two parties apd
the exchange of prisoners had taken
place in full view of both the American
and Spanish soldiers, who were en-
trenched near the meeting place, and
the keenest interest was taken in the
episode.

RESPECT THEIR FOES.

Spanish Naval Prisoners Admire
American Ships and Soldiers.
Ccpyrighted by the Assoclated Press.

GUANTANAMO (via Kingston, July
6, delayed in transmission). — The
steamer Resolute arrived today with
608 prisoners, including eighteen of the
officers and crew of the Spanish crujser
Cristobal Colon. The disposition of the
prisoners has not yet heen decided on.
The number of killed and wounded on
the Cristobal Colon was very small.

Before running their ship ashore and
hoisting the white flag, the Spaniards
opened the Kingston valves on board
the Colon, and threw overboard the
breech blocks of every gun, including
those of their Mauser rifles.

The Spanish officers say the order
to sail was given by the ministry of
marine at Madrid, and they decided
to make an attempt to escape on Sat-
urday night, but it was postgoned un-
til Saturday morning, for the reason
that “quarters’ inspection” would be
held at that time, and the Americans
would not be at their guns. None. of
the Spaniards expected to be allve at
noon on Sunday, believing the destruc-
tion of the fleet to be certain. Most
of their valuables were put on the
Cristobal Colon, the fastest boat of the
Spanish fleet, and everything was done
to' give her the best opportunity to es-

cape. A g

AFFRIGHTED CREATURES.
Pathetic Scenes Wft'n_q-‘-ed Among
Refugees From Santiago City,

EL CANEY, July 6 (yia Kingston,
July 7).—Between 12,000 and 15,000~ in-
nocent victims of the war have fled
here in wild panic to escape the terrors
of the threatened bombardment of San-
tiago, and they are now.confronted by
the horrors of starvation. In their
helpless confusion they are appealing
to Gen. Shafter for:succor. Most of
them are foreigners, prindipally French
or with an admixture of foreign blood
and their interests are being looked af-
ter by their consuls.

When they were Informed yesterday
that Gen. Toral refused to consider the
question of surrendering, they swarm-
ed out of the north gate of the city all
day and trudged through the blazing
sun over the rcad which in places was
ankle deep in mud. Tottering old men
and wemen were supported by children,
and mothers with babes at their breasts
struggled on toward El Caney, San
Luis and other towns.

Most of them came here last night,
and over 5000 slept In the village,
which, under ordinary circumstances,
hardly accommodates three hundred
people. They were crowded together
in the houses, upon the verandas and
in the streets. At daylight thoss who
had been overtaken by darkness on the
wayside, began to powr in, and at this
hour they are still coming. Already
more than fifteen thousand are here.

They were not allowed to hring focd
with.them, and those who have money
are as destitute as those who are with-
out. Rich and poor, cultured and ig-
norant, white and black, are huddled
together, choking the passage-ways
between the houses, all with gaunt dis-
pair written on their countenances.

The ignorant desire only to be fed.
and the cultured want to get away,
anvwhere, anyhow, away from the war
which has driven them from their
homes. :

Pathetic sights are witnessed on all
sides. There ars women of good birth
and education, supported by frail girls,
who hide their faces from the vulgar
gaze of the others who surge about
them. In the eyes 'of hoth mothers
and daughters is the hunted look which
wild animals have wheni driven to bay.

CERVERA OBEYED ORDERS.

Knew He Was Going ito His Doom
When He Did So.

NEW YORK, July 7.—A dispatch
from Madrid says: ' When the Madrid
government heard of the results of the
battling before Santiago, July 1, it
cabled Gen. Linares, Gen. Blanco and
Admiral Cervera for-the real state of
affairs, 3 v

Then, immediately on ascertaining

arrive in time to retrieve the Spanish
fortunes of war on land or save Santia-
go and the fleet, the government cabled
Saturday asking the advice of Admiral
Cervera.

He demanded carte -blanche to fol-
low his judgment, and to destroy his
vessels in the Bay of Santiago, rather
than let them fall into the hands of
the enemy.

