LOCAL, BICYCLE RACES.

I'rosrnmmc for Lexington Park Un-
der Auspices «f Two Clubs.

The members of the Laurel and Capital
City Cycling clubs are planning a campa'gn,
to be inaugurated at Lexington park on
July lfi, for the purpose of arousing Inter-
est in racing among the people of this city.

A programme of races has been prepared
which will Include a pursuit race, one-mile
o;^-i amateur, one-mile open professional,
two-mile handicap professional and a five-
mile handicap amateur.

The pursuit race willprobably be an invi-
tation affair with teams from St. Paul, Min-
neapolis, Duluth, West Superior and Madelia.
Only the very best racing men in each of
the cities will be invited to lake part, and
It is expected that this raoe willbe one we!!
worth seeing. The other events will include
entries from among the well known racing
men from all parts of the state.
It is expected that there will be a large

number of entries, and it is probable that
both of the mile open events will have to
be run in heats and this will make a pro-
gramme of at least nine rac;s. A time l.mltwillbe placed on every race so that fat* t.mo.willbe assured.

The two clubs have no desire to make any
money out of the venture and the net profits
of the meet will be divided among thevarious winners, the amateurs receiving
merchandise orders for whatever they may
want. The programme will be made more
attractive with trick riding, which will take
place between the races.

The races willbe run under the direction
of a Joint committee from the two clubs
with A. D. Smith as chairman. The other
members of the committee are P. E. Low
and Dr. M. 0. Nelson, of the Laurels, and
R. J. C. Bott and Edward Payte, of the
Capital Cltys.
Ifthe first meet is a success, it is the in-

tention of the two clubs to have others at
regular intervals with the idea that if the
people of St. Paul want racing, arrange-
ments will be made to include this city in
the national circuit next year and have meets
that will attract the best riders in the coun-
try.

Remarkable Work at the National
Sharpshooters' Reunion.

an American, Who Broke a Record.

LONDONr July 7.—Although lacking i:s

usual international character, the Henley
Royal regatta, which began on Tuesday, has
been successful as a society function. The
weather has been perfect. An interesting
fact In connection with the regatta Is that
B. H. Howell, the American oarsman of
Trinity Hall, Cambridge, created a new r««-
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ord for the Henley course, winning the flrat
heat for the Diamond Challenge Sculls from
A. F. O. Everitt, of the London Rowing club,
in 8:32, aud ngatn reducing it to 8:29 in the
flra! heat, against H. T. Blacketaff of the
V«Bta Rowing club. i

The results of the finals today were as fol-
lows:

The Grand Challenge Cup, for eights—
Leander beat First Trluity,.Cambridge, by
three-quarters of a length. Tim«, 7:13.

Wyfold Challenge Ctfp, for fours—The
Kingston Rowing club (holders of the cup)

Calu« college, Cambridge, who ran into thepiles and disabled their craft.
