TO TRANSFER LICENSES

They Agree That It Is Unjust to

Mayor Kiefer has been waited on by
the brewers of the city and those en-
| gaged in the sale of beer from outside
| breweries in regard to the transfer ot
liquor licenses.

Under an opinion from the corpora-
ti>n attorney, backed up by one from
the atterney general of the state, both
to the effect that the transfer of liquor
licenses was illegal, the boa:d of al-
dermen and assembly refused to grant
any transfors,

Since the opinions were handed in
the personnel of the board and assem-
bly has been changed somewhat, but
# count of noses by the brewery pto-
ple showed that there were not suffi-
cient votes to authorize the issuance of
transfers.

Under the circumstances the mayor
has been appealed to and the sugges-
tion has been made to him that the
matter could be adjusted by having
the license inspector shut one eye to
any transfers, but still keep the other
eye open so that the city should not
get the worst of it in a financial way.

The gentlemen interested in the sale
of beer to the salconkeepers elaim that
it is unjust to kill a license for which
$1,090 has been paid by them simply
because the man to whom it was issued
should die, fail in business or desire to
cease running a saloon.

One of the brewers who called on
the mayor pointed out that he paid
for three licenses and they were now
useless. One man made an assignment,
another went to war and the third
proved untrustwerthy. The money had
been paid in each case and under the
law the company was out $500 in each
case.

Mayor Kiefer admitted that such a
hard luck story appeared to be some-
what of an injustice, but further than
this did not intimate what he would
or could do in the way of winking at
the transfer of licenses.

The brewers feel quite confldent that
some arrangement will be made by
which the transzfer of license, while not
authorized, will be allowed, and express
themselves as well satisfied with thelr
interview with the mayor.

License Inspector Maloney, who was
about the city hall yesterday securing
cignatures to a petition asking that he
be retained as license inspector, stated
that there were four licenses at present
which were rendered useless by the
refusal of the council to authorize
transfers. Shortly after Mayor Kiefer
took his seat Mr. Maloney said he a:k-
ed the mayor what was to be done on
the transfer question. He was inform-
ed by Mayor Kiefer that there were
laws and ordinances and that it was
not the province or power of the ex-
ecutive to change one or any of them.
From this the license inspector gath-
ered that there were to he no saloons
run on transfers and has acted ae-
cordingly.

There is a deal of wire pulling being
done to secure the appointment of &
new license inspector and some half
a dozen delegations have waited on the
mayor to urge the naming of the same
number of candidates.

F. C. Wagner, of the First ward, who
was a candidate for the place at the
time Maloney was appointed two years
ago, Is vrominently mentioned, as is
also John G. Elmquist from the sama
ward. License Inspector Maloney, wha
Is also a resident of the First ward. is
doing considerable work with a view
of retaining the position.

THE BIG FAIR IS BOOMING

MINNESOTA DAY WILL BE GREAT-
EST IN ITS HISTORY /

Railroad Companies Take an Hand In
Making That Day a Succcss at the
Omaha Exposition—Commission-
er Shaw Looking After the North
Star State's Interests—A White
City Better Than Chicago Fair,

Commissioner J. B. Shaw JTEt0
whom has been delegated the task of
seeing that Minnesota is properly rep-
resented at the Omaha expos:tiou, ra-
ports that his work is progressing most
satisfactorily. He finds that there i3
a great deal of interest ‘n Minnesota
in regard to the trans-Mississippi ex-
position, and a corresponding apprecia-
tion of the value of that fair tc the
people of the Northwest. He thinks
from present indications that Minne-
sota day, July 20, will witness a tre-
mendous influx of Minnesotans into
Omaha. He was gratified this morning
to" receive notification from the rajl-
roads that the time limit on the one-
fare round trip from Minnesota points
to the exposition on account of Minne-
sota day had been exterded from four
days to seven days. This will alsy be
a good piece of news to all Minnescta
people who had int2nded to g5, berause
four daye is not sumficient to properly
view and appreciata the great and
varied exhibits that have been gacher-
ed together at Omaha.

In order to disseminate information
in regard to the exposition, Mr. Shaw
is distributing a carefully prepared and
handsomely print2d brochure review-
ing the many features, showing that it
is not a little one city or one state af-
fair, but a national, and in some re-
spects an international fair. This
pamphlet calls attention to the fact
that while the trans-Mississippi intar-
national exposition was originally pro-
Jected to display the products, manu-
factures and industries of the

states
west of the Mississippt river, its scope
has expanded until not less than thir-

ty-five states have orzanized for active
participation. The [Inifeq States BOoV-
.ernment, appreciating the importanca

of this exposition, has constructed a
building 500 feet long and 139 feet deep,
and the government exhibit is really
more extensive than it was at the
world’s fair at Chicago.

