Any one who has taken the pains to watch
the habits of swine will note with what eager-
ness they incline to seek a shady spot,
whether they only want to rest standing or

to lie down. The hog has a proportionately

heavy burden to carry about with him on
his t stumpy legs, and the fatter he
grows the heavier the burden becomes. And
in this connection it may be sald that in the

details of breeding it is as important to strive
to secure muscular endowment as to insure

fat. The hog needs repose while he is tak-
ing on flesh, and that which he finds In tha
shade is much more helpful to him than that
which he takes by compulsion in the sun. It

he has the run of a pasture in which shade
exists, he will instinctively seek those places.
If there is water, he will wallow on its
brink; but If there is no water he wiil seek
the low, damp ground, if any is to be found,
viyich goes to prove that he enjoys the
greater cooiness which it supplies.

There are some hog growers who insist
that the animals thrive better where they
have access to baths, Perhaps this is so,
and, if so, it ought to be better to supply
them with this additional element of care.
They certainly enjoy wallowing in mud when
they can get nothing else; but it is argued
by some that they would prefer the pure
water to mud. The propensity to wallow in
anything is ascribed to their effort to re-
lieve themselves of the annoyance they suf-
fer from Insects. It is noticeable, however,
In those stockyard pens into which perforat-
ed water pipes are introduced overhead, that
a hog will stand a long while perfectly still
under the spray or drippings, moving his
body now. and then into different positions
to facilitate the distribution of the water
over several parts. This is surely in
obedience to instinct, inasmuch as he is not
compelled to submit to it against his wil.
The spraving Is In the nature of a shower
bath; and when the animal is thoroughly
cooled off and feels that he has had enough,
he moves away and lies down on that side of
him that Is the wettest, as if in the enjoy-
ment of its cooling effect. He drinks heart-
ily, too, if pure, cold water; and in the
trough on the farm he will often avoid the
slop and seek the water, as if to in this
manper make known his preference for one
over the other.
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THE IDEAL HOG.

A good many inquiries are constantly forth-
coming as to which is the best breed of
hogs. It is a question which will always
be answered in accordance with the favorite
leanings of the person responding, toward
one herd or against another. An excellent
answer to the inquiry: ‘“How shall we attain
the ideal hog?" is made by the Farm, Stock
and Home, without reference to any par-
t ar breed, and the suggestions contained
in the answer are worthy of wide ecircula-
tion among those who are seeking like in-
formation. This is what the writer says:
‘“How shall we attain to the ideal hog?
By carefully selecting and using a ration
of proper proportions for growth. A com-
mon complaint is: My hogs are not as large
as they used to be, are gradually getting fin-
er and smaller, and I have trouble at farrow-
ing time so that I feel discouraged and am
tempted to quit the business. I ask, what
do you feed? The answer is corn and grass
in summer, and some farmers do not fur-
nich grass in the winter; It is corn, corn,
corn. Here is one reason why thelr hogs are
reduced in size. They are developed in fat
and not in bone and muscle, and the con-
stituticn is weakened. I ask in regard to
sows selected for breeding? They say that
we select those that look the best, usually
these are fine-boned, compactly built and
fattest. I know of two purchasers who went
to a breeder and looking at his pigs said:
‘Your pigs are fine, we want coarse pigs.’
They saw their sires and they agreed that
they were coarse and big enough; they wero
shown their dams, and exclaimed ‘What a
splendid lot of sows,” and looking them over
they selected one with the smallest bone,
most compact, fattest and shortest sow in the
lot. The males used are of similar build
and zre fed on corn; thus by feeding an
exclusive corn ration hogs are developed in
fat. and as a natural result the hog must be
reduced In size, and strength of bone ana
mus=cle,

“To develop bone and muscle in colts we
feced cats. Why not feed oats to pigs? We

feed oats to work horses to maike strong
mugcles; why not to hogs for the Bame rea-
son? If the farmer wants more bone, feed
oats; if he wants muscle and good consti-
tution, feed oats; If brood sows are getting
too fat and you have trouble at farrowing
time, feed oats; if you want pigs to grow
and develop into nice thrifty shoats, let
them run to oats

at pleasure. When the
farmer Is educated upon this point of feed-
ing the cry that hogs are bred too fine will
cease forever.”
