WASHINGTON, July 15.—As a result
of the recent conference between rail-
way officials and members of the Inter-
state commerce commission the latter
body today ordered an investigation to
be held at the federal court room at
Chicago at 10 a. m., Aug 1, Into the
alleged disturbance of passenger rates
by the Canadian Pacific Railway com-
pany. The order of the commission
follows:

Whereas, It is charged by the Americanlines that the Canadian Pacific Railway com-pany has been and still is in open violationor the act to regulate commerce, making un-

ieasonable rates between various pointi in
the Lnited States, not as a measure of legiti-

reasonable demands upon its part, and thatsuch illegal conduct on the part of the Can-
adian Pacific railway will rtault, if j>eralsted
in, in the utter demoralization of passenger
rates over a large portion of the UnitedStfit-ps and incalculable damage to the inter-ests of the American lines, all of which

Shipments may be made from Chicago to
Salt Lake or to Oregon at any rate that may
be agreed upon between the shippers and the
railroad comranies.

The Northern Pacific and Great North-mare interested in having the rates through
the Ogden gateway to the Pacific Northwestmaintained, far if they are cut they will effpet
those roads in Montana. Representatives of
these roads willattend the meeur-~.
If the Union Pacific regains control of the

Oregon Railroad and Navigation company itwoulfl be able to dictate rat.^s in that terri-
tory, and the freight situation m the far West
would be much improved. For this reason
railrcad men are hopeful that the talked-of
deal between those roads will turn cut to h:-
a iaci.

I EXPRESS COMPANY BOVCOTTKTJ,

T«snil>iJie Companies Will fiat Carry
Sfci 4>ran tic KusincNs.

CHICAGO, July 15.—^The Denver &
ftlo Giantfe Express company has been
furnishing revenue stamps to its pat-
rons, while the American, Adams and
United States members of the so-called
"express combine" have refused to do
so. A circular has been issued by the
combination saying: "There will be no
through billingbetween the Denver &
Rio Grande and this company aTte-r
July 15, 1898, cm account of the Denver
& Rto Grande Express company fur-
nishing shippers internal revenue
stamps at common points, and business
Will not be Interchanged with the Den-
ver & Rio Grande, Express, except as
provided in rules governing local ex-
press."

The Combination claims it is not sub-
ject to the provisions of the inter-
state commerce act, and can Interpose
all the obstacles it chooses to com-
merce carried by other companies.

ORE ROAD PnOFITS.

Stntixtien Offered in EvWent-e hy
» cunpliilnnnts at Dniuill.

DULUTH, Minn., July IS.-T-n the ore
freight reduction hearing before the rail-
road commission today the principal testi-
mony was made up of statistics prepared by
Attorney Billson and by Statistician Thomaa
Yapp, of the railroad commission showing
comparisons between the business and earn-ings of the Iron Range roads and tho-e of
roads in this section and the heavy freight
roads of the East.

These figures showed that the Tron Ranga
roads business, charges ana profits are muchhigher than any other roads*. It was shottu
that after taking gross earnings of two
roads, subtracting operating expenses, taxes
and 5 per cent of their alleged cost rand put-
ing residue at 4 per cent interest, there wasaccumulated, excess of profit. $2.853, 57R for
the Duluth & Iron Range, and $2,305,034 for
the Dufuth, Missabe & Northern road. The
commission adjourned this afternoon until
Tuesday. _
