CITY HELD NOT AT FAULT

SUPREME COURT DECISION IN
DEHANITZ'S DAMAGE SUIT

City Not to Blame fox the Death of
the Girl Who Was Drowned at
the Garbage Dump at the Foot of

James Sireet—Clerk of Court
Held Liable for a Costly Blan-
der,

In an opinion written by Judge Buck,
the supreme court yesterday reversed
the order of Judge Willis, of the Ram-
sey county district court, in the case
of Frank Dehanitz as administrator
against the city of St. Paul. The case
was brought by Dehanitz to secure
damages from the city for the acci-
dental drowning of his daughte®, a
girl fifteen years of age, who slipped
through a crust which had formed over
a slough on the West Seventh street
flats, and was drowned,

The city of St, Paul demurred to the
complaint on the grounds that it did
not state facts sufficient to constitute
a cause for action, and appealed from
the mandate of the lower.court.
During high water in the spring the
river banks overflowed and
slough at the foot of James street. The
land upon which the slough is situated
was platted twenty years ago as
street, but never
travel,

it as a public dump for garbage.
