MAY FINE FIREMEN.
CoiinniHsionern Have the ltfmiu to

Do So Moderately.
Assistant Corporation Attorney Taylor has

rendered an opinion to the assembly com-
mittee on ways and means that the board
of fire commissioners has the right to as-
sess fines against members of the fire de-
partment. At the same time the opinion
states that the board musit make a record of
the reason for the fine and that it must notbe excessive.

The question came up by a claim made bj
Martin Finnegan against the city for $92
this sum having been held back from hia
salary in 1593 and 1894 as fines. Finnegan,
through his attorney, claimed the fines were
unjust and excessive and threatened suit un-less a settlement was made.

The fine of $72 was imposed by the fire
commissioners in December, 1894, on ac-
count of Finnegan being absent from h:scompany Quarters for a period of twelve
hours without permission. The records of
the fire board do not show for what reason
the $20 fine in 1593 was imposed and the
corporation attorney recommend.? that the
entire claim be settled by the payment of
$20. The committee had no meeting yes-
terday so no action was taken on the report.

President Aro-sin, of the fire board, stated
last evening that in the future there wou'd
be no trouble over the fining question, as by
a resolution recently passed by the board, a3
soon as an employe waa suspended his pay
ceased. By this rule the board could, in-
stead of imposing a fine, allow the suspen-
sion to stand for a time sufficient to make
up the amount of the fine considered neces-
sary and then reinstate the employe.

OLD ISSUE OF BONDS.

Comptroller McCarrfy Receives Some

Bearing Dnie of 1878.
The city comptroller \u25a0 yesterday received

from the financial «gent? of the city In New
York $08,000 in bonds of the issue of 1873.

The bonds were 'la the sum of $1,000 each,
and were issued for local improvements May
1. 1873. They were .signed by J. H. Stewart,
Mayor; M. J. O'Connor, city clerk, and John
Roche, comptroller.

The bonds were paid May 1, this year.

OAKLAND,Cah, July 19.— The works
of the Western Fuse and Explosive
company were blown up by a murder-
ous Chinaman, at 5:20 this morninp.
Five deputy sheriffs* and constables,
Who were trying to arrest the murder-
er, were killed. The dead are: Deputy
Sheriffs Charles White, eon of Sheritl
White; George Woodsum, D. C. Cam-
eron, Constables Gus Koch and J. j.
Lerri and Mrs. Hill and Gong Chung.

The Chinaman had fortified himself
in the magazine, and blew is up when
the attempt to arrest him was made.

The Celestial, who ras employed in
the works, and who caused the awful
explosion, had killed a fellow-country-
man yesterday afternoon in a quarrel
over a Chinese lottery ticket. He then
defied the officers of the law who went
to arrest him. The murderer fled into
the magazine, which contained five
tons of giant powder, barricaded him-
self, and threatened to blow up the
magazine If any one came to arrest
him.

Deputy Sheriff Charles White, son of
Sheriff White, in charge of a posse
consisting of Constable Gus Koch,
Deputy Sheriff Woodsum, Deputy
Sheriff D. C. Cameron, Deputy Consta-
ble J. J. Lerri and Deputy Constable
Harry Cramer, were on the scene of
the shooting shortly after the murder,
and kept guard over the Chinaman
within his stronghold. All the officers
were armed with revolvers. After re-
peated demands to surrender had been
made to all of which the same reply
came: "If you come here Iwill blow
up the magazine," the officers retired
for the night, within the private office
of the company, about twenty yards
away.

This morning at 5 o'clock Deputy
Sheriff Charles White, after a consul-
tation with the officers, determined to
break down, the barricade, not believ-
ing the Chinaman would carry out his
threat. Accordingly the entire posse
headed for the door.

FIRED THE POWDER.
True to his word the Chinaman fired

the giant powder, and in an Instant
a terrific explosion occurred, killing

five officers and blowing the Chinaman
to atoms so small that but one piece
baa been found. White's body wan

fearfully mangled. It was found near-
ly 500 yards away. Koch was alsubadly disngurfd, but lived lon^ enoush
to bo taken to the hospital in a patrol
waffon, where he died. Mre. Hill, who
was visiting Mrs. Pride," across the
way, was killed in the falling debris
of the building. s j

All the buildings took fire. Engines
were soon fsgrhtinE: tlve flames, but to
no avail. The works are completely
wrecked. Four houwea also are blowii
down and about forty partially wreck-
ed.

Deputy Sheriff Fred Sheritt and
Deputy Ed White escaped, but are
painfully wounded.

Deputy Sheriff Sheritt's story is to I
the effect that at 5 o'clock this morn-
ing the Chinaman called to Deputy
Sheriff White that he would surrender.
White, Woodsum and Koch immediate-
ly proceeded to the door, while th i
others followed. Just as the door was
reached the sound as of a falling:plank
was heard and then the explosion oc-
curred.

The name of the Chinaman was
Croons? Chung. The man murdered w;is

Saim Si Sing.
Coroner Wadeni and a corps of depu-

ties are searching: through the sur-
rounding fields for the remains.

Fourteen cars were blown to splint-
ers and several were burned and win-
dows were broken in Oakland, Alameda
and as far as Berkley.
