CARLISTS CROWING ACTIVE

HAVE ASKS AND AMMUNITION
IN ABUNDANCE

Believed That Authorities on the
Frontier Are Cuuulviiig With the
Revolutionists— Premier Soßnsia
Dure Not Interfere With the Agi-

tators So Lviik as They Declare
They Will IJo Nothing.

LONDON, July 22.—The Madrid cor-
respondent of the Standard says:

"The government continues to receive
from civil and military authorities in
many provinces alarming reports as to
Carlist preparations. Aims and am-
munition have been introduced by
many mountain passes into Navarre,
Aragon and Catalonia, is is supposed,
v ilh the connivance of the authorities
on both fides of the frontier.

"The Carlist agents and leaders
know they can aot with a certain
amount of impunity, for so long as the
pretender and leaders and newspapers
in Madrid publicly disclaim all inten-
tions of disturbing the psace during tiii
war, they feel confident that Premier
Sagasta and the authorities will not

dare arrest or molest Carlists. They
atsumo that Senor Saiasta cannot af-
ford to affront a large section of the
people ar.d risk civil war when his
hand? arc> full.

"In some places, how.ver, the mili-
tary governors have suppressed the
Carlist newspapers and have warned
the Carlist Juntas that stronger meas-
ures will be taken if they persist in
agitation. The CarlisUß at Madrid said
that the first risings willoccur inWest-
ern, Central and Southern Spain, their
ancient strongholds, in order to show
the extent and power of their organi-
zation."

SPANIARDS PANIC-STRICKEN.

Ffforts to Conceal Whereabouts ot

CuuEurn's Fleet.

LONDON. July 21.—The Madrid cor-
respondent of the Times cables:

"Everything is being done to keep
the whereabouts of Admiral Camara's
squadron a secret, but there is no
doubt he is at Carthagena. The peo-
ple are panic-stricken. All the Span-
ish vessels are hurrying away from
the port, knowing that the forts are
useless. It is believed that a similar
state of things exists at many other
ports. The south and east sides of
Barcelona are well protected, but the
north side is weak. A cabinet minister
at San Sebastian is reported as saying
that Santiago's fate was awaited at
Havana and San Juan, from the samecause— shortness of food and ammuni-
tion. He advocates peace. He says
the suspension of the constitutionalrights was fully justified by the agi-
tation of the Carlists.

"Commenting on the American dis-
patches El Imparical says:"

'The Americans see the hour fastapproaching of a break with the In-
surgents. The Americans must soon
realize their utter worthlessness.' The
treatment of the Spanish prisoners in
America has made a profound impres-
sion in Spain and is materially assist-ing the prospects of peace."

F_.I3I.I_TG FROM WATSON".

Spaniards Leaving Corunna to Ks-
enpe Threatened Roiimliardment.
LONDON, July 2_.—A dispatch to the

Standard from Corunna gives a lively
account of the panic in the country
owing to the fears of the approaching
American squadron. The correspond-
ent says there is a daily stream of bul-
lock carts with furniture, and the town
is nearly deserted by the better class of
inhabitants. The local papers there
have frightened the people so much
that the captain general summoned theeditors and threatened them all with
Imprisonment if they printed another
word about Commodore Watson'ssquadron. The exodus, however, shows
no sign of diminishing.

Circulars have been distributed among
the workingmen, urging them to de-
mand peace at any price, owing to the
terrible distress and lack of work.
Itis especially felt in Cadiz, says the

correspondent, and the working class
will make the demonstration, if peace
negotiations are not taken up.

PEACE PROSPECTS SLIM.

Reports of Revolutionary Move-
ments Have a Deterrent Effect.

LONDON, July 22.—The Madrid cor-
respondent of the Times says:

"Hope of a speedy peace must be
abandoned and a more circuitous route
adopted. Itis asserted that diplomatic
negotiations have been discouraged.
Premier Sagasta, Duke Almodevar, for-
eign minister, and Senor Gazzo, min-
ister of public works and instructions,
constituting a sort of ministerial com-
bine on peace, are continuing the dis-
cussion on this subject, but the cabi-
net comes to no decision. This is prob-
ably due to reports of Carlist andRepublican movements, which today
are realized to be totally unfounded."

