State Auditor Dunn has just com-
pleted a statement of the amounts col-

let ted from the sale of state lands. The

statement gives the total collections
for the fiscal year ending July 31, both

from Interest and payments on prin-
cipal, as 57_5.436.10, as against $496,577.1.

ooUected dm-ing the previous year, a
net increase ln the revenue from this
source of $231,539.

The moneys derived from the sale of
State lands are credited to the perma-
nent Bchool fund.

The large increase in the revenue
the sale of school lands is large-

ly accounted tor by the improved con-
dition of the state. These lands for
the most i>art iay ln the northern coun-
ties, and have been purchased by set-
tlera who have come Into the state
villi v.ry little of this world's goods.

Sooth St. P_nl Clinrnoter Dies Sn;l-

-ilonly In n Mils-ii.

"Jack" Hartr.ett, ag-ed between forty
and fiftyyears, who has been a charac-
ter around South St. Paul for ten years,
was found dead yesterday morning in
a barn near the Exchange building.
He had been sleeping in the barn of
late, and accosted P. McAuliffe about 8
o'clock. He complained of feeling sick
and asked for some lime water. This
was brought him, and then he wanted
some milk. When the milk was
brought to him he was found to be
dead.

Dr. Hodgkinson thinks his death was
due to excessive drinking.

The body was removed to the city
hall, and his father and family in Chi-
rasro were notified by telegraph. They
ordered the body buried here.

Hartnett's father is a well-to-do cat-
tleman in Chicago.

The supreme court ln two decisions
written by Judge Canty yesterday af-
firmed the Hennepin county district
court In a couple of suits brought by

i Eastern people to recover amounts
placed for investment with the firm of
A. F. and L. E. Kelly,of Minneapolis.
The titles of the cases decided axe Gen-
eral Convention of Congregational Min-
isters and Churches of Vermont against
Ole Torkelson and C. M. Haneon and
James H. Hare against Ella M. Dalley.
The suits arise out of the dealings of
Kelly& Co., of Minneapolis, over whose
realty transactions there has been co
much litigation ln the courts.

The court inits opinion characterizes
the case thus: "This Is another illus-
tration of the system of fraud prac-
ticed by the firm of W. F. & L. E.
Kelly, former loan agents of Minneap-
olis."

CHAPEL HELD RESPONSIBLE.

Must Make Good Money Deposited In
Pa nk of Minnesota.

David C. Hull yesterday, in a decision by
Judge Brill, was given a Judgment against
former Sheriff Chapel, ln a ccmphcaUd suitgrowing out of a mortgage sale made by
Chapel during his term of office.

Plaintiff held a first mortgage on certainproperty upon which there were two othermortgages. The power of sale became opera-tive, and Jan. IS. 1888. Sheriff Chapel sodthe property for $1,801.75. Hull bidding it inChapel gave Hull a certificate of foreclosureand subsequently George Hammond, holderof the third mortgage, redeemed the prop-erty. He paid CMpel $1,521.36, and receiveda certificate of redemption. Plaintiff de-
manded this money from Chapel, but in the
meantime the complications led to the mat-ter getting into court and Chapel refused toturn the money over to Hull until the casewas settled. . Subsequently the second mort-gage was foreclosed and the property wassold to the holder, D. L. HannafordDuring the unraveling of the tangle SheriffChapel deposited the redemption money re-ceived from Hammond in the Bank of Min-nesota, and when this Institution fa'led allhe had was a time certificate of denosit.
This he offered to plaintiff, but It was refused and suit was begun to hold SheriffChapel personally respo^s'ble for the amountThe court holds that S_e.i_ Chapel de^posited the money In the bank without con-sent of plaintiff. That he did so as a meansof safely keeping the amount until the le-gation was adjusted, is held to in no wavrelieve him of the responsibility. He tookhis chances in so doing, the court says andtherefore awards plaintiff judgment in thesum of $1,521.36.

SETTLED A CAMPAIGN BILL.

Solt for Biography and Picture
Withdrawn ln Coart.

The action brought against William R.Johnson, the Eighth ward statesman, by O3. Deringer, to recover $10, alleged by theplaintiff to be due for political advertisingduring the recent campaign, was dismissedin Justice Johnson's court yesterday. Der-inger Informed the court that Johnson hadpaid the bill, and the cost of the suitDeringer publishes the Saturday EveningNews, a weekly paper, and claimed Johnsonauthorized him to publish a biography anda picture of the Eighth warder. Johnson re-

fused to pay the bill of $10, and the suit wasbrought.

