PHILADELPHIA, Pa., July 22.—The
twenty-sixth annual regatta of the
National Association of Amateur Oars-
men was opened here today under the
most favorable auspices.

Ten Eyck, of Henley fame, and his
club mete, Lewis, won the senior dou-
ble sculls in fine style. The other crews
entered were Marsh and Monoghan,
and Margarum and Halstead, of Phila-
delphia. Ten Eyck and Lewis started
out in the lead, but Marsh and Mon-
oghan quickly caught them. The Wa-
chugetts pair then began to row as
pretty a race as has bcen seen here
in a long time.

MIDSUMMER BUSINESS C00D

BANK CLEARINGS SHOW BUT
LITTLE DECREASE

This Would Indicate That Business
Volume Is Considerably in In-
crease of Previous Years at This
Date, Says Bradstreet’s—Hopeful
Features Developed in Various
Lines of Trade.

NEW YORK, July 22.—Bradstreet’s
tomorrow will say: ‘“Midsummer con-
ditions still govern most lines of trade
and manufacture, but the volume of
business, as indicated by bank clear-
ings, show little decrease, and is evi-
dently considerably in advance of pre-
vious years at this time. A feature
in trade this week is the better demand
reported for wool, East and West,
largely confined, it is true, to a few
grades of wool. This appearance of
activity has given a decidedly more
hopeful tone to business, which, how-
ever, is not yet reflected in the manu-
facturing branch. Eastern wool mar-
kets are relatively the lowest in the
world, and stock held now, it is claim-
ed, cannct be replaced at lower prices
here or abroad.

“Indications that important develop-
ments may shortly be witnessed in the
iron trade accumulate, This is partly
the result of expected good orders from
railways for rails, of a larger export
business and of a good volume of sma’l
orders for various classes of steel. The
statistical position of pig iron has been
strengthened by the curtailment of
production and the reduction of stocks,
following a production of an average
of nearly 1,000,000 tons a month since
Jan. 1, but some shading, especially of
Southern iron prices, Imparts an air
of irregularity to the trade. Effects
of the reported advance in prices by
the Bessemer iron combination have
not yet been measured, and the result
of this announcement is awaited with
interest,

“Dullness has been a feature of the
cereal markets. Old wheat supplies
are rapidly decreasing, while the new
¢rop movement, while in excess of last
year, does not reach the proportions
expected. The shipping of Texas wheat
to California is one effect of the short-
age of supplies reported. Another fea-
ture of the business situation is the
activg preparation making in the coast
shipping trade for the large business
with West Indian points, which is ex-
pected to develop as a result of milita-
ry and naval operations. The renewal
of sallings by coastwise vessels and the
bractical disappearance of war risks
are accompanying features.

“Cotton is at the lowest price ever
paid at this season of the year, partly
on goeod crop reports and also as the
result of an announced intention of the
shut-down by Fall River mills. For
the latter reason print cloths are firm-
Iy held at previous quotations.

“Ccffee, though well maintained, is
very large crop fol'owing those of re-
cent vears, while world’s stocks are
reported very heavy.

“Rather more attention is given the
Klordike as the result of reported
heavy arrivals of gold at Pacifie coast
peinte,end an cu put for the season val-
ued at $20,000,000 is estimated. Advices
from ATlaska are not wholly favorable,
which is proved by reports that a large
number of unsuccessful prospectors are
anxious to get out of the country.

“Following the usual semi-annual
crop of small busiress embarrassments,
failtres have dropped to normal sum-

nmer propertions, the total for the weel
just clesed being 188, 59 fewer than last
week; 32 fewer than in this week a year
ago; 92 smalier than in this week of
1206; 51 less than in 1895, and 49 less
than in 15%4. 2R
“Cereal exports continuz of a very sat-
isfactory volume, wheat shipment for
the week (flour includ-d as svheat) ag-
gregating 2,303,409 bushels, as against
2,910,827 bushels last ‘week, and com-
pared with 1,978,828 bushels in the
ccrresponding  week of 1897, 3,073,259
bushels in 1896; 1,265,096 in 1895, and 3,-
£88.000 bushels in 18°4. Corn exports are
still in excess of last week, aggrezating
2,871.829 hushols as against 2,822,2'8 last
week, 2,208,589 bushels in this week a
year 2go, 1,822,000 bushels in 1895; 770,-
034 gushels in 1895, and 256,000 bushels
in 1894.”

WAR NOT A FACTOR.

But Reaction After a Phenemenal
Movement of Grain Has Its Effect.

NEW YORK, July 22.—R. G. Dun & Co. in
their weekly review of trade tomorrow, will
say:

“‘A state of war does not disturb business.
But react’on after a phenomenal movement of
grain causes relative loss, which many mis-
take for decrease in the volume of trade. So
much grain has been required and shipped
during the past twelve months that a decrease
was inevitable, and granger and Pacific roads
show a loss in earnings, cven compared with
1892, thcugh not much when compared with
last vezr.

““After the surrender at Santiago barely a
week of rest has preceded the sailing of the
Perto Rican forees, but meanwhile the presi-
dent’s proclamation opening Santiago to trada
in terms singularly favorable to inhabitants
there, and the rush to build up business in
Eastern Cuba are occupying the thoughts of
many enterprising firms. Reduction of one-
half in the tax heretofore paid, with honest
instead of Spanish administration, begins to
show to the Cuban residents the meaning of
the change, and they a'so learn to use meney
of which our paper dollar is as good as gold,
which for them is a long step forward.

“In the stagnant midsummer season, with
business larger than ever before, the great
manufacturers nearly all share the gain,
Once before, in 1895, with an extraordinarily
small movement prior to July, the shipments
of boots and shoes were larger than this year,
i but in no other byea- have shipments in three

weeks of July - as large. Print cloth
works at Fall River have in part combined
to curtail prcduction, half the spindles of that
city, for a-month, but in other branches of the
cotton ggods-trade no such heroic measures
appear necessary.

““There is an increased demand for woo'en
goods, though in some cases slow, yet in a
number of cases the production increases,
though .the mills are not satisfled yet.

Current earnings have also made less
favorable comparisons with the resulis of
last year, which tends to check active spec-
ulation in railroad properties, though it Is
understood that preparations are being made
for active traffic on a large scale as soon
as the present crops begin to move. While
the feeling of the professional element, which
at present monopolizes the market, i{s bear-
ish for the moment, there is an underlying
sentiment to the effect that prices fira
likely to improve in the future.
