BLANCO ISOLATED.

Ins Severed the Last Cable.
The Steamship Adria Report* Ilnv-

KEY WEST. Fla., July 25.—The cable
steamship Adria has arrived today
from Santiago. She left this port on
May 29 en a cabbie-cutting expedition,
having on board Lieut. Col. Allen, of
the United States signal corps; Capt.
M. L. Heiling?, Lieuts. Jones and Shep-
ard, and E. H. Strickland.

On June 1 she was at Santiago, and
on June 5 began her work of catting
the Spaniards off from communication
with the rest of the world. According
to the story told by those who re-
mained on the Adria, the West India
&Panama company's lines, from San-
tiago to Kingston, were attacked first,
and one cable was cut. The day after
the marines landed in Guantanamo the
Adria went there to re-establish com-
munication with Mole St. Nirholas. A
few days later the Adria had spliced
the cable where the St. Louis had cut
it,and Guantanamo was in direct com-
munication with Mole. St. Nicholas.

Her next task was to cut the line
near Aguadores and transfer it to Sibo-
ney, making a connection with the field
line to Shaifter's headquarters within a
day or so after hSa army had landed.
The French company objected to this
proceeding and notified our government
that it would not be allowed to use the
lines after July 9, so the Adria laid
the cable from Guantanamo to Bai-
quiri, and a land line thence to Sibo-
ney. Experts who were on the Adria
are positive that Havana is now cut
off from all telegraphic communica-
tions.

TAMPA, Fla., July 25.—1t was learned
around headquarters this afternoon that tho
First Florida regiment would be brought back
here from Fernandina in a few days to be
sent to Porto Rico. The Morgan sailed for
Porto Rico late this afternoon. The Third

DELIVERING NEW BONDS

FIRST SHIPMENT OF 2,000 WAS
MADE YESTERDAY

Multitudinous Details Will Make the
"Work. of Delivering the War

Loan Securities Slow—Treasury-

Department issues an Explana-
tory Statement to Subscribers—

—
Millions of Names to Write.

WASHINGTON, July 25.—The fol-
lowing statement concerning the new
bond Issue was made at the treasury
department today:

The first shipment of the new war
bends was made today. They consisted
of 1,000 bonds of $20 each and 1,000
bonds of $500 each. The public mind
is poorly prepared to comprehend the
enormous labor and multitudinous de-
tails connected with this great popular
loan. In the first place, after the re-
jection and return of thousands of
subscriptions to which no allotment
could be ma<fe, there remain about
300,000 persons to whom bonds will be
allotted and forwarded in due course
by express. It is not a question only
of 300,000 names. The name, including
state, county, town and street number
of each subscriber, must be transcribed
and rewritten in various ways at least
ten times. This is equivalent to en-
tering once thus fully extended 3,000,-
--000 or more names. This mere clerical
work is, however, but a part of the
problem, the collection of checks and
drafts received as payment for bonds,
the computation of interest, prepara-
tion of checks in settlement for same,
the engraving and printingof the kinds
or denominations of bonds, the accu-
rate disposition of these in envelopes
properly addressed; all these are a part
of the problem that must be solved
without error or omission. One simple
fact will impress the mind with the
magnitude of the operation. Each en-
velope must be sealed with three seals,
which means that 900,000 seals in wax
must be imprinted on outgoing bonds.

