CAMP THOMAS, Chickamauga, July
25.—(Special.)—It rained nearly all day,
and drills and parades were Iu large
measure suspended. The rain probably
had nothing to do with it, but for
scme reason the departure of the Thivd
brigade for Newport News did not take
place. The movement is expected to be-
gin tomorrow, and it is believed the
First Kentucky will lead the movement
of the men under Gen. Fred Grant.

INSURGENTS ARE UGLY.

Have Been Warned to Not Return
to Their System of Brigandage.

NEW YORK, July. 25. — Dispatches
from Santiago say: The Cuban in-
surgents, encouraged by the corre-
spondents of a sensational New York
newspaper, are retarding the work of
Military Governor Wcod in restoring
order in the city. They are still dis-
gruntled becatise the town was not
delivered over to them. The Span-
iards are accepting the change of gov-
ernment in Santiagdb with good grace.
The insurgent forces have left the
American camp and gone twenty mlles
into the interior. They have been
warned, under the threat of extreme
penalty, not to molest Spanish resi-
dents or return to the old system of
bri dage.

Tg}:ﬁe %rere fifty funerals here yes-
terday of refugees who dled as the re-
sult of the scarcity of food at El Ca-
ney.

Syanuago is still shert of food. The
streets are full of beggars. The house-
helders have been ordered to clean
their houses. A big sanitary force is
at work. There is great need among
the Americans of lemons and preserved
acid fruit. 'The Spanizsh company
having the contract for the deporta-
tion of Spain’s surrendered iroops.has
notified them by oable to be ready to
start next week.

The American heroes, during the
heat of the fighting, compelled to force
every step of their way, were burled
where they fell, with the scant cere-
mony of war.

Near the Quasina block house, which
the rough riders stormed and took
geome days previous to the battle of
San Juan, twenty-five are buried in
one grave. Chaplain Vandewater, of
the Seventy-first New York, sald the
burial service twenty-five times In one
day. The bodies of Capt. Capron and
Sergeant Hamilton Fish were buried
here. Botk were taken home on the
steamer Hudscn, which started Thurs-
day, by Nicholas Fish, father of the
dead sergeant. At the last ford before
San Juan hill it is estimated that forty
of our men were burled in trenches.
Twenty lie in the trenches at the foot
of the hill at El Caney.

Owing to the necessity of feeding the
starving, caring for the wounded and
establishing an orderly government in
the province, the reinterment of the
brave men buried in the jungles has
been impossible. Ultimately, however,
they will be given a proper burial,
Only the bodies of the officers will be
sent home, Coffins will be provided for
the men.

Scovel Sr. Going.

DES MOINES, July 25.—Dr. Sylvester
F. Scovel, of Wooster, 0., wired this
morning canceling his engagement for
the local college commencement speech,
lsaying he must go to Cuba to get his
son, Sylvester Scovel, out of difficul-
tles.
