It is only in response
to foreign requirments that the grain mar-
kets and the granger stocks move together
and the future needs of foreign countries and
the dimensions of foreign crops are not vet
sufficiently defined to indicate what the mar-
ket for our surplus grains will amount to.
Authoritative  statements of world’s reserves
of old wheat show them to bes at a very low
ebb. But prices abroad reflect the conviction
of an abundant new crop from foreign wheat
producing countries.
