The news in The Globe yesterday

the exception of a step up all around,
filled the hearts of the officers withmingled emotions. General regret was
expressed by all that they were to lose
one of the best men who has com-
manded a regiment from Minnesota,
but. if the change must come, say
they, they are glad that one of their
own is likelyto be at the head of the
organization in which they have placed
all their hopes. Each man now feelsthat, if the report should prove cor-
rect and the exigencies of war should
again create a vacancy above him,
that the precedent established willpro-
ttct him in the seeurement of that
which Is his by right, and that in the
future the man with the political pull
will fint' his opening at the bottom of
the list and not over the heads of those
who have worked faithfully to make
the regiment what it is.

This feeling was not confined a.one
to those who bear commissions. Thehumble private likirs to feel that, if It
be his to merit promotion, he will be
recognised in the natural order of pro-
motion. Take away the feeling of hope
for a rise in grade, and there is very
little left in the private's life for whichhe is subject to congratulation, except
the satisfaction of knowing that hewas ready to respond to his country's
call.
If the developments of the next few

days still show that Col. Shandrew's
safety Is in the civil walks and thenecessary appointments are promotions
to those already in the service, then
this one act of Gov. dough will makeevery man 1r the regiment happy.

Senator George N. Wilcox is the ac-
credited representative of the Hawai-
ian government, and he will carry out
the ceremonies of annexation. The
islands are about 1,500 miles distant
from Gahu, "Position doubtful" is
the way they are noted on the latestcharts.

LETTERS FROM THE THIRD

FRIENDS OF THE REGULARS
HEAR FROM SANTIAGO

Many Missive* That Were Mailed a
Pew Days Before the Surrender
of Santiago Tell of the Fighting

in Which the Port Snelline Boy«
Took Part Stckneas Prevalent,
but Not an S.rlous us Might Be.

A bundle of letters was received yes-
terday at Fort Snelling from the men
at the front, being the first word re-
ceived for two weeks. The letters
contain more of merely personal in-
terest than those heretofore received,
as there 'has been practically no fight-
ing since the last mail.

A letter from Ca.pt. M©Andrews, dat-
ed June 29, says that nearly all of the
men, from colonel to private, have had
an attack of fever, which he describes
as in most cases very mild. It seemed
to completely enervate the men for
four or five days, but at the time of
writing they were getting better.
Lieut. Baker was the only one who
had been dangerously ill,and he was
recovering. For himself, Capt. MeAn- j
drews said that, while sick, he felt as
if all his vitality had left him, bat
since his recovery he felt really better
for the attack.

The following letter was received by
his family from Quartermaster John
A. Clark, of the Third, who, by the
way, was the first of Shafter's army
to enter Santiago, being sent as an es-
cort to the French suite. Lieut. Clark
has been in intimate relations with
Gen. Shafter, and his letter willbe full
of Interest to his friends:

BURIED IN HONOLULU.

Mrs. C. BjfeC. Reeve Tells of William
Sull!vjmiN Interment.

The Minnesota men who have laid down
the burden of life in far-away Honolulu did
not die among strangers or bereft of any cf
the kindnesses that are the solace of the sick
bod, for the tender hand of sweet woman
helped them in their bed of pain, and loving
hands laid them to rest. The following let-ter, received by Pat Callahan, regarding his
nephew. Will Sullivan, speaks for itself:

