Mr. OUflllaa, as will be seen i
by his Bt&tement, has gone about tho busi- i

inv methodically and with a double pur-
pose in view. The first is, of course, to
make money. The second is to develop |
the industry along lines with spe- j
elal reference to the production of high j
class bi'Of cattle. His remarks, therefore,

are especially instructive, as well as inter-
esting. They are as follows:

1 abandoned Mack cattle and now breed Short-
horns, which Isell to my neighbors. Calves I
fix months old usually bring me about $25
each, ("attic of this gra^e are worth four
or five times as much. My object is to im-
provi the blood of the cattle in the neighbor-
hood, so that wheu Ibuy the calves Ican
Xi t good feeders.

There are no set rules for feeding. The
condition of the cattle, the price of the dtf-
ferent kinds of feeds, the relative abundance
ol each, and the preference of the feeder
will determine what must be used. When
shelter is needed, my cattle always have
barns and sheds to run in and where they
can be fed and watered if necessary. Iaban-
doned the stall and stanchion method long
ago. My general ]lan is about as follows:I plan to Find about 150 steers to mnrket
Nov. l. Ifeed a peck of corn daily from Jan.
1 of that year until .May 1, then turn them
Into pasture and con'inue feeding the same
am.iunt of grain until Aug. 1. At this timethey are put on a full feed of shelled <ornwith about one pound of oil meal daily un-
til Sept. 1, when they receive three pounds
of oil meal each day until they are market-ed. During this period of three months I
aim to keep corn constantly In the feedtroughs. Water Ik at hand at all times. Tlie
cattle when sold ore about 31 months dd.

The second lot of cattle, of about the samenumber, I begin feeding Jan. 1, and piv-
them about eight pounds of corn and in addi-
tion all the hay. fodder or coarse roughage
they will eat until grass comes: then IIn-
crease the corn ration to about twelve poun-as
daily, feeding this amount until Sept. 1, aft?r
which they are put on a full feed of huskedcorn with three pounds of the meal to fin-
ish. They are generally ready for market
about Dec. 20. Thtse are shipped when 33
months old. The enttle that are fed corn
in the shock are fed In two large pastures,
whie-h are covered with a heavy coating of
blue crass. These are changed eich day anaare followed by stock cattle, whnh eat up
much that the fattening stock willleave.
It is difficult to gay how much it costs to

the market extremely dull, though sales ofrough are moderate, and Uiere are good or-

drrs for wax and kip and for satin, grain
and kangaroo.

Hl«le«— Chicago reports free selling by
packers at low figures, although country hides
are not bo generally reduced in price.

Again a sudden rush of large salgs
at Boston appears covering three big transac-
tions of 700.000 lbs each, and one of 500.000,
making the aggregate for the three chief
cities 7,039,300 for the week, and for four
weeks 21,919.200 lbs, of which 12,511,400 were
domestic, against 46,109,200 last year, of which
21.538.5(K) were domestic, and 32,689,950 in

1892, of which 21,448,900 were domestic. Prices
are not given for the large transactions, but
a better general demand is now reported from
manufacturers, with considerably increased
inquiry, especially' for medium and fine me-
dium wool.

this as any reason why they should quot i
lower prices than they have been asking, un-
less as happens o.cr.sionally they are cl rry ng
larger supplies than are deemed desiiaMe.
Agents are s;lll reserved la their effort gs of
woolens for spring, and buyers are just a3 in-
different.
