MILLS TO RESI'ME.

OslikoNh Men Decide I'non Wednes-
day as n Starting Time.

OSHKOSH, Wis., Aug. I—An attempt
will be made Wednesday to start the
factories which have been wholly idle
since the riot of June 23. The sash and
door men have determined to try it
again. They have held several meet-
ings, and, acting in "concert, will Wed-
nesday morning steam up and receive
applications from all laborers who see
fit to come. Whether the workmen will
respond is as yet an open question. The
manufacturers claim they have assur-ances of crews sufficient for present
needs. The strike leaders are just as
confident and defiant as they have been
all along, and assert that the exodus
of strikers from the city and the un-
wavering determination of those re-
gaining willprevent the factories get-
ting crews. Many persons predict
trouble Wednesday, claiming the law- j
less element of the strikers Is still un-
gubdued and that the men will not re-
main idle while other men take theirplaces.

NEWS OF THE RAILROADS

EASTERN EXPRESS COMPANIES
ISSUE A CIRCULAR

They Explain Why They Refuae to
Pay the Tax Claim They Cannot
Afford It—Montana Board of
Equalisation Decide* to Raise the
Amie«snient on All Railroads In
the State Local Notes.

The Eastern Associated Express com-
panies have issued a circular explain-
ing why they oppose the payment of
war revenue tax stamps. The circular
is as follows:

Capital end bonded indebtedness of all
railroads In the United States, $10,850,000,000.

Capital stock of express companies In the
United States, $55,000,000.

Express capital stock amounts to only %of Iper cent of the capital stock and bonded
indebtedness of the railroad companies.

If there were added to the capital stock
and bonded Indebtedness of the railroad com-panies, viz.: $10,800,000,000, the unfunded and
current indebtedness as well, $725,000,000, it
would mako a total capital stock, etc., of$11,575,000,000, making the relation of the to-
tal railroad capital to express capital, as
99G.10 is to 4.10. And yet, according to a
statement of Senator Wolcott, of Colorado,
in the senate of the United States, the total
number of business ransactlons by the ex-press companies (not over ten companies all
told) approximates the total number of trans-
actions by all the railroad companies put to-
gether—more than 1,000 In number.

A bill of lading for a trainload of hard-
ware from Pittsburg to San Francisco, or a
trainload of grain from Chicago to New York,
valued at thousands of dollars, requires only
a one cent stamp, yet a package valued at
$1, going from Boston to Brookline, with
charges cf 25c, requires the same

—
a one

cent stamp. Here it is seen why railroad
managers raise no question as to a t3X,
which if paid by the express companies would
border on confiscation.

"That circular ought to be satisfac-
tory," said William A.Naylor, general
superintendent of the American Ex-
press company, in this city, to a re-
porter for The Globe. "It is very
easy for those who knew nothing about
the express business to say we should
pay the tax. But see what it means.

"We have figured the matter and wo
find that the average express rate is
30 cen'rs. A stamp costs 1 cent or 3^£
cents for every $1 of business. That
means a tax of 3% per cent. That is
a heavy tax. The railroads on the
other hand are required to pay 1 cent
enly on a receipt for a whole carload
ol goods. The difference is very great.
Railroads can well afford to pay the
tax, but express companies cannot.

"It is said express companies arc
lacking in patriotism. Ido not think
so. This express company, for in-
stance, notified its men that those who
enlisted in the army for the war would
receive half-pay while absent and
would be restored to their positions
when they returned. That expense is
a tax in itself. When you add stamps
to it the tax becomes very large.

"I think the circular will convince
fair-minded people that the express
companies have taken a sound stand on
this ouestion. Individual shippers can
afford to pay the tax, but the com-
par.ies cannot."

READING OFFICIAL HERE.

General A^ent Kindred, Formerly
With the N. P., Going West.

General Agent Kindred, of the Phila-
delphia & Reading, was in the c!ty
yesterday. He is traveling to the Yel-
lowstone, and may go to the coast.
His party includes Councilmen Buck
and Klemmer and Former Harbormas-
ter James Anderson, of Philadelphia.
They occupy a private car. They came
to St. Paul over the Chicago Great
Western, and will go West on the
Northern Pacific this morning. Mc-
Kindred was formerly connected with
the Northern Pacific in this city.

"Railroad matters are dull in the
East," said Mr. Kindred to a reporter
for The Globe. 'The Philadelphia &
Reading is not interested in the rate
war investigation, for it does not run
much outside of Pennsylvania.

"We are now building an under-
ground roadway in Philadelphia. The
purpose is to abolish grade crossings.
We could either depress or raise the
tracks, but the city preferred that we
should depress them. The work has
been going on for a year and will take
another year before it is completed."

Mr. Kindred said he was glad to
breathe Minnesota air again.

"It has been very hot and humid
inthe East this summer," he said, "and
it seems good to get where the air is
clear and invigorating."

Mr. Kindred called upon President
Hill, of the Great Northern, and Presi-
dent Mellen, of the Northern Pacific,
and introduced his guests to the rail-
road magnates of the Northwest.

