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NINE SCHOOLS CONDEMNED

HEALTH COMMISSIONER STONE
SAYS THEYAREUNSANITARY

Grant, Harrison, Ames, McClellan
and TildeiiBalldlnK9 Should No*
Be Opened, He Thinks, Until
There Are Marked Improvements
Made Dry Closets Are In Dis-
favor.

The health department having madean inspection of the several school
buildings, Dr. Stone yesterday advised
President Zimmermann, of the sichool'board, as to the inspection, in, the fol-
lowing letter:

"A thorough investigation by thisdepartment shows that the Grant,
Harrison, Ames, McClellan, Rice,
Smith, Hancock, Murray and Tilden
schools have dry closet systems, and
Ido not hesitate to condemn all the
closets and recommend that wherever
it is practicable these buildings be
connected with public sewers, and
where this improvement cannot be
made the dry closet system be remov-
ed and outside vaults built.

"The Hancock school is in a decided-ly unsanitary condition, sufficiently so
to condemn it until the dry closet sys-
tem and the soil under the closet pits
have been removd. At this building
outside closets should be constructed
at once.

"The Rice school buildingis in an al-
most equally bad condition, and should
not be opened until this nuisance has
been removed. The public sewer is but
one block from this building, and con-
nections with it should be made tit
once.

"Ifyour board finds this impractica-
ble this year, outside closets should be
constructed before the opening of the
school.

"With reference to the Smith school,
we found it to be in a much better
condition than the other schools men-
tioned above, but the surroundings are
bad. Two large ponds of stagnant
water in close proximity to the build-
ing should be drained or filled. Iwould
also respectfully suggest that city
water should be put in the building
and the well now in use filled up.

'The S. S. Taylor building has" out-
side closets within twenty feet of the
building, the same being practically
connected with the building by a cov-
ered passageway. Iwould recommend
that the vault be removed to a dis-
tance more than twenty feet from the
building, and that the passageway be
ventilated by substituting lattice sides.
"In conclusion, Iwould recommend

that tile dry closet system be com-
pletely done away with at the earliest
possible moment in all school build-
ings containing them, and that all out-
side closets which have been in use be
cleaned prior to the opening of the
school buildings."

FIXEDPAY OF SWEEPERS

ALDERMEN DISPOSED OF A NVM-

BER OF IMPORTANT MATTERS

New Dope Ordinance, the School
BndKet, New Market Measure, and
a Number of Other Important
Matters "Were Discussed by the
Municipal Body Which Repre-
sents the Wards.

The beard of aldermen at the meeting last
evening passed an ordinance fixing the pay
of the men who sWeep the asphalt paved
streets at $1.25 per day.

The ordinance was introduced by Aid.
Bantz a mon:h ago, and since that time has
bp.'^n in the hands of the committee on
streets. The committee recommended an ad-
verse report, on the ground that the board
of public works had entered into a contract
with the men, and even if they wer* paid
less than $1 a day the con>'.ra<:ts would have
to stand.

Aid. Murphy and Ban<tz insisted that the
street sweepers should be paid fair wages,
and contended that no contracts had beensigned. The regular employes of the street
force were paid $1.50 per day for eight hours'wcrk, and the street sweepers, who worked
ten hours, should receive the same wage.

Clerk Brunson, of the board of public
work3, s:ated that no contracts had been
signed by the street sweepers, and that some
of them bad refused to work at the price at
which they had contracted. In such cases
new men had been hired at $1.25 per d3y.

After some discussion the ordinance was
amended so as to provide that the men ba
paid ?1.25 per day and passed.

The ordinance fixing the market hours
from 6 a. m. to noon was passed by a vote of
8 to 2, Messrs. Knauft and Donahower vot-
ing in the negative. Both the gentlemen who
voted against it claim it Is unconstitutional.
The measure win go to the mayor for his
signature today.

The committee on ways and means recom-
mended the passage of the resolution auditedby the comptroller, appropriating $500 from
the emergency fund to furnish supplies to the
United States volunteers passing through the
city. Aid. Blome-ulst was opposed to the
resolution for the reason that, in his opinion,
it was not proper to pay from the city funds
for entertainments given by the Commercial
club or chamber of commerce.

The resolution was lost, the vo fe being 7
to 3, with Messrs. 31omqulst, Knauft and
Reeves against its passage. The money being
taken from the emergency fund, it required
a four-fifths vote. On motion of Aid. San-
born the vote was reconsidered and the mat-
ter referred to the committee on ways andmeans for investigation.

The resolution requiring the advertising
bon^d or fence on University avenue, be-
tween Grotto and Avon streets, removed waspassed, after considerable discussion. Aid.Bantz, who introduced the resolution statedIhe fence was 360 feet long, and v^ put uj:within half an inch of the sidewalk. It had
blown down four times and was dangerous topedestrians. If it was allowed to remain It
should be removed back ten feet from thesidewalk, as provided by the ordinance.

The corporation attorney advised that the
law required such fences to be ten feet from
the sidewalk line, and on this opinion"

the
resolution was unanimously adopted.

The Trades and Labor assembly Indorsed
the resolutions passed by the Commercialclub relative to the concessions to be grant-
ed by the city to the Great Northern rail-
road.

FlnaJ orders were passed for the grad-
ing of Hamline avenue from Grand to Sum-mit avenues, and for a sewer on East Sixthstreet, from Hope to Arcade streets

The mayor and city clerk were directedto execute a lease with the Manufacturers'
union for the lower floor of the Markethouse at an annual rental of $1,000 per year

A resolution directing the city engineer
and the council to designate the kind ofpavement to be used by the street railwaycompany on the streets over which the uniondepot loop will be operated was sent to
the committee on streets.

Preliminary orders for constructing three
miles of gravel paths in the Second wardwere passed. The paths will take the place
of old wooden sidewalks.

An ordinance prohibiting the erection ofpoles and wires on Marshall avenue was
passed. The Northwestern Telephone com-
pany was by the same ordinance given theright to put poles on Selby and Finn ave-nues and also on Prior avenue from Selby
to University avenue. Another provision of
the ordinance prohibits the erection of any
telegraph or telephone poles or wires in the
district bounded by Selby, Herschel, Cleve-
land and University avenues.

The contract with the St. Paul Cartage
company for the collection of garbage In theSeventh ward from Aug. 5 to Dec. 31 wasapproved. The bid was $1,197.

The contract for paving Wabasha streetbridge with brick was awarded to Sher-
