At the same time the Manufacdturers’
union presented the following com-
munication touching on the same mat-
ter:

The Northwestern Manufacturers’ assccla-
tion desires to add Its support to the peti-
tion presentéd to you by the citizens’ com-
mittee of St. Paul and the resolution . for-
warded to you by the Commercial club for
an -adjustment of the misunderstanding be-
tween the city and the Great Northern Rail-
way company.

This association, In co-operation with the
Commercial club and a large number of the
influential women of the city, are making
every efiort to create a larger municipal
patriotism, towards the support of home in-
dustries,

It is well known that the growth, wealth
and prosperity of the Eastern cities has been
and is mainly due to the factory and the
workshop.

The liberality with “which the past and
present council have assisted our efforis to
encourage and enlarge the industries -of this
city causes us to believe that the differences
between the city and the Great Northern Rail-
way company Wwill be treated by the present
council in the same spirit, and that nothing
will be done to trammel or prevent the
Great Northern Rallway company from mak-
ing. its contemplated extenslon to its work-
shops and plant.

The petition, the letter of the mayor,
and also that of the Manufacturers'
union, were referred to the joint com-
mittee on streets from the assembly
and board of aldermen.

The ordinance of Ald. Bantz fixing
the pay of the sweepers on the asphalt
paved streets at $1.25 per day was sent
to the committee on streets without
reading.

The resolution directing the removal
of the bill board fence on University
avenue, between Grotto and Avon
streets, went to the same committee.

Preliminary orders for the paving
with asphalt of Arundel street, between
Holly and Marshall, and Mackubin
street, between Summit and Marshall,
were passed.

The resolution directing the payment
of $300 to J. H. O'Brien for extra work
done on the Cedar street sewer was
reconsidered and referred to the com-
mittee on streets. The corporation at-
torney advised that it would be illegal
to pay O'Brien the amount.

HERDICS FOR COMO PARK.

Proposed to Give Visitors a Cheap
Means of Transportation.

At the park board meeting yesterday
afternoon, a resolution was passed di-
recting that in the future each car or
train of cars, leaving the station at
Como park, should display a sign stat-

neapolis or St. Paul,

Coples of the resolution were ordered
sent to the officials of the company,
and the president of the park board
was instructed to take such action as
was necessary to enforce tke resolution.

The secretary of the board was di-
rected to notify S. E. Olson, of Min-
neapolis, that the two large bill board
signs at the entrance to Como park
were a violation of the intent of the
law and requesting that the signs be
removed.

President Wheelock said the signs
and all signs in the vicinity of public
parks should disappear. With consid-
erable feeling Mr. Wheelock continued
along this line, saying: “I hold it to be
the sacred duty of any citizen when a
Lill board Is put up in his neighbor-
hcod, to take summary action.”

Supt. Nussbaumer informed tre board
that the price of labor had advanced,
and that the men engaged in park work
were being pald $1.25 per day, and it
was possible that the wages would have
to be raise’ 25 cents more per day.

The particular effect of this, the
superintendent said, would be that the
opening and grading of Midway park-
way would cost- considerable more
money than estimated. .

MIDDLE RIVER DRAINAGE

STATE HAS FINISHED NEW
DITCH IN POLK COUNTY

State Commission Will Make a Trip
to the New Work in a Week or
Less, It Being the Last of the
Druinnce ﬁy-tém Provided For by
the Appropriations Up to the
Present Time.

The contractors having the work In
charge have just completed the Middle
river ditch in Polk county, the last of
the  irrigating ditches of the Red river
valley, being constructed under an ap-
propriation made by the last session of
the legislature,

The commission will make a trip of

‘Inspection next week.

In round numbers $100,000 has been
appropriated by two sessions of the
legislature, and the last appropriation
which became dvailable directly after
the session of 1897, has been entireiy
exhausted and no more improvements
can be put on the system of waterways
and irrigation in the Red river valley
until the next legislature meets, when
it will be asked to make a liberal ap-
propriation for this purpose.

The river bed of the Red river is
higher than the surrounding country,
and the ditches are constructed in lo-
calities where they can best be utilized
in drawing the water off toward the
iland. The long droughts in this locality
have made irrigation necessary and the
eftorts of the farmers, who have built
lateral ditches_from their lands to the
main ditches, thus cecuring a reliable
and almost perfect system of irrigation.

The Middle river ditch just completed
by the commission has required nearly
two years to construct it, owing to the
fact that the land through which it
runs is of clay soil and being very
keavy and sticky, it i8 impossible to
make rapid progress. The work has
been completed satisfactorily, it is said,
and while on the ground the state
drainage commission will investigate
the needs of other sections of the vai-
ley and report to the next session of
the legislature. = 5

The great benefit which. thes= ditches
have wrought to the Red ‘river valley,
will necessitate quite a large appro-
priation to carry on the work next year,
as there are two countles which have
received very little assistance from the
state In this direction, and these will
not be left out in the suggestions which
will be made by the commission in re-
viewing the work accomplished, and
that which could be undertaken with
expediency before the legisiature next
winter.

Ezra G. Valentine, president of the
commigsion,
on business, and as soon as he returns,
probably in a few days, the commiss'on
will meet in St. Paul and make a tour
of the Red river valley counties.

It is not improbab’e that Gov. Clough
may accompany the commission this
time, althcugh on former trips he has
been represented by his private secre-
tary, Roland Hartley.

BAZILLE MAY SUE.

County Will Not Pay His Claim for
Clerk Hire.

The county commissioners last evening dls-
allowed Abstract Clerk Bazille’s claim of
$7,500 for clerk hire, and he will be obl ged
to sue the county for the money. He ap-
peared before the commissioners and offered
to compromise the claim for $4,000, but Coun-
ty Attorsey Anderson advised the commis-
sioners that if the claim was good Mr. Ba-
zille was entitled to receive every cent of
it, and if it was no! good, then he was not
entitled to a cent. He belleved the matter
should be tested jn the courts, and after a
lengthy executive st i
decided to allow Mr.,
desires,

All the commissioners were present and
Mayor Kiefer presided. Mr. Bazille appeared
and explained his case. He said that when
he took office the law of 1891 was in force,
and he pald two clerks $2,000 a year, with
the understanding that the county would re-
imburse him. There was a change in the
law governing ‘salaries and fees, and a law
of 1885 was re-enacted. Under that law he
would have been entitled to $7,500. But he
was willing to let the matter go if the coun-
ty would pay back go him what he pa‘'d to
the clerks. He sald that the clerks would
not be entitled to recover the amount of their
salraies from the county because the county
did not pay them.

Mr. Anderson contended thaf there should
be a full settlement of a just claim, or a
loss of every cent of the claim if it was
not legal, and he argued that a proposition
to compromise the matter looked as though
Mr. Bazille himself was In doubt as to its
justice.

The board went Into executive session and
decided to follow Mr. Anderson’s advice.

Sheriff Wagener presented a clalm for $22,-

for fees which he has turned into the
county treasury, instead of keeping. He
claims that while his office was a fee office
it was changed to a salarled office illegally.
He obeyed the new law and accepted.a salary,
but now, it I8 alieged, he is not entitled to
the salary, and he wants his fees and all the
money he had turned Into the county.

The matter was referred to the committee
on claims.
