Price and Freight Dectina Uniform.
One of the tables in the bulletin of

the department of agriculture is of es-
pecial value to those who, amid the
clamor of conventions, commissions,
courts and the hustings, over the re-
lations of railways to the public, are
endeavoring to get at the facts that j
judgment, unbiased by prejudice or er-
roneous statement, may be formed. The
American loves fair play and is ready
to give it when informed as to what
fair play requires. He is quick to re- |
sent the granting, under any form of
law, of special advantages to any one
or anything, and he is as ready to
"grin and bear" the vicissitudes of for-
tune, ifassured that all share alike and
that some other fellow is not getting
an extra ration of molasses.

One of the complaints of which the
country has heard the most in these j
years of depression is that, while prices j
Of produce and products have been j
hammered down under the various
forces, the rates charged by the rail-
v.ays for transporting them have re-
mained stationary, and that this is due
to th? special advantages enjoyed by
them. Undoubtedly railway managers
have resisted as best they could reduc- j
tions in their earnings, just as we all
have, whether we work for wages or
sell the products of our labor. It is hu-
man nature and, withal, a very com-
mendable trait of it. But the statis-
tician of the agricultural department
has compiled data that show that rail-
way managers have had to bend to the
forces that made every other industry
bow, and that over a series of years
the decline of railway rates has been
steadier than was the derline in prices
of farm produce, the subject taken by
him for comparison.

He presents the comparison between
farm prices of all leading products and
ton-mile freight rates by the percen-
tage method. He takes the average
price and rate for a five-year period,
1867-72, as a basis designated as 100.
Then he gives the yearly average rates
of price of each product and of rates
of freight from lS^ to 1896, to that
basis, thus presenting to the eye, in
shape readily grasped, the fluctuations,
declines and rises. The movement of
average farm prices is seen to be very
irregular, corn, for instance, being 120
in 1R74, 76 in 1875, and 131 in 1881, as
compared with the base level of 100.

iWheat, that stood at 72 in 1878, was 102
!in 1879 and 88 in 1880. The column
Igiven to the annual average ton-mile
j rale shows no such fluctuations, com-
j paratively none at all, the greatest be-
i ing an upward movement of six points

J in 1883, four of which were lost the
| following year and all and more the
j next. The reduction in this column has
| been practically continuous. As com-
j pared with the base level of the five-
j year period, the ton-mile rate was 8S
j in 1873 and 44, or 50 per cent less, in

Taking the averages of farm prices

and ton-mile rate in 1874 for compari-
son with the same in 1896, we get the
following striking demonstration that
the forces of depression have operated
with practical uniformity:

In the twenty-two years the price-
lowering tendencies have thus worked
with comparative equality. Farm
products, being subject to world-wide
influences and the vicissitudes of the
reasons, naturally show greater varia-
tions than does the ton-mile average,
subject, mainly, to domestic conditions!
But the important deduction that findsample warrant in these statistics is that,

j in spite of favoritism, ifany there has
been, and of exceptional advantages',
railways have had to share in common
with producers the effects of the uni-
versal tendency to lower prices.

Roosevelt's Error.
Col. Roosevelt has committed a

serious eror. Being himself a gentle-
man, and a genial, brave-hearted one
at that, he recently wrote a private
letter to the secretary of war, with the

Iassumption that he, also, was a gentla-
-1 man, suggesting, with the knowledge
and approval of Gen. Wheeler, another
gentleman possessed of many of the
personal characteristics of Roosevelt
himself, that the cavalry division,
which includes the "rough riders," be
transferred from Santiago to Porto
Rico. Col. Roosevelt, in his impulsive,
Rpncrous way, took occasion, in his en-
thusiasm, to classify the men in his
command as being "as good as any
regulars, and three times as good as
any state troops." Doubtless his
thoughts were about that time agitated
over the memory of the conduct of the
Seventy-first New Tork volunteers.

Roosevelt's real error was in assum-
ing that Secretary Alger was as much
of a gentleman as himself. This as-
sumption was wholly Inexcusable and
constitutes his only offense. Alger's
veneering is so thin and transparent
that, if his heart should ever,, by any
chance, venture to make an unselfish
throb, it would be promptly detected
and indicate the immediate dissolution
of soul and body.

