TROUBLE FOR MNINTIRE

MAY HAVE TO FIGHT TO HOLD HIS
POSITION

The New License Inspector Is Fif-
teen Years Over the Age Limit
Fixed by the Charter for Those
Eligible to Appointment as Pa-
tr(.(lmen—'Snpreme Court Has Al-
ready Passed on That Poilnt.

M. L. MecIntire yesterday qualified
as patrolman. He filed an application
with the mayor after having been ex-
amined by Dr. Artz, and the mayor
then presented him with a commis-
.s_}on. The commission states that he
is appointed a member of the police
d}'partment as a patrolman, and as-
signed to the special duty of license in-
spector.” Mr. Mclntire states in his
application that he was born in Bloom-
ington, IIL, in 1848, and is, therefore,
over fifty vears of age, fifteen years
over the prescribed limit in the char-
ter, which says patrolmen must not, in
order to be eligible to the police gde-
,partment, exceed the age of thirty-five,
Threats were made yesterday that Me-
Intire will be compelled to defend his
right to hold his job in the courts,
through mandamus Proceedings. It is
claimed that an attempt will be made
to stop his pay, and in this way aa
early decision In his case can be had.

A prominent attorney yesterday said
that the supreme court has already
L::.A.Qsed on a similar case, Yorks vs. the
City of St. Paul. It will be remember-
ed that John Yorks was appointed to
t}_\e force by Mayor Wright and was
discharged by Mayor Smith. The as-
seml:!y concurred in York's dismissal
but his case wasg never passed on b);
t!m board of aldermen. Yorks sued the
city for back pay, alleging that he was
not dismissed according to law. The
supreme court held that, although reg-
ularly confirmed by the assembly as a
patrolman, the action of the assemhiv
was illegal, inasmuch as he was over
the prescribed age at the time he was
confirmed. The court decided that he
was not a legal patrolman at any time,
and therefore could not recover. 5

THEY TOOK TWO STEAMERS TO
FRONTENAC LAST NIGHT

Today They Will Hold Their Annual
Picnic At Lake Pepin, With Ath-
letic and® Other Sportx on the
Programme—Some Some of the
Local Officials Will Honor the Oc-
casion With Their Presence.

That railway clerks care not to be
daunted by storm was proven last night
when about 150 of them, of both sexes,
braved the elements and went on the
Henrietta and Vernie Mac and two
barges to Frontenac, where their pic-
nic ig to be held today. The boats
were to have started at 7:20, but, on
aecount of the wet weather, the de-
parture was postponed two hours.

The Vernie Mac came down the river
from Minnehaha with a crowd of Min-
neapolls clerks, half an hour later
the Henrfetta left the dock. A number
of the committeemen, who did not go
on the Henrietta, took passage on the
Vernie Mac. The entire party will stop
at Red Wing for breakfast and will
then proceed to Frontenac, where they
will arrive at 10 o’clock.

The Burlington line will carry all
who wish to attend the picnic today.

CHILDREN THE SUFFERERS

By the Marital uLisagreements of
Michael Conlin and His Wife.

Last night the army buiflding on
Robert street had to-get along with-
out its regular guardian, for Michael
Conlin was in the county jail on a sen-
tence of fifteen days for contempt of
court. The fact that Mr. Conlin had
brought the sentence upon himself did
not particularly lessen the extent of
the infliction that was visited on him
or his children, for the children were
left alone at the Conlin home on York
street as a consequence of their fa-
ther’s incarceration. The man was
committed for having failed to obey
the mandate of the court to pay his
wife attorney’s fees and alimony pend-
ing ‘the trial of the suit for divorce
which he has brought against her.

Two mentks ago Conlin brought guit
against his -wife for divorce, alleging
that he would not longer live with her,
and making some serious charges. She
answered by coming into court and
asking for lawyer’s fees and mainte-
nance pending the trial of the cause.
The hushand was ordered to pay her
25 to carry on her defense with, and
$13 a month®for maintenance. In July
he appeared in court and said that he
could not pay the monecy; that he was
in receipt of only $50 a month as night
watchman at the Army building, and
he had to keep his children. He was
given until Aug. 1 to make the pay-
ment. He still neglected the behest of
the court, and yesterday when he was
brought before Judge Bunn he showed
that he had paid all his money for nec-
essary expenses and had none for the
woman. As the court had considered
the man’s condition in assessing him,
Judge Bunn could do nothing, he said,
but commit him for contempt.

Conlin told Sheriff Wagener that his
children would be without care, and
wanted to have them brought to the
county - jail to stay there during his
sentence. The sheriff, of course, had
to deny this, but the man will be per-
mitted to see them regularly.

MISSIONS ON THE YUKON.

Rev. John Pringle Writes of the

Needs of the Church.

Rev. John Pringle, of St. Paul, who
is now in British Columbia and Alaska
doing missionary work among men on
the Yukon trail into the gold country,
has an interesting letter in the West-
minster, a Presbyterian organ publish-
ed in Toronto. He speaks of the un-
settlement resulting from the uncer-
tainty of the road construction, and
says:

I hardly dare advise the church in the pros-
ent emergency. Glenora must be held. Tesl'n
must also have an ordained man ard D a'e
Lake, about seventy-five miles distant, ought
to be manned. Of course the pro pacio s
are scattered, but they can be re ched in
summer by boat and in winter by dog-train.
Glencra and Telegraph Cre:k can b>
wrought together. They .are twelve miles
apart and the trail is trying to lungs and
limbs. But it can be done.

