After a short rest and a general in-
troduction all around, the Fifteenth
regiment was formed in front and fac-
ing the colonel’'s quartens. The regi-
ment was drawn tozether by battalions,
and so arranged that they formed three
sides of an octagon.

“THE AMERICAN BOY.”

Battleship to Replace the Maine.

WILLIAM RANKIN GOOD, “FATHER” OF THE IDEA,

Now that Prezldent McKinley has indorsed
the suggestion of Rankin Gocd to replac: the
Maine with a battleship to be built by the
schoel children of Amerlca, the project is
almost sure to succecd.

The ‘““father” of the idea {s Wililam Raukia
Gooed, a seventeen-year-old boy attending
Hughes high schoo! in Cincinnati,  Young
Good ig not only a bright pupil with ideas,
but he possesses the common gms2 to give
them practical effect. Insiead of g.t ing up
& hurrah demonstration when the thought
came to him of replacing the Maine wih
a battleship built by the school children of
America, he went at once to well known busi-
ness men and sought their advice as to the
best methods not only of awakening interest
in his plan, but of impressing people wizh
its practicabillly. Among the first things he
did was to secure the consent of onz of the
leading banks of Cincinnati ty act as the de-
pository of the money, which is to be for-
warded to the I%Iuvernmen‘t treasury in 50,000
installments. e them sccursd the indorse-
ment of the chamber of ccWimerce and ths
personal indorsement of the chamber’'s presi-
dent. Through friends who knew his wor h
young Good secured the indorsem:nt of C n-
cinnati's representatives at Washington, Sen-
ator Foraker and Congressman romwell.
Later the project was brought to the atten-
tion of Gen. Fitzhugh Lee, Sscretary of War
Alger and other pubiic men, ail of whom
heartily commended it. During the past we k
young Good visited Washington to s:e Frasi-
dent McKinley, and, if poszible, secure from
him an expression that would aid in advanec-
Ing hig plan. In this he was suco:zssful, After
an interview, during which Good and a com-
panion, Harry Price, who is co-operatin
with him, explained the project In dstail,
President McKinley gave the following let-
ter of indorsement:

Executive Mansion, Washington, Auz. B,
1898.—To Master W, nkin Gecod, Cincin-
natl, O.—My Dear Sir: The circular whioh
you have presented outlining your plan for
ralsing a fund with which to build and pra-
sent to the government a battleship has
sfeatly interested me. Love of country and
evotlon to the flag were never more con-
spicuous in Amerjca tban they are tocday,
and I am sure our boys and girls will deem
it a privilege to be numbered among the con-
tributorg to this patriotic undertaking, Very
sincersly yours, —Willlam McKinley.

But young Good has not waited un‘'il ha
had secured these indorsements to bzgin his
efforts to raise money for ‘‘The Americin
Boy.” Within four days after the destru-tion
of the Maine he had formulated his g:neral
plan, and began to put it in execuiion. Hae
would appeal to &ci%a:l children everywhere,
and to school boards, to assist him in reach-
Ing the children. His first appeal was ‘o th»
board of education of Cincilunatl, from which
he received an {ndorsement, the essential
part of which reads as follows:

1. That we indorse the {dea as shovwlni
the patriotism existing among tha boys an
girls of our public schools and heartily rec-
ommend the same.

2. That the superintcndent of echools be
authorized to deslgnate 4 certain day in all
schools upon which collections from teachers
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and pup!ls shall be made for raising funds
for the purpose by every teacher in her or
his room respectively.

8. That the money so collccied shall at
once be paid by the teacher: to the principal
of the school, who shall recelpt t> the teacher
for the amount and pay the same (o the su-
perintendent- of schools, ‘Who,-in turn, shall
receipt to him and deposit the whole amount
collected with the Merchants’ National bank
to_the credit of “The American Boys’ Fund.”

Good then prepared a lett'r addr.sscd to
all -school boards through.ut the country,
which reads es follows: g

To the Honorable Members o’ the Bozrd of
Education—Gentlemen: Being the originator
of the idea explalned in the incl:s°d circular,
I would respectively ask the msmbers of the
board to consider the mattr of ailowing
our schoolmates of your city to contribute
to our fund. Cities throughout our Union
have alrcady taken actior, and contributions
are being collected in the schools. We are
desirous of having as many schools as pos-
gible represented before the school term ex-
pires, 2as we will only approach those schaols
wh_loﬁ have not responded in Scptember. Hop-
ing you will give this matter your immediate
attentlon, I am yours resre-tfully,

success. To his schoolmates throughout the
land he has addressed a lstter in which, after
explaining hig idea, he - says:

“By bullding such a vessel the boyg *nd
giris_of the United States would show the
world that not only are the men of our coun-
try patriotle, but that patriotism is born in
the flesh and bred in the bone of ev ry
American youth, and show to all foreign na-
tions that the on-coming generation will b»
loyal and true to the flag for which their
grandfathers fought. The entire furnishings
of “The American Boy’ are to display the
invaluable assistance and good judzment cf
the girls of the United States. To assist
the project fn achleving a success that w:ll
swell the patriotic heart of every American
boy, and not least those of the girls, it is
lmgressed upon each boy or girl who con-
tributes that they should induce two others
to do the same, each new contributor to car-
ry out the same process with two others, and
80 on, until every American boy and girl
has learped of our p{o‘ject ,and been given
an opportunity to aid it.”

Though the project has scarcely star‘ed,
there has already been a generous respon:e.
Contributions are being recelved from sil
parts of the United States. The amounts
