Will Now Respect America.
NEW YORK, Aug. 9.—Congressman J. H.

Dolliver, of lowa, in the course of a lecture
at Ocean Grove. N. J., said:

"We have gained in our war with Spain
indefinitely more than we have lost, and the
unerring instinct of the people at large,
whose sovereign power overruled the judg-
ment of the statesmen in the initial stages
of the conflict, has given us a new nationalprestige at home and abroad

—
to ourselves anow basis of self-respect, to the nations ofEurope a new healthful insight into our re-

sources and power. The world will be slow
to make a Quarrel with a community that
can raise 5200,000,000 without the aid of asyndicate at home or abroad, within two
weeks, by a popular loan.

"The cabinets of the old world willhold a
long session before allowing themselves to
be drawn into collision with a nation which
in five years will have at its disposal a steel
fleet of which the Brooklyn and Oregon areonly the types and forerunners. The war
has perfected our strength at home by the
total obliteration of the lines of sectional
prejudice marked upon our map by the great
struggle ol the last generation."

IManager Kendrick.
"It was stated today," said one of tha

conductors yesterday to a reporter for
The Globe, "that Grand Master

IClark, of the order, would be called
|upon for advice, but that is incorrect.
jWe do not believe it will be necessary
jto bring him into the case at all. We
have always found it an easy matter
to discuss differences with the officials
of the Northern Pacific without out-
side assistance or interference, and we
believe it will be so in this case.

"What are our demands? We make
no direct demands, but we ask for a
clearer interpretation of certain rules
which have been misconstrued. T*hey
are small in themselves, but in the ag-
gregate they are considerable, and we

j think it will be better for all parties to
have them straightened out.

"As for the wage scale, we have noth-
ing to say at present. It is true the

ifreight conductors were not affected by
the order of Julj- 1, restoring the old

Iscale. We were cut S per cent four ond
a half years ago, .*and we think we are
now entitled to have the former scale
restored as much as the passenger con-
ductors.

'"The paper which we are drawing up
will be sent by mail to tha general
manager, and then if he: does not see
fit to giant what we ask, we will try to
arrange for an interview with him.
We think there will be no difficulty in
securing ar audience, and we are cer-
tain everything will lie satisfactorily
arranged. It will be several days be-
fore our petition is prepared for presen-
tation."

The members of tho conductors' com-
mittee are J. T. Hughes, of Duluth; W.
P. Pitch. Minneapolis; D. G. McKay,
Grand Forks; O. S. "riumes, Fargo; J.
S. Veeder, Mandan; .1. M. Rappelje,
Glyndon; A. D. Jenkins. Missoula; W.
H. Wiigtis, Spokane,, and J. B. W.
Johnson, Tacoma. All are employed
by the Northern Pacific.

The firemen in the city are H. B.
Smith, Duluth; John Carleman, For-
sythe, Mont.; P. C. Fraser. Staples;
John Nwnan. Missoula, and John Seib,
Livingston, Mont.

The firemen will ask for an increase,
,also, in the wage scale for freight fire-
men, and though the two committees
claim to be working independently of
each other, they are in continual con-
ference together, and it is likely that
they will present a petition to the
Northern Pacific company at the same
time.

"We will have no trouble with the
company," said a fireman yesterday.
"We only ask for what <we believe rea-
sonable, and we think the company
will see the justice of onr position."

CANADIAN PACIFIC'S AL.L.Y.

"Why the Boston __ "".nine Is So

Friendly.

The New England conection of the
Canadian Pacific railroad is the Boston
& Maine, of which Mr.Lucius Tuttle is
president. In an interview had with
him by the Boston Herald, which was
partially reproduced by the Pioneer
Press yesterday. Mr. Tuttle said that
when the situation between the Cana-
dian Pacific and the American lines
was analyzed it would show that "sel-
fishness, pure and simple, is at the bot-
tom of the whole business,"

When the attention of Mr. Charles S-.Fee, general passenger agent of the
Northern Pacific, was called to the in-
terview, he remarked:

*'I agree fully with the key-note of the
Tuttle interview as set out by that gentle-
man in the very first sentence, ie., "That
selfishness pure and sdmcle is at the bottom
of the whole business.

"The term selfishness applied to the 'dif-
ferential,' which certainly has been at the
bottom of the troubles of the American trans-
continental lines would be exceedingly ap

—
much more so than when applied to the
'hue and cry raised against the Canadian
Pacific,' for the reason that the foundation
corner s-tone of that hue and cry is the de-
mand that American railways be protected
in their attempt to carry American traffic
between American cities at rates as low asare crarged by the Canadian Pacific railroad
—protected at the same time asainst abnor-
mally low rates made by a railway that U
not v.ithin the jurisdiction of the interstate
commerce commission.

"No one is quite so competent to speak on
this point as President Tut.tle. for as pas-
senger traffic manager of the Canadian Pa-
cific, ho originally made the demand of the
Canadian Pacific on American railways at the
Chicago meetings of the transcontinental
lines in November. 18S7. It is evident frcm
the remainder of the article that as president
of the Boston & Maine, which is practically
the sole ally of the Canadian Pacific In NewEngland, -President Tuttle t_ fairly entitled
to speak with authority, if not impartially,
for his Canadian friends."

General Passenger Agent "Whitney, of
the Great Northern, had this to say
about the matter:

"While Ido not believe that the Canadian
Pacific has any good arguments, and while
Ibelieve that our rellrcads should be protect-
ed against its ravages on revenues. Irealize
the importance of the fact that we are now
suffering as the result of our cowardice in
the past. Had we shut off the differential
when it first showed its ugly head we would
not have been having all this trouble today."
