WESTERN LEAGUE CHANGES.

Buffalo and Toronto to Be Included
in the Circuit.

MILWAUKEE. Wis., Aug. 10.— (Special.)—
Toronto and Buffalo are destined to take
the places of Columbus and St. Joseph in
the Western league. The plan of transfer-
ring the Columbus team to Denver has been
entirely abandoned, and if President Loftus,
of Columbus, and President Franklin, of Buf-
falo, can agree upon terms, Buffalo willnext
season be represented by one of the strong-
est teams in the country as the result of
the amalgamation. The St. Joseph team,
which belongs to the Western league, will
be transferred to Toronto, forming another
formidable aggregation. The Minneapolis
team will be strengthened where weakness
is now apparent, and with seven cities in the
league where Sunday games can be played,
the Western league will easily rival the Na-
tional in strength, from financial as well as
playing standpoints.

These facts were acquired tonight from
President Killilea and Manager Mack, of the
Milwaukee club, who spent yesterday in
Chicago conferring with President Johnson,
and the information gives a direct clue to
the intentions of the Western league mag-
nates. The plan of admitting Denver to the
circuit has been abandoned, because the Col-
orado metropolis is too far Westward, and
because Buffalo and Toronto are more ac-
cessible, as well as agreeable, to the new ar-
rangements. The Eastern league's loss will
be the Western league's gain.

Whon the time
came for calling the first game It was found
that the home club had forgotten to provide
balls for the game. So Ihad to forfeit the
first game to tho visitors. At the same time Ili.formed the spectators that balls had been
sent for, and that the second game wou'.d be
played. The balls came iv time, but what
was my consternation to find them an ex-
ticmely lively 'cock-of-the-walk' ball instead
of the regulation ball. It would not do to
dismiss the large audience, so Iallowed the
game to go on with the illegal balls. Thehitting done by both teams that afternoon
with the lively balls and the fact that the

home team won easily compensated the spec-
tators for the loss of the first game. Andnobody ever was the wiser."
