PASTOR IN TROUBLE.

A Wisconsin minister In Charged
With Being Drunk.

MILWAUKEE. Wis., Aug.10.—At Janesville
today the sensational trial of the Rev. Sabin*
Halsey. who is charged with be:ng so drunk
while in Racine that he was arrested by the
police and put in the lockup, was begun.

The Rev. Mr. Halsey has been the assist-
ant pastor of the Court Street Methodistchurch at Janesville. and the trial will take
pace there on that account. It will be b>
fore a jury of five ministers of the Janet-
ville district, who will report their find-ings to the conferenca to be held later at
Waupun.
It is a ease which will certainly have to

be settled by the conference, and will prob-
a»ly go before the open meetlrg of th»t body
instead of being settled behind clo3ed djors
by a trial board. The evidence for the prose-
cution seems strong and wll includ; the
statements of Officer Schumacher, who ar-
rested the preacher. Deputy Sher.ff Mutter,
who locked him up, and Chief of Police John-
son, who Interviewed him.

In spite of the story told by these people
Mr. Halsey's friends are doing their be t
to obtain evidence that he was sck at th?
time, and that his malady might have been
confounded with drunkenness.

The merchants burned have rented vacantstore rooms, and all carpenters in the city
are at work repairing and preparing for new
stocks of goods, which have been orderedby telegraph.

Indications are that the greater part of th«
burned district wiH be rebuilt c-f brick: There
is a general spirit of determination to arise
from the calamity with a handsomer city
than before.

Kimberly willbe asked to grant an in-
terview to the committee when he has
read and considered the petition, andthen direct negotiations will begin.

The committee of firemen, which is
also in session here, willnot have their
Petition ready before Saturday. It was
completed yesterday, but the arrival of
several rrembers who were unabl» to
attend the meetings earlier has necessi-
tated a few changes. Both petitions
are for an increase of pay and*a scale
similar to that granted to passenger
trainmen.

COLONY COMPANY STRANDED.
Promoters Said to Have Duped Many

Russian Jew*.

SAN FRANCISCO, Aug.10.—The Oc-
cidental Colony company, at Welling-
ton, Lyon county, Nevada, which was
organized and operated .by Russian
Jews, Is about to be closed out by the
sheriff. On Nov. 8, 189TJ, twenty-one
families of Russian Jews left San Fran-
cisco for the new land bf promise, the
Wymore ranch, near Dayton. They
had purchased the property for $14,000,
which they proposed to.pay for from
what they should realize from the prod-
ucts of their labors. Wymore permit-
ted the settlers to obtain, a further loan
of $4,500, which was recorded as a first
mortgage on the land. With this they
obtained lumber arrd built houses. They
worked hard and were doing well,
when, on June 23, the president of the
colony, Daniel Schwartz, and Secreta-
ry Harry Bell obtained $1,500 from tife
Bullion &Exchange bank of Carson on
mortgaging the entire crop of the col-
ony. With that money, it is alleged,
they decamped. The bank has now be-
gun suit to recover the amount of the
mortgage and the already destitute
colonists will probably be evicted from
their houses.

Schwartz formerly lived in Phil-
adelphia, while Bell halls from Chica-
go,, and either of these places is most
likely their objective point, although

some of the colonists believe that the
pair are on their way to Alaska. War-
rants are out for their ar.re^t.

CLARENDON'S TRAGEDY.

Names of the Five Victims of an Ar-
kansas Mob's Fury.

CLARENDON, Ark., Aug. 10.— The
five people, three men and two women,
who were lynched at Clarendon before
daylight this morning were all ne-
groes. They were the parties accused
of the murder of John T. Orr, the
wealthy young merchant who was as-
sassinated a few nights ago. Their
names were: Will Sanders, Dennis Ri-
card, Manse Castle, Rilla Weaver and
Susie Jacobs.

While the five bodies swung from
the limb of a tree in the breeze the
body of the widow of the murderod
man lay rigidin death in her cell in the
county jail, with only the^oft, sweet
voice of her three-year-old child to
break the silence of the gloomy jail,as
the innocent little tot y&ipl.y cried for
"mamma."

Mrs. Orr was Miss Mabel Parker, for-
merly of Wisconsin.

A coroner's jury was im-paneled to-
day and rendered a verdict that the
deceased were killed by unknown par-
ties.