The council of ministers thereupon in-

giructed the minisiers of marine and of
war to cable to Admiral Cervera to
make a sortie at any ccst, even at the
risk ef the destruction of his fleet, be-
cause it was recessayy to’ prevent a
disasier in the Bay ef Santiago, fer po-
litical and dynastic reasons.

Admiral Cervera cabled in reply:

“I will obey, and go to my doom
Sunday morning.”

When the news of the sortie of -the
fieet reached Madrid, the minister of
ioveigm affairs told several of the am-
bassadors that the government had or-
dered Cervera to go out.

ALPHONSO XII.

Spanish Version of the Sinking of
the Warship.

MADRID, July 7.—The Spanish ver-
sion of the sinking of the warship Al-
phonso XII. is that she was chased
by three American warships while at-
tempting to enter the port of Mariel,
and that her commander purposely ran
her ashore in order to avoid capture.
The cfficial reports adds that the
Americans fired 660 shells at the Al-
phonso XII., and that ‘the ship is a
complete loss. It is further stated the
crew of the cruiser and “part of the
cargo” were saved.

A dispatch from Santiago de Cuba
says 140 of the sailors who belonged
to Admiral Cervera’s squadron have
1eached Santiago de Cuba.

EAGLE IN FACT.

Spanish Ship Captured by the Auxil-
< iary Ship.

NEW YORK, July 7.—A special from Key
West gays:

The big two-masted Spanish schooner Ga-
laito, captured cn July 5 by the Eagle off the
Isle of Pines, with a cargo of leaf tobacco,
cocoanuts and general merchandise, was
towed in here this morning. The schooner's
crew had managed to escape in small boats
before her captors ran zlongside.

The officers of the Eagle report having had
an exciting chase after a fast Spanish cruiser
with a speed of 16 to 18 knots, just before
they reached the Isle of Pines. The Fagile
received two shots through her foremast from
the enemy’s emall rapid-fire guns. In the
course of the chase the Eagle let go half a
dozen six-pound shells, but the flying Span-
fard finally ran into shoal water and entered
the port of Batabano.

BRAVE AS LIONS.

Clara BartonSo Characterizes Amer-
icans in Face of Adversity.

The State of Texas has gone to Port
Antondo for ice, to save her meat, and will
return tomorrow, Am sending supplies to
refugees driven from both camps by army
wagons and pack trains, It is nearly im-
possible to land supplies, -there being no
docks; turf terrific; our ship yawls cannot
stand in the surf. Hawye mended one of the
broken flat boats, which our men drag ashore
in the surf, waist déép.  N® transpontation.
Horses and packers tent would be helpful,
Wounded men taken. ﬁ‘ our operating
tables are laild on ,-B nd, often without
blankets or shelter from rain or sun. As
others die their clothing is taken to put on
the naked, to get t dgwn to Siboney,
seven miles over r upset army
wagons, Mr. Gardider, self and whole
force of Red Cross at the front are in direct
danger from sharpshooters.

'COMFORTABLY HOUSED.

Admiral Dewey Annoxnces Arrival
of Troops.

WASHINGTON, July 7.—The, navy depart-
ment has received the following cablegram
from Admiral Dewey: :

“Cavite, July 4, via Hong Kong, July 7.—
Unfted States troops have landed, and have
been comfortably housed at Cavite, Luzon
island.

Senator George F. Hoar Delivers an
Address on the Supreme Court.

OLD POINT COMFORT, Va, July
7.—Serator George Hoar, of Massa-
chusetts, delivered an addrees before
the Virginia Bar association today, his
iopic being the supreme court of the
United States. He said it must be
agreed that the court “has scrupulcus-
ly kept itself aloof from political con-
troversy, and kept off the domain
whigh belongs to the political power
of the country.

majority of the American people, I
sabmit, I believe the example of such
submission is better and promises more
for the continued life of the republic
than any party success, or, than the
pre valence of any special policy. The
The life and the glory of this country
are to depend not on armies or navies,
not on wealth, not on victory, not on
empire, mot on commerce not on num-
ber, buc upon the sentiments which
govern the individual citizen—above £1]
obedience to law.