The Canadian exhibit ig a rcmarka-
ble one; so also is the exhibit of the
Republic of Mexic), in whicn President
Diaz himself has expra=ssed great in-
terest. Among other countrie=s repre-
sented and interested in tha exposition
are England, China, Venezuela, Costa
Rica and Bolivia. Among the states
which are represented by buildings area;
Nebraska, Towa, which is spending $30,-
600 on its building and exhibits; Wyom-
ing, which will spend at least $40,000;
Colerado, Wisconsin, Illinols, Montana,
Georgia, Missourl and Minnesota, and
almost all of the other states are repre-
sented by extensive exhibits. Mr. Shaw
says that in his oninfon the Minnesota
building, the slyie of architecture of
which is that of a Swiss cottage, con-
structed entirely of unfinished Minne-
sota logs, 1s by all odds the most strik-
ing state building.

The general panorama of the exposi-
tien suggests that term 50 commonly
used in connection with the world’s
fair—the White City. White is the
prevailing color. The architectural
conception of the various buildings is
uniform throughout and altogether
agreeable. Omaha does not offer the
people of the United States a collec-
tlon of architectual monstrosities, 0Of
course every exposition must have its
midway feature and the department
of concessions have collected a large
number of novel and interesting show
features which are grouped together
In an immense area lving north and
east of the main court. Foreign vil-
lages of many tribes and nations are
represented. The street; of Cairo_have
been revived. Cripple Creek is repro-
duced in mintature. There are all kinds
of Indians and Indian en ampmen’'s and
a great many novel features. The In-
dian exhibit {n the ethnological de-
partment is probably the most com-
plete ever made.

The illumination of the buildings and
grounds at night is superior to the
marvelous {lluminations of the build-
ings at the world’s fair and of all other
expositions and exhibits which have
undertaken illumination disnlays.

NOT ON SHIPPING TICKETS.

Place Where the Revenue
Stamps Are Not Necessary.

The collector of internal revenus at Chi-
cago Las ruled that the dray ticket, or
shipping ticket, which the railroads hava
been stamping, is nothing more than a
memorandum, and need not be stampad, but
must be surrendered by the shipper to the
rallroad company for an original  biil of
lading. The Central Frelght aszociation has
1hire}f‘ore notified its members that i: will
not be necessary to stamp these shi in
tickets, but that the following no:pa;t)log
must be placed on each cne of such tickets
by the railroad company receiving the ship-
ment for forwarding: “This is a memoran-
dum only, and is not negotiable, and must b>
exchanged at the office of this company for a
through export bill of lading, t» which tha
egent of this company wiil attach a revenus
stamp, as required by law."

This means that the railroads will no: h>
required to put a l10-cent siamp on the ship-
ping ticket sent to the depot with an expor:
shipment, but can insiead treat the shipp'nz
ticket as a mémorandum and tae up and
issue a regular export bill of lading in jts
place and attach a 10-cent stamp as requirad
by ‘;nw to each of such bills of lading is-
sued.

The railroads will, however, only pay for
the stamp con the original bill of lading, th
shipper being required to provide the stamp
for each copy of the originai ha may want,

Some of the roads thought that a one-cent
stamp would be all that would b2 required
on a bill of lading issued on shipments des-
tined for Canada, British Columbia and Mexs-
ico, but have been informed that shipm:n's
to these countries come under th> head of
export shipments, and each bill of lading or
copy thereof will require a ten-cent stamp.

The ruling referred to above as madas b
the collector of {uternal revenue a: Chicigo
was made only as rcgards export shipaents,
but it a shipping ticket for en export ship-
ment {s only a memorandum and does no*
rcquire a stamp, a shipping ticket for a do-
mestic shipment will certainly not requ.re a
stamp either.

SULLY ACAINST THE SIOUX

ADVANCE SHEETS 'OF LIEUT.
KINGSBURY'S ,PUBLICATION

It Gives n History of the Expedition
That Went Afteritheé Bloodthirsty
Reds in 18G4—PBirit’ Battle Was
Fought at Killdear
Where Six Thousand
Were Euconn(el;ed.‘

Mountain,
Indians

Lieut, David L. Kfhgshury, secretary
of the Minnesota State Historical so-

ciety, has just received from the print-

er advance sheets of his new historical
publication,*Sully’s Expedition Against
the Sioux In 1864, which followed a
few months after the expedition led
by Gen. Henry H. Sibley, which suc-
ceeded in driving the Sioux westward
from his traditional hunting grounds
beyond the Missouri river.