SPANISH REVOLUTIONISTS.

Portnnue.se Authorities Take Steps
toi Repel Them.

LONDON, July 21.—Dispatches filed
at Lisbon, Portugal, July 18, but which
have been suppressed by the censor,
say that owing to the suspension of
the constitution in Spain the Portu-
guese government has ordered rein-
forcements to be dispatched to thefrontier, fearing Spanish uprisings and
the entry of revolutionists into Portu-
guese territory, as has been the case
in the past.

QIEEA'S BIRTHDAY.

Owing? to Spain's Circumstances
Ceremonies Were Snppressed.

MADRID, July 21. - This was the
queen's birthday. She was bom July
21, 1858, but, "owing to the nation's cir-
cumstances," the usual official recep-
tions and banquets were suppressed.
The only ceremony was a private mass,
celebrated in the chapel of the royal
palace. The royal family and the court
attended this service. The queen regent
has ordered that the customary fundsbe distributed in works of charity.
There were many visitors at thepalace today.

SANTIAGO MAIL.

Postmaster General Smith Issues an
Order Relative Thereto.

WASHINGTON, July 21.—Postmas-
ter General Smith today issued the fol-
lowingorder:

"Inconformity with the order of the
president, of this date, my order, No.261, of the 26th of April, last, prohib-
iting the dispatch of any mail matter
to Spain or any of her dependencies
Is modified so as to permit postal
communication between the UnitedStates and Santiago, Cuba. The mallssent to Santiago may contain mail mat-ter of all classes allowed in domesticmails of the United States, addressed
for delivery at any place within theterritory occupied by the United Statesforces in the vicinity of Santiago; andthe mails sent from Santiago may con-
tain the same classes of mall matter

addressed for delivery in the United
States, all articles included in said
mails being subject to Inspection by
the proper military or naval authori-
ties. The postage rates applicable to
articles originating In or destined for
the United States in the mails in ques-
tion are fixed as follows: First-class
matter, 5 cents per half ounce; pustal
cards, single 2 cents, double 4 cents;
second and third-class matter, 1 cent
for each two ounces; fourth-class mat-
ter, 1 cent for each ounce; registration
fee, 8 cents.

"Only United States postage stamps
will be valid for the prepayment of
postage. Prepayment shall not be re-
quired, but if postage is not prepaid in
full double the amount of the deficient
postage at the above rates shall be col-
lected on delivery to addresses in the
United States or Cuba. -To articles
originating in or destined for countries
beyond the United States the postal
union rates and conditions shall apply.
The mails for Santiago must be ad-
dressed to the United States postal
agent at Santiago, and the delivery of
any article may be withheld, ifdeemed
necessary, by the proper military cr
naval authorities. Compensation to
merchant vessels for the sea convey-
ance of mails from Santiago shall be
made at the rates heretofore paid to
merchant vessels for conveying mails
from the United States to Santiago."

VICTORY AT MANZANILLO.

Haa-v American Warships Destroyed
Spanish Shipping.

Copyrighted by the Associated Press.
PLATA DEE ESTE, Guantanamo,

July 21.— The following is the official
account, of the latest naval victory

—
that at Manzanillo

—
modestly told by

Commander Todd, of the United States
gunboat Wilmington, in his report to
Admiral Sampson:

"At7 o'clock on the mornine; of July
18 the vessels on blockade duty in this
vicinity, the Wilmington, Helena, Scor-
pion, Hist, Hornet, Wampatuck and
Os-ccola, appreached the harbor of
Mamzanillo from the westward. At
half past 7 o'clock the Wilmington and
Helena entered the northern channel
toward the city, the Scorpion and Os-
ceola the midchannel and the Hist,
Hornet and Wampatuck the south
channel, the movements of the vessels
being so timed as to bring them within
effective range of the shipping at about
the same moment.