REFEIU-E FOR WEBB SUIT.

Robertson Howard to Sell tiie Prop-
erty and Apportion Proieeed*.

In the case of Ballls B. Webb against
James R. Webb and Sarah A. Webb, an ac-
tion to establish the title to a piece of prop-
erty ln Selby, M_ciung & Van Meter's addi-
tion, Judge Willis yesterday filed an order
appointing a referee, dlrectiag the property
to be sold, when the court will apportion the
proceeds according to the interest which eachparty to the suit la found to hold.

The court finds that Sallle B. Webb and
James R. Webb are equal owners ln the
property, while Sarah A. Webb, as the wife
of the latter, has only tho rights given a
wife in her husband's real estate. The prop-
erty Is valued at $1,500. Robertson Howard
Is appointed referee.

SOON TIRED OF WEDDED LIFE.

Mrs. V. els*' Huaband Deaerted Her
Two Week* After Marriage.

Ida Weiss began suit ln the district court
yesterday for a divorce from Isaac Weiss, on
the ground of desertion, alleging that de-
fendant left her within two weeks after their
marriage. Plaintiff is thlrty-ono years of
age, while the absent Isaac Is ten years her
senior. They were married Feb. 25, 1892, and
March 10, of the same year, Mr3.

NORTH DAKOTA'S CROP PROS-
PECTS GLADDEN THEM

H. R. Howard Says Never Before In
the History of North Dakota Have
Indications for a Bountiful Har-
vest Been So Promising State
Rapidly Settling; Up—Hop Crops

Are Doing Well.

"Never before ln the history of the
Btate have the prospects for a bounti-
ful harvest of Northwestern staples
been as promising ln North Dakota as
they are today," said H. R. Howard, at
the Merchants' hotel yesterday.
"Stretched out as far as the eye can
reach one sees nothing but the wav-
ing golden crowned wheat fields when
traveling through the 6tate by rail. It
will be but a short time now until the
reaper and tha threshing machine be-
gin the happy harvest of another profi-
table crop for Fiicker.ail farmers. With
the harvesting of another crop the old
mortgage, which has hung over the
homestead for years, will disappear,
and Mary will have a new dress and
John willget a new suit of broadcloth,
and lt will truly be a happy season
for the harvesters of a plenteous crop.

"North Dakota as well as the entire
Northwest has only commenced to be
developed agriculturally. At present
the farmers of all our Northwestern
states hang on to four or five com-
monplace staples, and do not give as
much attention as they should to crops
which would diversify the farm and
make more profitable the harvest. No
one willurge that we should grow less
wheat, oasts, barley or flax, yet there
are many equally great in importance
which lend to the diversity of the farm.
For Instance, sorghum is a crop of
which very Utile is gr.wn ln Minnesota
and scarcely any in the Dakotas. It
has been proved, b.-yond a doubt, that
this crop can be advantageously grown
in this section and with great profit. ,

"Caul fl.wer ii£ n thercrop wnich ev-
ery farmer should grow from ten to
fifty acres of. Our climate is especial-
ly adapted for this plant and If the
farmers would grow it in quantities it
would result ln a number of canning
factories being operated in the Dako-
tas and Minnesota to preserve this
product for export. A couple of hun-
dred d-ollan. an acre can be made out
of this crop. Rape seed is another prod-
uct which is given but little attention
by the farmers. It grow 3in great
Quantity to the acre and is invaluable
to the feeder and breeder of live stock.

"Our farmers are fast realizing the
advantage of a variation ln the grange.
With wheat at s.venty cents per bush-
el and a crop that more frequently
goes ten bushels to the acre than twen-
ty, the profit of a diversified product
can be readily seen.

"It is almost beyond belief the way
North Dakota has settled up during
the last year. A couple of years ago
where there was nothing but a vast ex-
parse of prairie can be seen little set-
tlements, and the prairies are dotted
here and there with the home of the
frontier settler doing his share in the
great world's harvest."

Louis Hoepker, a St. Louis hop mer-
chant, was a guest at the Mer-
chants' hotel yesterday. Mr. Hoepker
reports that tho New York and Pacific
coast hop crops are both doing well,
and stand in little danger of a frost.
The hop growers cf the United States
have largely increased their acreage
during the year. Last year's crop has
been pretty well cleaned up, and just
at present prices range high. The war
has not visibly affected prices.

Mr. Hoepker says the Northwest
market is one of the best in the United
States.

N. C. Westerfield, of Rat Portage,
was among the guests at the Claren-
don yesterday.