NECESSARILY SLOW.
Another important feature is the lim-

itation in the ability of the express
agency to receive, forward and deliver
the bonds after they are committed to
their care for this purpose- This lim-
itation is estimated by the express
company at 5,000 items per day.
And this limitation of ability may
be called a naturally prudent
limit, since on an average of only $500
in each envelope the express company
would receive as fiduciary agent $2,500,-
--000 of the securities per day, and, ifit
required an average of three days to
make deliveries, there would be a con-
tinuous trust of $7,500,000, as large an
amount, perhaps, as the responsibility
of the express company would justify
The facts thus far cited go to show
that meanwhile subscribers in thesums of $4,500 or lees may rest sure in
the certainty that the bonds willcome
to them all in due time. They must
patiently await the operation of the
government machinery. Itis upon the
subscriptions of $500 or less, for which
the money has already been received,
deliveries will be made before the
larger subscriptions will be attended
to. Of these small sums, there are230,000 in number, and it is estimated
that forty days will be required in
their delivery. From this it will be
seen that subscribers in amounts larger
than $500 will not begin to receive their
bends until after Sept. 1. From that
date on the bonds will be put in the
hands of the larger subscribers auite
rapidly, since, numerically speaking,
they aggregate less than one-third of
the number of small subscribers. In
the meantime the larger subscribers
will be officially notified by the treas-
ury department when and how pay-
ments in addition to the $2,000 deposit
are required, ard, before remitting
funds, they are requested to await
such notice. Much confusion will be
avoided.

VAIN PHOTESTS.

Government "Will Fulfill Its Con-
tract for Shipment of Spaniards.

WASHINGTON, July 25.-The war
department has received a. letter from
a New York attorney, representing J.
L. St. John, protesting against the
award for transporting the Spanish
prisoners in Spanish ships. In addi-
tion to the claims that have been male
in this matter heretofore, he alleges
that his client had not been heard re-
specting a bid which he had put in.
Col. Hecker replied to the letter, say-
ing that Mr. St. John's bid was upon
a letter denoting him a naper manu-facturer, and Mr. St. John had not re-sponded to a telegram requesting his
presence in Washington, save by a
le-tlc-r saying he was glad the contract
had been placed so advantageously to
the government. Col. Hecker also said
that the department was fully advised
as to the location of the Spanish ships
before the contract was made.

Probably before the end of the week
the Spanish company will begin thedischarge of its obligation and haveshipped" at Santiago at least 1,000 of the
Spanish soldiers on the long iourney
to Spain, a trip which it is expected
Hill occupy about fifteen days.

Word came to the war department
today through the medium of the
United States consul at Fort dy
France, island of Martinique, that the
Spanish steamship Alicante, which hasbeen lyingthere for several weeks, wasjust about to sail for Santiago to ship
some of the prisoners. It is due to ar-
rive there about Thursday morning.

LEE IS SATISFIED.

Some demonstrations have taken
place at Granada, supposed to be due
to the opposition manifested toward
the octroi tax and local disputes, but
in view of the rigorous censorship on
all questions of public order, it is dif-
ficult to ascertain the facts.

At Gargaria, in the province of Bar-
celona, a mob recently fired on thegendarmes, and an armed band, said
to be composed of jailbirds, has ap-
peared at P.anoe and Valdores. Thus
far the efforts of the authorities to
capture them have been futile. Great
precautions were taken at the ooen
air theater in the Buen Retriere G*ar-
dens in Madrid, Friday evening, owing
to an expected demonstration in favor
of Gen. Weyler, who was present, but
nothing developed.

NEWS OF THE RAILROADS

NO SETTLEMENT OF THE RATE

WAR YET

Officials of the Lines Interested Are
Preparing the Facts to Lay Be-
„£ore the Interstate Commerce
ComniiNsio'Tfat t&fe^J^cneo Meet-
ing? O. N. Express Co. Compelled.
to Act ln the 'War Tax Matter.

President James J. Hill,of the Great
Northern, yesterday set at rest the ru-
mors that have been in circulation
during the past week that the rate war
between the Canadian Pacific and the
American transcontinental lines had
been amicably settled since the visit of
Sir William Van Home to this city.

"There is absolutely no foundation
for such a report," said Mr. Hill. "The
matter is no further from a settlement
now than it was three months ago, but
on the other hand it is no nearer a
settlement."

The officials of the roads interested
in the controversy are preparing their
evidence for presentation before the in-
terstate commerce commission, which
will meet in Chicago Aug. 1, and it is
believed the matter will be thoroughly
sifted.