"Honolulu, H. 1., July 18, 1898.— Dear Mr.
Callahan: Iam sorry to b» the bearer of
bad news for you. Wll'.iam Sullivan, whr>belonged to the Thirteenth Mlnmfiata reg-iment, died the morning of the 17th of July.
No need to advise him to be a good so'di^r;
he has done all he could for his country giv-en his life for it. Though he was in no bat-tle, It wa3 just as much a sacrifice as if hehad been. When we left the steamer together
he was only Brightly siok: he was not bai
enough to be carried, and walked a block.
The hospital people did all they could Itseems to m«. The priests, Iam told, werevery kind to him. This Is a hot country
and any one coming from the cold state tlmwe liveIn feels enervated and listless all thetime, so that was against his getting well.
The Catholic church had a beautiful service

ot song for the unfortunate man; he had a
handsome coffin of dark wood, with silvertrimmings and a plate for hla name. Thiswas covered in the church by a black velvet
clolih embroidered in silver. When this waa
taken off there wh» an American flag. The
pallbearers were men from the ship Mohican
in the harbor, and sailors in white uniforms
escorted the hearse, and afterwards flrod
three volleys over the Grave*!' Then the bu-
bler played the taps. There were three beau-
tiful bunches of flowers :on Ithe coffin, and
when at last the grave waa covered, the flow-
er*almost covered it, and sou was left.

"The American minister and his wiff, to-
gether with many Americana, were at the
funeral and went to the fcravo. Nothing was
left undone for the soldlere of the Thirteenth
Minnesota. This Is the' first; we have lost,
although four were left bare quite sick. Be-
hind the hearso tn«rchatf c company oi the
Hawaiian guard. There willbe grnt by a Mr.

NICARAGUA^ CANAL.

Pretiideiit Said to Favor Us Speedy
Completion by Thin Country.

"WASHINGTON, Aug. I.—Ex-Senator
Warner Miller,of New York, the pres-
ident of the Nicaraguan company, and
Senator Morgan, the leading advocate
of that project in congress, had a con-
ference on the Nicaraguan canal ques-
tion with President McKinley today.

Premier Brinson Approves War Pol-
icy of tlie United Stntes.

"The course of the United States
throughout the war with Spain has
been noble. It'has been a revelation
to Europe. In my opinion, when the
American conditions of peace are
known, the world will be astoni^ied.
Iexpect that the United States will
take pride in showing greater modera-
tion then any of the old world powers
would display under similar circum-
stances. Europe has no right what-
ever to meddle in the negotiations. My
government at least will not attempt
to dictate what the United States shall
do. Other powers may try to make

pression, and the men fear they will
not see active service. No intimation
has been given as to how many of the
fifteen regiments to be selected by
Gen. Wade will be drawn from Camp
Thomas, or from which corps those
who are favored will be drawnThe Fifth South Carolina, the lastregiment to depart from Chickamauga
was given a royal send-off on the oc-
casion of its departure for Jacksonville
to Join Lee's corps. Speeches were
mads by representatives from theTwelfth Minnesota and the Fifth Penn-sylvania, with which regiments it hasbeen brigaded, and from the SecondMissouri, a neighboring regiment.
Speeches were also made by Col Al-ston, Lieut. Col. Tillman, Maj. Stokes
and Maj. Earle. The band played"Dixie,"and the men cheered. Patriot-
ic selections, "Suwanee River" and
"OldKentucky Home," followed.

The Fifth was one of the most pic-
turesque regiments at Chickamauga
Its ranks are filled with men who
come from the first families of South
Carolina. They possessed pride, tem-
per, and temperament characteristics
are remarkable. Incidents in their life
at the park willbe recalled. One man
made bad whisky that killed one of his
comrades. Another committed suicide
Outside of deaths by violence therewere none in the regiment. All of the
men were skilled marksmen, all are
hot-blooded and eager to go to thefront, and, of any of the Seventh corps
go on an immediate expedition, theirregiment will be pretty certain to be
Included.

The Chattanooga Odd Fellows aredoing good work among the soldiers
at Ciiickamauga park. It has been es-
timated by officers at the park that
there are nearly 2.000 Odd Fellowsamong the troops in the camp and
hospitals. While the order has no hos-
pital of its own, and no lodge has aspecial dispensation on the grounds,
there has been a great deal of quiet
work done In the way of holding meet-
ings and looking aft-r the sick broth-
ers. On Sunday afternoons they hold
public meetings for the benefit of the
soldiers, in which the leading speakers
have been -men h'gh in the order, who
have enlisted in the service of their
country. Bcs'd:s th?re social meetings
they systematically visit the hospit-
als, see that the sick members of the
order receive the comforts that they |
condition -of the men to the subordi-
nate lodges to which they belong.