DIDN'T BIRX THAT LETTER.

Oi'p of President Van Home's Epfs-

<l«s Siirtiiifv in OhieiißO.
CHICAGO, Aug. I.—The interstate

commerce commission met in this city
today and discusfed the question of tha
alleged disturbance in passenger rates
by the Canadian Pacific Railway com-
pany. All the members of the commis-
Bion were present, Martin A. Knapp
presiding. The United States circuit
court room, where the commission met,
was filled by railroad representatives
from several states who gave evidence
on which the commission willbase its
conclusions.

During the afternoon a livelytilt was
occasioned by the proposal of the
Amercan roads to introduce in evidenca
against the Canadian Pacific a letter
written by Sir William Van Home,
president of the Canadian Pacific, in
which the writer laid down the proposi-
tion that Canadians meant to keep
Canada, for themselves, and that the
interests of the Canadian Pacific de-
manded that American roads should be
excluded. The letter was admitted as
evidence after a hard fight.

During the afternoon General Pas-
senger Agfnt Eustis, of the Burlington,
was on the stand replying to questions
relating to the demoralization in rates
to Alaska. He was in the witness chair
when an adjournment was taken and
will be there when the hearing is re-
sumed tomorrow. No evidence of im-
portance was obtained from him.

FI,OtR RATE QUESTION.

Twin City Railroad Men Will Dls-
ew Them Again Toduy,

The St. Paul and Minneapolis rail-
road men who attended the flour con-
ference at Buffalo last week returned
yesterday, but they reported that no
definite settlement of the flour question
has been effected. They will meet In
'Minneapolis today and consider several
things that require their attention lie-
fore an argument between the Eastern
lines and the Western lines can be
reached.

The flour rate was taken from the
schedule of freights agreed to in the
pooling plan of the Western Trunk
line meeting held recently. This leaves
the question open for independent ac-
tion. Several of the pooling lines said
they went into the pool with the un-
derstanding that flour should not be
included in the schedule.
It is thought that the flour rates will

be raised.

WANTS MORE TAXES.

Montana* Board of E<inall*atlon
Raises the Assessments.

The Montana board of eauallzatlon has
surprised the railroads by Increasing their
assessments. It was believed the board
would be satisfied with the present rate of
taxation. The board has Increased the valu-
ation of Uie Northern Pacific $100 per mile;

the Great Northern, $200 p«r mile: the Mon-
tana Central, $500 per mile; and it has re-
duced the valuation of the Oregon Short
Line and the 'Burlington.

The total Increase of valuations It $119,220
bringing the entire railway valuation uu to$13,753,273.

RAILWAY VALUATIONS.

South Dakota Board Heady to Take
Up tlie Question.

PrBRRE. S. D., A&ff.L—'While there
•was a rather warm .time on the board
of equalization last year when t_e as-
sessment of railroads was up, this year
promises a still warmer contest. The
representatives of the roads will be
here and ask that their valuation be
based upon the valuation set by the
United States court In ths suit against
the Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul
railway, which was practically $8,000
per mile. With this as a basis, and the
assessment made on \u25a0 the basis of allother property In the state

—
at about

one-third Its actual value
—

the roada
would be given a value of about $2,700
per mile, while at present the valua-
tions run from $1,000 to $4,200 per mile,
according to (the location of the line!

A valuation on this basis would re-
duce many of the lines In the state,
instead of making a rise. The con-
tention which will be made against
such an assessment will 'be that the
value of the franchise should be taken
Into consideration, as well as the valueof the property, and on this an effort
will be made to secure a raise on prac-
tically all the lines operating in the
state. Petitions are being sent in, ask-
ing that the value of railroad prop-
erty be largely increased, and a flat
assessment of $5,000 per mile is be-
ing asked for.

The state board of equalization and
assessment met this morning and or-ganized by the election of Gov. Lee,
chairman. An adjournment was taken
to tomorrow, and Wednesday wns ser.
for a day of hearing of any railroadrepresentative who desired to make
statements in regard to railroad as-
sessments.

RAILWAY NOTES.

A steamship pool which amounts In effect
to a trust now controls passenger traffic on
all North Atlantic, Continental and Mediter-
ranean steamship lines from ail the .const,

ports. The new order went into effect yes-
terday. Steerage business a/one was formerly
controlled by the pool, but now it will man-
age all classes of passengers. The result
is that first and second-class passenger rates
on all lines have been advanced 10 per cent,
and any agent caught cutting rates will be
disqualified.

The Hamburg- American steamship line has
ordered from the Vulcan Iron works, in Stet-
tin, Germany, six new steamers, which are
to have a speed of three knots in excess of
the speed of the fastest North Gsrman Lloyd
steamers. They will reduce the time be-
tween Hamburg and New York very materi-
ally.

The Tengarire, of the Beaver line, will
make her first trip from Montreal Aug. 24.

Tho local association of general agents and
commercial agents are planning a junket to
Puget sound for next week. They will prob-
ably go West on the Great Northern and re-
turn on the Canadian Pacific.