Rocse-velt's letter was dated July 23
at Santiago. It was addressed infor-
mally "My dear Mr. Secretary," was
quite respectful in tone and evidently
not intended to do injustice to any one.
On Aug. 4, just twelve days after-
wnrds, and immediately following the
publication of the letters of Col. Roose-
velt and other division and brigade
commanders of the army at Santiago,
urging upon Gen. Shatter the impor-
tance of immediately removing the
command from Cuba to the end that
they might be spared from death by
pestilence. Secretary Alger, at Wash-
ington, gives to the press a copy of this
private letter together with his cabled
reply of that date. This reply was 111
the nature of a rebuke to Col.. Roose-
velt, altogether unnecessary in the cir-
cumstances, a breach of gentlemanly
decorum, and at best a cheap bid for
favor with the volunteers. Had Roose-

velt's letter been an official paper,
which obviously It was not, the secre-
tary might have had a reasonable ex-
cuse for regarding it as presumptuous,
though in no manner does itreflect con-
tumaciousness or insubordination. The

inference Is natural that Alger's vanity,
which he can easily exalt above either
patriotism or humanity, was wounded
by the knowledge of Roosevelt's part in
the general protest against the re-
moval of the army to the interior, and,
in a petty fashion, he took advantage
of the existence of that gentleman's
private letter to administer an indirect
rebuke. But the people are jiot so cap-
tious as their vain but boorish and
bungling secretary of war, and will
doubtless see to it that Col. Roose-
velt's earnest letters, first for the trans-
fer of his command from a camp of
pestilence to a scene of military ac-
tivityand usefulness, and, secondly, In
the name of humanity, to the end that
an army of brave men shall not be
needlessly sacrificed by disease, in
obedience to the orders of an incom-
petent secretary of war, shall not be
permitted "to spoil the effect and
glory" of the victory of the army at
Santiago.

The country has borne nothing in this
war with so much unjustifiable patience
as the continuance of Alger as the head
of the military department.

"After the Coffee."
The dispatches Inform us that the

Hawaiian commission, consisting of
Senator Cullom, of Illinois; Senator
Morgan, of Alabama, and Representa-
tive Hitt, of Illinois, were entertained
at luncheon in Chicago Thursday by
the Hon. Alexander H. Revell, presi-
dent of the Union League club. "After
the coffee," the report adds, "the mem-
bers of the commis3ion and others
made brief speeches." Senator Morgan
was among the first to deliver his senti-
ments. There is nothing remarkable
about that, because Senator Morgan
can talk just well before as after cof-
fiee; and, besides, he is not a man who
would ordinarily be likely to extract
much inspiration in the way of speech
from that innocent beverage alone.
Be that as it may, however, he was
certainjy enthusiastic. After declaring

that the annexation of Hawaii would
result in the construction of the Nic-
aragua canal, that Cuba was already
free, and that Porto Rioo belonged to
the United States, he ascended, pre-
sumably on the aroma of the coffee,
to the loftiest flightof eloquence mark-
ing the occasion, by thrillingly an-
nouncing that our flag had been raised
in the Philippines, and that no man
InAmerica would permit it to be haul-
ed down! Then, returning abruptly to
his native land, he exclaimed that not
only would the Nicaragu-a canal be
constructed, but that there would be
a ship canal connecting Lake Michigan
with the Mississippi river and the Gulf
of Mexico,and one between New York
and Albemarle sound, as well. Surely
it was due to a lack of breath rather
than a lack of ideas on the subject of
general expansion that he failed, there
and then, to connect, by a commercial
waterway, the great Salt Lake of Utah
with the Pacific ocean on the west and
the Missouri river on the east. It is
eomewhat suggestive that the current

Iof the senator's thoughts in his post-
prandial dream of empire should be
persistently set in the direction of wa-
ter!

He contented himself
with declaring for coaling stations at
Samoa, in the Ladrones and at Ma-
nila, but squinted violently towards
territorial expansion by declaring that
"Jefferson was the greatest imperial-
ist this country ever produced"

—
a dec-

laration which was unquestionably due
to the quality of the Chicago coffee/
inasmuch as Senator Reagan, of all
other men, is entitled to. absolution of
the charge of knowledge of anything
concerning Thomas Jefferson. But the
Louisiana purchase in 1803, by Jeffer-
son, though a popular consummation
in its day, and only accomplished by
straining or absolutely ignoring the
constitutional technicalities standing
in the way, was a very different prop-
osition from that of the present, which
involves the embarkation of the gov-
ernment upon a colonial policy
embracing the possession of an archi-
pelago comprising 1,400 d;stant islands,
8,000 miles distant from cur own shores,
and populated largely by semi-barba-
rians. However, this argument doe3
not Just now properly fit into the case.
The main element entering into the
situation, at present, is the liquid ele-
ment of Chicago coffee and its effect
upon the ideas and speech of the dis-
tinguished strict constitutionalists of
Alabama and Texas above mentioned.

for the price at which the owner de-
sired it assessed. The board inquired
into the amount of the total assess-
ment for North St. Paul, as a result of
all the kicking, and found that' it was
about $50,000 less than it was last year.
Whereupon they passed a resolution
raising the total to the amount as-
sessed against the property last year
and ordered the raise to be equally dis-
tributed over the whole district.

The board will resume Its work this
morning.