My work is, in some respects, sat’'sfac'ory,
I have large congregations. My cturch has
for floor the road, for roof the sky, for pulpit
two logs. My congregation has numter:d
since the opening of navigat'on from 310 to
800. Most of them are Kiondiker:, and th-y
need, most of all, the go:p-l of gcod cheer.

No church organization has as yet been pos-
sible. Men are here today and away tomor-
row. It would be hard just now to g:t sx

SAFETY DEVICES IN USE

FACTORY INSPECTOR MOERSCH

REPORTS THAT THEY INCREASE

State Labor Bureau Chronicles a
More Thorough Compliance With
the Law Requiring the Protection
of Labor in Mills and Other Man-
ufacturing Establishments——Bus-
iness Is Prosperous,

Factory Inspector Moersch returned
yesterday from a trip through the
northern part of the state, and reports
that several new industries have lo-
cated in Douglas and Otter Tail coun-
ties, and there has been quite a re-
vival of activity in the old plants.

At Alexandria a new washing ma-
chine factory has just gone in and is
in full operation, giving employment
to twenty-five men. Scattered through
the northern counties a great number
of small manufacturing establishments
have gone into business, and the crop
brospects have lent an increased feel-
ing of confidence in that section of the
state.

Mr. Moersch states that everywhere
Increased safeguards are being placed
on the life of the employed in manu-
facturing . establishments. Employers
are taking better care of their em-
ployves, and equipping their machinery
with such safeguards as will reduce
the death rate from accident. Since
the factory regulations went into effect
in this state the death rate has been
materially redaced.

“Many people have an idea,” sald
Mr. Moersch, #‘that a greater number
of the accidents occuring in manufac-
turing establishments are caused by
carelessness in: working around belting,
but this is not the case. The largest
proportion, fully 50 per cent, is caused
by exposed set screws, and exposed
bolts and collars.. The more modern

-machinery is equipped with safety col-

lars, bolts and set screws,; but there
is a great deal which even now is pat-
terned after the old style, and causes
many accidents in the factory. There
Is a good deal of machinery shipped
Irto the state which does not have
these safety collars and bolts.

“There are,” continued Mr. Moersch,
“many accidents which occur from
time to time In mills and other manu-
facturing establishments for which
there is no remedy, and no matter how
much precaution is taken they are’
bound to happen occasionally. A cou-
ple of weeks ago a man was killed in
a mill In Duluth. He had been in the
mill business for twenty years, and the
accident was directly caused by care-
lessness. His clothes became entan-
gled in a wheel, and he was almost in-
stantly killed. The only way to guard
against such accidents is to use ordi-
nary care, and wéar light tight-fitting
clothing. Where it can be done, belt-
ing and shafting 1s boxed, but, in the
casé of the millwright who was killed
at Duluth, the nature of the machinery
would not permit of its being boxed
over.

“The department has an emergency
chest, which it recommends to the
employers of all factory labor. It costs
but a comparatively small amount, and
a large number of establishmants have
been equipped with these. The depart-
ment also issues a poster, which gives
general directions for the care of the
injured until a physician arrives.

“The ‘emergency chests’ are almost
invaluable to every factory, because in
a great many cases factories are a
good ways from a doctor, often being
some distance out of town.

“T have just about completed the in-
spection of Northern Minnesota, and I
have noticed a marked improvement in
all the factories visited since last year.
My rerort will show a considerable in-
crease in the number of men employed
and the number of factories visgited.

“Next week T will finish up the north-
ern part of the state, visiting towns on
the Breckenridge division of the Great
Northern.”

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RAILWAY CLERKS OFF DUTY| ’

THAT IS THE PURPOSE OF
NORTH DAKOTA CAPITALISTS

R. N. Stevens, of Bismarck, Is in the
City in the Interest of a Syndi-
cate Which Is Looking Over Ad-
vantageous Sites in This State—
Rainy Day Arrivals at St. Paul
Hostleries.

R. N. Stevens, of Blsmarck, N. D.,
has been in the city for a couple of
days as the representative of a syndl-
cate of North Dakota investors looking
up a site for a paper pulp mill. Mr.
Stevens has for several years been
quite a prominent figure in North Da-
kota, having run the Grand Forks Re-
publican, but.is at present practicing
law at the capital city of North Da-
kota. When seen last night at
Merchants’, he said:

To find an advantageous site for a pulp
mill is not as easy a task as it might
seem. In the first place, one of the
requisites for a profitable investment
of this kind is a waterfall of at least
4,000 horsepower. I place 4,000 horse-
power as the minimum, as a pulp mill
is something which cannot be operated
with profit unless for a long term of
years, and provision must be made for
additions which will be made in the
mill from time to time by having an
adequate waterfall. It must be within
easy access of a large supply of spruce,
and must also be located conveniently
on a line of railway.

Minnesota certainly offers more in-
ducements to investors in this industry
than any of the Western states. Th-
northern part of the state is well sup-
plied with-spruce forests, and there are
dozens of streams which a mill could
be located on. We have in mind a
half-dozen sites, but as yet have been
unable to decide upon any. We will
probably make a selection within a
very short time and expect to build im-
mediately. I have just returned from
Cloquet, where a large mill of this kind
is being built and is in a fair way to
be completed.

There seems to be little interest in
North Dakota polftics, as the Repub-
licans will have a walkaway this year.
Heretofore the Populists have had
something upon which to base a cam-
paign, but this year everything looks
very Republican. Last year it was
claimed that the state board of equali-
zation did not assess the railroads for
what was a just and reasonable figure.
This summer, however, the board has
raised the figures $6.000,000 above the
original flgures, and the Pops are at
sea politically.