The work contains much that is in-
structive about the interesting race of |
Indians, which composed the dominant
aboriginal population during the early
settlement of the Northwest, It s also
accompanied by a map which gives the
geography of Minnesota and the Da-
kotas before progressive civilization
had dotted its prairies with marks of
commerce. The map is said to be the
best one of the Northwest at that
time and the only one giving the exact
course of the famous Sully expedi-
ticns. The object of the expedition
led by Gen. Alfred Sully, was to further
chastise the Sioux, who had masSacred
the white emigrants of Southwestern
Minnesota, and to compel their com-
plete submission to the will of the
white man.

The Minnesota contingent of this ex-
pedition designated as the Second bri-
gade rendezvoused at TFort Ridgely
during the month of June, in 1864. The
expedition was composed of the fol-
lowing Minnesota troops: Eighth Min-
nesota volunteer infantry, mounted,
Lieut. Col. Henry C. Rogers in com-
mand; six companies of the Second
Minnesota volunteer cavalry, with
Robert N. McLaren in command; the
Third Minnesota battery, with how-
witzers and six-pound, smooth-bore
guns, twelve ambulances, ninety-three
six-mule teams and foi-gy-ﬂve scouts.
2,100 men, all mounted.

All the Minnesota ‘companies in the
Eighth were enlisted at Fort Snelling,
and many of the members of that ex-
pedition are still alive’ and residents
of this state. Directly after the troops
were mustered in, additional atrocities
by the Indians were reported, and the
brigade hurried westward, fired with
insatiable desire for revenge. One of
the first battles engaged in by the ex-
pedition was at Killdear mountain,
where the troops gave battle to 6,000
Indians, who were only partially arm-
ed. Six of the soldiers were killed,
and 100 of the redskins .were shot. In
describing the battle, Ligut Kingsbury
says: F

To soldiers or others who have not seen or
heard an Indlan charge, it cannot be de-
scribed. It is calculated to strike terror to
the hearts of the bravest. I have not the
command of words to attempt to make any
deséription of it, and can make no better
comparison,imaginary, of course, than with
the imps of hell let loose.

When the bad lands were reached,
Gen. Sully described the country to
one in his command as ‘*hell with the
fires put out.” L5 ¢

The author says that, if the_Indians
had been as well armed, as they were
later, when -the famous battle with
Custer and his men took place, the
result might have been different in the
battle which followed in the bad lands.

In further describing the country,
Lieut. Kingshury . writes  that . thou- |
sands of huffalos .were constantly. seen: |
on the -prairies, -and tbat oftentimes
more dead and dying bhuffalos were
seen than could be counted, having
been killed in a stampede. After re-
citing the hardships. and battles and
skirmishes with the red man iIn the
far West, the author closes with the
following: I

Thirty-three years have passed since the
events presented in this paper. Nearly all cf
the principal officers, many of the subordinate
officers, and many of thcse who fllled the
humble but necessary positions of non-com-
missioned officers and privates, are dead.
Some lived long enough to witness the mar-
velous changes which their bravery «nd
hardships made possible. Those of us s ill
living sce what the mcst visionary never
dreamed of, a territory, which at that time
contained a population of a few hundrads,
now possessing several millions,

As a matter of record of my regiment, and
I trust of general Interest, I will, in conclu-
sion, quote the words of one who has writ-
ten its history, that my paper may thus in-
clude a slight reference to our later servics
In the closing part of the great Clvil war:

‘“The Eighth regiment was fortunate in the
character of its matérial; fortunate in tha
harmony within; fortunate in the variety of
its service, mounted and on-foot, railrcad and
steamship; fortunate in the wide extent of tie
United States it visited at Uncle Sam’'s ecx-
ense—from Fort Snelling, via Mcntana, Ala,
gama. Washington, Fort Fisher, and South-
west North Carolina, to Minnesota again;
fortunate that in the last year of the war
it traveled more miles and saw a greater
variety of service and country than any
other regiment in the Uniied States army;
fortunate that the end of its enlistment saw
the end of the Rebellion and a saved coun-
trv. In a word, the Eighth Minnesota, in
that wonderful contest of splendid organiza-
tions of men, thinks its hénor sufficient to
claim only to be the peer ofi its fellows.

‘““And now, after twenty-five vears, a lerge
part of the regiment are still citizens of Min-
nesota, and are a full average in charac'er
and usefulness of the cjtizens of the towns
where they have since. made their hom:s.
When we know how they freely gave thre=
of the best years of their llves to their coun-
try. and then, returning poor, went to work
with a will to secure an indzpendent position~
in civil life, and hew sturdily, how bravely
they have strugzled to overcome the ob-
stacles In thelr way, it iz the crowning glory
of the volunteer soldier, and the best guaran-
tee of the future of the republic.”