"The firing was maintained at a
range which is believed to be beyond
the range of the shore artillery. It
was continued until after a gradual
closing in the shore batteries opened
fire at a comparatively short range,
when the ships were recalled, the ob-
ject of the expedition having been ac-
complished and the ideas of the com-
mander-in-chief carried out as Iun-
stcod them, that is, to destroy the ene-
my's shipping, but not to engage the
field batteries or forts.

"No casualties occurred on board of
any our vessels. Great care was taken
in directing the fire that as little dam-
age should be done the city itself, and,
so far as could be observed, little, if
any, was done.

"At 7:50 fire was opened on the ship-
ping, and after a deliberate fire lasting
about two and a half hours three Span-
ish transports. El Gloria, Jose Garcia
and La Purisima Concepcion, were
burned and destroyed. The pontoon
which was the harbor guard and store
ship probably for ammunition was
burned and blown up. Three gunboats
were destroyed. One other was driven
ashore and sunk, and a third was driv-en ashore and it is believed to have
been disabled.

The Spanish loss is believed to have
been in the neighborhood of 100 killed.
The gunboats destroyed or driven
ashore were the Delgado, Juantanamo,
Australia, Contionola and Guardian.

MISS SCHLEY CALLED IN

PEACE PROJECT DISAPPBOVED
BY HEB FATHER

A Relative of the Commodore on
Her Way From Paris to See the
Queen ___«__-. Her Parents at

Milwaukee Do Not Entirely Ap-
prove of the Course of the Yoaug

Lady.

MILWAUKEE, Wis., July 21.—Miss
Jessie Schley, of this city, who has
left Paris for Madrid to interview the
queen regent of Spain and Premier Sa-
gasta In an endeavor to bring about
peace between the United States and
Spain, has been told to come home im-
mediately by her father, Charles
Schley. In a letter written to his
daughter today, Mr. Schley told her
that her plan was not only impractica-
ble, but so absurd as to be nearly far-
cical.

"1 wrote her," continued Mr. Schley,
"that her action would embarrass the
commodore, bring about no good re-
sults and giye her a notoriety which
would not only be unpleasant to her,
but to us all. Iam very sorry that
her unwarranted action has created so
much publicity for her, and no good
can come from it.

"Of course Iwould welcome every
opportunity made by anybody that
would help in ending the war, but of-
fers must be regular and by constituted
authorities, and cannot be effected by
any outside organization. My daugh-
ter is of a warm, sympathetic nature,
and while abroad she got in with one
of the peace societies of which there
are several. She has always been en-
thusiastic for any philanthropic move-
ment, but Ido not endorse her course
in regard to this. She will come home
immediately."

PARIS, July 21.—Miss Jessie Schley,
a delegate of the peace societies of
Paris, started today for Madrid to see
the queen regent and Sagasta to try
to bring about peace. Next she will
go to Washington to urge the president
to stop fighting.

Strange to say Miss Schley Is a rela-
tive of Commodore Schley, her father
being his cousin. Her home is In Mil-
waukee and she Is a member of theDaughters of the Revolution. Her sis-
ter is president of the Wisconsin
Colonial Darrtesj

While the peace societies In Paris
are looked upon in the same way as

SAVING CERVERA'S SHIPS.

Hope to Raise the Cristobal Colon,
Vizeaya arid Maria Teresa.

NORFOLK, Va., July 21.—A letter
has been received from Capt. Frank
Sharp, in which he says he hopes to
raise three of the Spanish ships sunk
off Santiago by our fleet. Capt. Sharp
is in charge of the wrecking steamer
R. J. Merrltt. With twenty-two ex-
pert wreckers and divers aboard, she
sailed from he-re some time ago to un-
dertake to raise the Spanish ships or
strip them of anything of value which
could be taken off. With the conserva-
tism of his class, he does not express
his belief that he can raise the ships
in so many words, but it _a evident
that he hopes to bring the Cristobal
Colon, Vizcaya and Maria Teresa into
Norfolk harbor. The Almlrante Oquen-
do, he fears, willbe lost to us. It will
be recalled that the Merrltt & Chap-
man Wrecking and Derrick company
is under its contract with the govern-
ment to receive $800 a day as long as
the work continues, and a large bonus
for every vessel brought Into Norfolk
harbor and delivered to the govern-
ment. The wreckers, having a great
incentive, and fearing the coming of a
storm which might destroy their
chance of raising the ships, are, lt is
said, working like beavers.