The general passenger agents of the
Chicago-iSt. Paul lines will hold a con-
ference inChicago today to try to ad-
just the rate question between those
cities. Itis understood that the execu-
tive officers of the lines who met in
Chicago last week have outlined a plan
for the passenger agents to adopt, but
none of the St. Paul officials who are
to attend the meeting know what the
plan is. Among railroad men here it is
the general impression that no satis-
factory solution of the question will
be found until the fight between the
American lines and the Canadian Pa-
cific is settled. The passenger agents
will appear before the interstate com-
merce commission and willendeavor to
present the case to that body so that
the commission may settle the dispute.

TAX ON EXPRESS BUSINESS.

Great Northern 'Was Between Two

The action of tha Great Northern Ex-
press company in following the lead of
the Northern Pacific in the matter of
revenue stamps, assuming the burden
instead of putting it on shippers, went
into effect yesterday. It would have
been done in the beginning but for the
stubborn opposition of the eastern as-
sociation express companies, Which in-
sisted that the Nt rthem Pacific and tho
Great Northern should stand by them
and fightagainst the tax.

The Great Northern and the North-
ern Pacific Express companies are
rivals in the Northwest, and the action
of the Northern Pacific left the Great
Northern in a dilemma. It wanted to
stand by its agreement with the East-
ern companies, but at the same time
it saw its best friends and customers
desert it for the Northern Pacific.which
quickly increased its business at the
expense of the Great Northern.

In Minneapolis the jobbers held a
meeting and resolved not to patronize
ar-y other company than the Northern
Pacific, and in other places the bad
effects upon its business was felt by
the Great Northern. The Great North-
ern waiched the exodU3 of its customers
until it could no longer bear it, and
then sent an ultimatum to the Eastern
companies demanding to be released
from its compact with them. Tr.e East-
ern er.mpanie-i refused to relesse it from
its obligation, nor would Ihr.y muke any
cc-ncessions. The Great Northern then
determined to take matters in its own
hands, and on Sunday the directors met
and decided to pay for the stamps. The
tax on the company will amount to
fuliy $12,C00 a year.

The Eastern companies yesterday
notified Vice-President Feetner, of the
Great Northern, that notwithstanding
that company's action they would not
yield to the popular demand until the
United States supreme court declares
they must. Until then they willoblige
shippers to pay the tax.

The effect of this action is said to
bo bad for all the express companies.
The railroads have accepted the rev-
enue law as it is popularly interpreted,
and a. great deal of business that was
formerly gant by express is being ship-
ped by freight. This :'s a longer method
of sending goods, but merchants are
ordering a few days ahead and are thus
savirg the cost of stamps. The stamp
is a small thingin it?elf, but for a large
house they amount to a large sum in
the course of a month.

TRANSFER OF LIVESTOCK.

Great Western Willing to Improve
South St. Pan! Facilities.

A meeting was called at the Com-
mercial club yesterday of railroad men
interested in the proposition of the Chi-
cago Great Western to facilitate the
transfer of live stock from the east
to the west side of the Mississippi
river, but, owing to the slim attend-
ance, no action was taken. Gen. Flow-
er, representing the South St. Paul
slock yards; General Manager Scott, of
the Omaha, and F. B. Underwood, of
the Soo, were the only ones 'who ap-
peared, and, as they could not accom-
plish anything, they adjourned, subject
to the call of Gen. Flower.

The Chicago Great Western proposes
to build a side track in South St. Paul
at the end of the railroad bridge, where
all cars containing live stock for these
stock yards may be switched daily and
taken together to the yards. The com-
pany also offers to maintain an engine
there to do the necessary switching
without expense to the other roads.
The proposition is for some reason not
viewed with favor by the other lines,
though they are agreed that better ar-
rangements for switching live stock
are needed.

The question of the purchase of the
New Brighton stock yards is believed
to have something to do with the hes-
itancy of the other roads to accept the
offer of the Chicago Great "Western.
It is thought that the company, which
is opposed to that purchase, has a self-
ish motive in offering better facilities
for taking care of stock than now ex-
ist, and the others do not want to act
in the premises, unless they are certain
there is nothing concealed behind the
curtain.