The Knights of Pythias of local
lodges have rented a handsome resi-
dence in the best part of the city, fur-
nished it,and are taking care of their
sick brothers at Camp Thomas, free
of cost to them. This Knights of Pyth-
ias hospital is already fillingup.

The government needs more mules
at Chickamauga. There has been a
slump in the mule market. Since the
government has quit buying the price
has fallen from nearly $100 a mule to
about $75. When the government be-
gan to want mules old ones could bp
had for $5 or $10, and good mules for
$40 or $50. But the demand cf the gov-
ernment shoth the price up to $75. and
then it reached $ICO. The We?t was
scoured for mules, and combinations
arose. Now that the government has
been supplied almost fully the price
has fallen.

MORE OP THE THIRTEENTH.

Their Stay in Honolulu Was Con-
(iidernl>ly Drawn Gat.

ON BOARD CITY OF PARA. Anchored

Outside Honolulu Harbor, July 9. IS3S.—The
departure has been long drawn out. Thursday
morning we were tcld to be aboard at 12.
Those arriving there for the most part stray-
ed, though some got a sh.jre leave till 3:30.
The colonel then went ashore, returning at 5,
to give us shore leave until 10:45. Friday
morning no shore leave was givtn, and we
steamed away at 10 o'clock, all six ships cf
the fleet near together. But when we ar-
rived about ten miles out. having long be-
fore dropped our pilot, we halted. Then
rumors thick and fast flew about and we
finslly learned that the machinery t.f the
Indiana was somewhat out of repair, so »'s
all steamed back outside the harbor. At 11
we were signaled that the repairs were com-
pleted (defective boiler tubes was the ciusa

of the trouble) and that steam would be up
in the repaired boiled and that a start
would be made at 2:30 p. m.

The City of Newport brought some mail
to us, but it is exasperating in the extreme
to know that we havp aboard three mail
bags for one regiment filled with matter ad-
jdressed to us at Manila, and until we ar-
[ri\a there the government will not permit
|them to be opened.

The necessity for a goad appearance ashore
has worked wonders in the appearance of
the men from a tonsorial standpoint. For
the first few days there was no shaving
done, but one by one those who got their sea
logs used a razor or were operated on by

1one of the r.avy profess'on. all barbers aboard,
who willnever be paid if we arc sunk before

j the next pay day. Of course, upon arrival,
:clean shaves were the order of th< day. ex-
cept those who are growing beards, and ten

tdays gave them a very resptctable appear-
ance.
I There was no break ln hospitality until the
time of departure, but a much longer stay
would have worn out our hosts and hostesses.
The arrival of the Astor battery upon the
scene Thursday rather feded the uniforms of
even our officers, for their jaunty uniforms
of linen duck trimmed with red. including
epaulettes for all. were very striking and
the personality of the men did the rest. We
have many kodak fknris on board, and it 13
to be hoped that some of the views taken
In Honolulu will reach The Globe, as they
will be very interesting, especially those
showing the troops at thp sprp?d.

There is less mixing of ofiicors and men
here than in camp, owing to the former be-
ing quartered aft, but the kindly care the
officers have taken in making tho men com-
fortable has been greatly appreciated. They
have seen to it that we had feed of tho
proper quality and quantity by enforcing
careful care of our company quarters, and
have done much to make them habitable.All the men in Company E have signed
their names to a long sheet of paper to be
sent to our captain's wife. Mrs. Spear, who
was in San FrmncUco during our stay at
Cau>p Morrttt. Mrs. Reeve, who has accom-
panied the clonel thus far on the ship will
proceed by passenger steamer to Hong Kong
from Honolulu.