BARRELS OP LETTERS.

Miss Sehcnck'a Chain Is Still In
Good Working Order.

BABYLON.N. V., July 21.—Miss Na-
talie Schenck, who is raising funds for
the Red Cross society by the endless
chain system, received about 12,000 let-
ters today, mostly from the West. At
10 o'clock this morning seven big bar-
rels filled w"ith letters were taken out
to the carriage hou,se of the country
seat of Matthew Morgan, Miss
Schenck's grandfather, and the work
of sorting and opening them was begun
under the direction of a New York con-
cern, which offered to relieve
Schenck of the work. A bevy of Baby-
lon girls were employed all day at the
work. Their nimble fingers fairly flew
as they ripped open the letters, but
only a part of the letters were sorted.
Mr. Morgan thinks that by the latter
part of the week' the- special force of
clerks will be able to assort all the let-
ters on hand and distribute the mails
received henceforth on the day they
arrive.

No money has been forwarded to the
society for several days. Mr. MdTgan
estimates that each of the six barrels
of letters contains about $700. With
the specie on hand and the $3,300 pre-
viously forwarded to Miss Leverick, of
the society, the total amount received
so far is probably not less than $8,000.
Among the letters opened today wasone addressed to Matthew Morgan
Esq., which was found to contain a
letter of exchange for £100 drawn on a
London bank in 1857 to the order of
Matthew Morgan, father of the recipi-
ent of the letter. The letter is highly
prized, and is being kept as a souvenir
of the endless chain.——

An Official to De Detailed to Super-
intend Their Embarkation.

WASHINGTON, July 21.—An official
of the quartermaster's department with
Shafter's army will be detailed by
Gen. Shafter to superintend the em-
barkation of the Spanish prisoners for
Spain. According to the terms of the
contract with the Spanish Trans-At-
lantic company, this will begin by the
25th inst., when the company will have
five ships at Santiago. Practically all
the operations _6r shipping the men
necessarily are left with the quarter-
master at Santiago, the department
seeing to it4hat the transports are at
their designated places on time.

IROftCOISf BIG TASK.

To Tow the Ship, Tacoma Prom San
Francisco! to Manila.

SAN FRANCISCO, July 21.—The gun-
boat Iroquois, formerly the tug Fear-
less, is about to undertake the longest
tow on record. 91ie Is to haul the ship
Tacoma to Manila by way of Honolulu,
a distance of 6,000 miles. The Tacoma
is to carry 100 hoises and 120 mules and
a coal supply.

SOLDIERS FRVTEIINIZE.

_len Who Were a Pew Days Since
FiKlitlngrAre Now Friendly.

SANTIAGO DE CUBA, July 19 (via
Kingston, Jamaica, July 21).

—
Hun-

dreds of American and Spanish sol-
diers who but a few days ago
were shooting at each other crowd
the streets of Santiago today, meeting
and mixingon the most friendly terms.
A general feeling of good fellowship is
evinced everywhere, victors and van-
quished apparently being equally re-
joiced that the strife and bloodshed are
over and that the horrors of the siege
are ended.

Quaint stores, with gaudy displays of
wares, are opening rapidly, and the
storekeepers eagerly accept American
money; courteously receive American
customers.

The narrow, cobble-paved streets,
grilling in the fierce sunshine, are
crowded from morning to night by
chattering groups of uniformed Spanish
soldiers and crowds of laughing, rol-
lickingmen belonging to Gen. Shafter's
army.