WASHBURN SYNDICATE ROAD.

Valuable Concession Granted by tbe
Chinese Government.

NEW YORK, July 25—The Tribune pub-
lishes the following report from Pekln,

China: Tha railroad situation in China ls
rapidly progressing. Conservatism has ap-
parently been at last thrown overboard and
the government is dealing out contracts and
concessions with almost a reckless hand. Tho
only completed line In the empire is that
from Pekln to Shanghai Kuan via Tien Tsln,
a distance of about 2f>o miles, but tho road
from Pekin to Kankow, known as the
I.uhan railway, because it connects with
the Pekln-Tlen Tsln line at Lukow bridge,
Is being pushed forward as rapidly as the
rails can ba furnished by the Han Yang
iron works at Hankow.

The only private railroad line so far au-
thorized by the government is the Han Hu-

nting line from Hankow to Canton, a valua-
ble concession, which has been granted to
tho American Washburn-Carey syndicate ot
New York.

BLACK HILLS ROAD.

An Old Rumor Once More Revived
at Deadwood.

DEADWOOD, S. D., July 25.—1t will not
be long before tho Black Hills will be con-
nected with the eastern part of the state,
if the present indications are true. It Is
learned from an official of th* Milwaukee

company that plans are being made to push
Its road across the reservation from Pierre.
Tlie company doee not own the road from
Mitchell to Chamberlain, as is generally
supposed, but has a lease on It which ex-pires the present year. It Is said that thecompany will not renew the lease, but will,
Instead, build from Armour or from some
point along the road between Mitchell and
Redfleld.

FLOUR RATES STAND.

Eastern Roads Will Have to Accept

the Proposed Tariff.

The flour committee met in Minneapolis yes-
teu-sny morning and decided that notwithstand-
ing ihTT'eiuaal of the Eastern lines to accept

its reduced Huou? ra^l^ would adhere to
Its determination to put them nriC-^ect'

This action was taken because the coßffijJtr
tee believes It can force the Eastern linos to
protect flour shipped at Its rates over their
roads. Several of the Eastern toads have
signified a willingness to accept the new
rates, and the committee felt that if they
did so the other Eastern road's would have to
follow suit whether they liked itor not, and
that it held the upper hand. These roads that
now refuse to accept the new tariffs may col-
lect overcharge on shipments If they insistupon it.

But in order to arrive at a friendly solu-
tion of the trouble tho committee will go
to Buffalo Friday and there meet representa-
tives of the recalcitrant roads and talk the
matter over.

. MUST HAVE CIGARETTES.

Chinese Cannot Roll Them by Hand
Fast GnooKli.

The steamer Columbia, which left Tacoma
for China and Japan last Wednesday, had an
unusually large and valuable cargo of Ameri-
can goods and breadstuffs for the East. Sho
carried., among other things, 200 sacks of
flour for Yakohama, 44,040 sacks for Hong
Kong, and 21,624 sacks for Nagasaki. She
also carried 310 kegs of printing inks forYokohama, three cases of cigarette machinery
for Kobe, fil sacks of seaweed for Hong Kong,
19 cases of American firearms for Hong Kong
and an immense quantity of American sheet-ings, domestics and cotton drills.

FREIGHT RATES RESTORED.

\u25a0Western Lines Resume Their Nor-
mal Tariff After a Year.

CHICAGO, July 25.—A1l freight rates were
restored to normal tariff today on the Weste:n
roads. In this way was brought to a close
a long-continued and disastrous rate wr.
While it was in progress, many millions «f
dollars were recklessly thrown away.

For twelve months rates in all parts ot treterritory west of Chicago have been b^dl/
demoralized. No section escaped. It Is diffi-
cult to determine whero the ill results were
most seriously felt. Prom St. Paul to thi
gulf, and from Chicago to the Pacific coast
the ravages of the war were experienced.
But for it earnings of the roads would have
shown phenomenal and unprecedented In-creases and stockholders would hava been en-
riched by the enlargement of dividend pay-
ments.

WILL INSPECT THE LINES.