Great barge loads of provisions and
supplies have been going to the
wharves all day from the Red Cross
steamer State of Texas and the United
States army supply ships, and there
is evidence that privation is rapidly
disappearing. Along the water front,
under every awning, dozens of women
and children may be seen munching
American hardtack, and food is being
distributed very rapidly about the
plaza facing the palace and in the
numerous airy cafes where the officers
of the opposing armies lounged
throughout the day.

The Americans are buying swords,
medals and buttons from their late
foes, and all talk cheerily whenever an
interpreter can be obtained.

The New York and Brooklyn have
spent the day almost under the shad-
ow of Morro castle, lying as close in-
shore as possible. Commodore Schley,
with aparty of officers, visited the city
this morning, coming up the bay in a
steam launch. The Commodore called
on Gen. McKibbin and strolled about
the streets making several purchases
and apparently greatly enjoyed shore
leave. He was received with great re-
spect by the Spanish officers who
learned his name.

Lieut. Miley, of Gen. Shafter's staff,
left here this morning with a troop
of the Second cavalry, mounted, un-
der Capt. Brelt, to make the rounds
of the entire military district of San-
tiago de Cuba, and for the purpose of
receiving the. formal surrender of the
Spanish forces. He goes first to San
Luis, where there are about 4,500 of
the enemy's troops. Lieut. Miley will
then receive the surrender, In order,
of 800 men at Cobre, 1,200 at Catalina,
2,500 at Guantanamo, and 3,500 at Bar-
acoa. A total of 20,000 Spaniards are
expected to yield their arms to this
one troop of cavalry. To reach Bara-
coa, Lieut. Miley will be compelled to
ride straight across the island to the
northern coast, led by a Cuban guide.
He willride under a white flag for pro-
tection, but Gen. Toral has sent mem-
bers of his staff ahead to notify the
post commanders of the terms of the
surrender.

The wound of Gen. Linares is much
more serious than reported. His left
arm has been amputated, and tonight
he is In a serious condition.

RULING AS TO MIXED FLOUR

TAWNEY HAS ITREFERRED TO
THE ATTORNEY GENERAL

The Commissioner of Internal Rev-
enue Inclined to Stand Pat and

Insist That All Coinpa>u:ialu Con-
taining Flour Come Under the
Terms of the New War Tax—

—
Question of Inspectors Discussed.

WASHINGTON, July 21.—Represent-
ative Tawney had a long conference
with the commissioner of Internal rev-
enue regarding the pure flour regula-

tions now being formulated. The chief
point of discussion was with ref-
erence to the definition of "mlxrid
flour." The commissioner has tenta-
tively held that all flours mixed with
wheat comes directly within the scope
of the law, which would result in tax-
ing manufacturers of rye flour, buck-
wheat, self-raising and prepared flours.
Mr. Tawney differed with the commis-
sioner Inhis interpretation of the law,
and the question was argued at con-
siderable length. The representative
contended that the words "mixed
flour," which is taxable under the law,
waa Intended by Its framers to mean
"containing a preponderance of wheat,"
and was not intended to apply to rye
and buckwheat, which have an admix-
ture of wheat, as this addition improv-
ed the articles.

The commissioner replied that in his
opinion the law was mandatory, and it
was his duty to enforce the statute as
he found lt. Mr. Tawney requested
that the matter be submitted to the at-
torney general for his decision, which
was agreed to by the commissioner. The
representative will appear before the
attorney general and is confident that a
decision will be rendered declaring the
law applicable only to food products
containing a preponderance of wheat.
Itis suspected that the desire of the
department to construe the law as ap-
plicable to all food products containing
wheat is due to a wish to increase the
revenues of the government.

Another question taken up at the
conference was the application of the
law to repackers of flour. The regula-
tions as proposed would permit the
repacker to carry on business without
paying the special license tax of $12 a
year. It was decided that this tax
should be levied. The conference will
be continued and several other features
of interest willbe covered.

Mr. Tawney also descussed the ap-
pointment of Inspectors to carry out
the pure flour law. It 13 stated that
Mr. Tawney has two candidates from
the First district, but their names can-
not be ascertained at this time. Mr.
Heatwole has a few candidates from
his district, one of whom is J. 13.
Fieury, of Northfieid. Enooh Stabler,
who has been head miller in a number
of mills, has been indorsed by both
senators and a number of prominent
millers. "Winn Brackett, of Minneapo-
lis, has also been indorsed by millers,
and it is said he stands a good chance
of appointment. It is understood that
the appointments willbe made within
the next two weeks.

HAWAIIAN COMMISSION.

Members Will Sail for Honolulu on
the Mariposa, Angnst 10.

WASHINGTON, July 21.—The mem-
bers of the Hawaiian commission, Sen-
ators Cullom and Morgan and Repre-
sentative Hitt, sail from San Francisco
for Honolulu on the steamer Mariposa,
on Aug. 10. The commissioners will
meet In Chicago on Aug. 1, and pro-
ceed together, joining the Hawaiian
members of the commission at Hono-
lulu. They expect to be ready to re-
port to congress when it reassembles
next December.

Cuban Tariff Laws.
WASHINGTON, July 21.--A conclusion has

been reached as to what disposition Bhall be
made ot the prohibitory list in the Cuban
tariff laws. The only articles retained on the
prohibited list are firearms and ammunition,
oleomargarine, artificial or adulterated wlne,
and objects offensive to morality. The cus-
toms duties on the remaining articles have
been decided upon as follows:

Sugar, raw, l>_c per pound; sugar, refined,
2c a pound; honey, 20c a gallon; molasses, 6c
a gallon; saccharine, $1.50 a pound; tobacco,
In carrots, $10.50 per 100 kilogramnits, or 220
pounds; tobacco in powder or snuff, Eso a
pound; cigars or cigarettes, $4.50 a pound.

The prohibition on pharmaceutical prepara-
tions of unknown composition is removed ar.d
the rates fixed are according to the Cuban
law for the individual articles, to be deter-
mined by the customs officers.

Would lie Banker*.
WASHINGTON. July 21.—Robert R. O'Dell,

Minor and George E. Eggleston, of Minneap-
olis, have made application to tho comp-
troller of currency to organize the First Na-
tional Bank of Honolulu, wil'ha cash capital

Bonds for Minnesota.
WASHINGTON. July 21.—There are upwards

of 6,000 bond subscribers from iMinnc-_;a. Five
thousand dollars in registered bonds are the
highest amounts allotted. One syndicate In
St. Paul made a bid for $200,000, and one in
Mlnneapolls_for $150,000. From all of the lead-
ing towns, subscriptions came in from $20
to $500. More than $1,000,000 will be allotted
to Minnesota.

GOLD SEEKERS WARNED.
Shoulil Exercise Caution in Secur-

ing Their Transportation.
WASHINGTON, July 21.—1n a report to

the state department, Vnited States Consul
Dudley, at Vancouver, B. C, says that care
should be taken by those who contemplate
going to the gold fields In entering Into
transportation contracts. Certain companies
have obtained a considerable sum of money,
generally $500 for each person, upon very
ingeniously worded contracts that the per-
sons paying should be transported to the
gold fields in the north with all necessary
outfit furnished and expenses paid. In three
cases In which men have paid their money
they have been brought, at slight expense,
to Vancouver and other ports, and then
abandoned.

The men who had contracted with one of
these companies became suspicious while at
Vancouver, but after an examination by the
agent they agreed to go forward. The con-
sul says he has received a letter from one
of the party now In Fort Wrangel. Alaska,
saying that the company Induced his party
to go to Wrn'igel and after pullingthe pro-
visions up the Stlcklne for fourteen miles,
sent them Into camp, where thoy have re-
mained ever since. When asked to bo put
ahead they were put off with promises, and
now feel that the company docs not intend
to do anything. The rarty is now at the
enmp, far from home, and without money.
It consists of thirty men from the Old Bay
state.

The consul suggest?! that persons desiring togo to the gold fields of the valley of the
Yukon take every possible precaution. Hesays he has abundant evidence that severalcompanies are now and have been for some
months engaged in the nefarious traffic re-
ferred to.
