He stated That the peace
commissicners, who are to draw up the
definitive treaty, would not be appoint-
ed for several days, but declined to
indicate who they would be.

HAS CEASED FIRING,

Gen. Fitzhugh Lee’s Characteristic
Rejoinder to Peace Message.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 12, — At 11
o'clock tonight Adjt. Gen. Corbin re-
ceived from Gen. Shafter an acknowl-
edgement of the receipt by him of the
proclamation of the president. Up to
midnight no acknowledgement had been
received from Gen. Miles, it having
been impossible to get into communi-
cation with him.

All the corps commanders of the
army have been notified of the sus-
pension of hostilities.

In response of the notification sent
to Gen. Fitzhugh Lee, the former con-
sul general at Havana wired the war
department as follows: “Thanks, the
Seventh corps has ceased firing.”

Unofficially it s well understood that
Gen. Lee’s command was being re-
served for the attack upon Havana
if the recessity for one should arise,
As an official of the war department
expressed it tonight: “It was a bit of
the sarcasm of fate that Lee did not
have a part in the active operations
in Cuba or Porto Rico.”

NEW YORK, Aug. 12.—The side light
cast upon one phase of social life in
New York upper tendom by Mrs.
“Jack” Wilmerding, in her evidence
given before a commission. to inquire
into her sanity, at White Plains, is a
reigring sensation of the metropolis.
Mrs. Wilmerding is a great grand-
daughter of old Col. Vanderbilt, and is
an inmate of Bloomingdale asylum.
Proceedings were brought to secure her
liberty, and it is her stary, told to
the commission appointed by the court,
that has shed light upon the misery
and diseipation possible in what is
known as the smart set. The effort
made by Mrs. Wilmerding’s attorneys
was to show that her mental weak-
ness was the result of dissipation, and
that it was not permanent in charac-
ter. With this end in view the witness
did not spare herself. The story of her
life, as told on the stand, was as fol-
lows:

SAD LIFE STORY.

My name is Marie Fatima d'Lex Wil-
merding. I will be twenty-seven this month,
I was born in Egypt at Ramescs, near Alex-
andria. My mother's maiden name was
Helen Mount. She died at Tivoli when I
was about filve years old. When we re-
turned to this city we llved at the Bucking-
ham hotel, and after that with my grand-
mother, Mrs. Vanderbilt Allen, at No. 672
Fifth avenue. Later we lived in the New-
port flats. From there we went to Phila-
delphia, where I went to Miss Wheeler's
school in Walnut street. In Philadelphia my
father met Miss Edith De Silvier, whom he
married when I was about eight years old.
Later we went to Newport. About this
'l.‘iime my father’s wife got a divorce from

m.

When I was twelve years old I was sent
to Miss Masters’ school at Dobbs Ferry, and
remained there until I was fifteen. After
that I was sent to a scheol at Brighton, Eng-
land. I was about seventeen then, and after
a year there I was sent to a school in Parls
for another year.

en I returned home at nineteen I went
to the Adirondacks, and on coming back to
town lived at the Hotel Bristol with my
father. My grandmother died about the
time of my return from Paris, and shortly
after my aunt, Mrs. John 'Wallace, was
killed. From the Bristol we went to Ber-
muda, and on our return lived at the Ger-
lach. Then my father took me to Milford,
Pa., where he met Miss Edith Mott, whom
he married.

She and my father made me marry Jack
Wilmerding. It was against the wishes of
his mother that he married me, because she
did not think him fit to marry any one.

After that I led a horrible life, I drank
to a horrible extent, and I smoked to a hor-
rible extent.

My husband was a beast, and treated me
horribly. He beat and abused me in many
ways. ‘Once I tried to have him arrested
at Staten Island and pointed him out to a
Staten Island policeman, but the Wil-
merdings are big people there, and the po-
liceman refused to arrest him.

PARIS TO BLOOMINGDALE.

After our separation my husband gave me
$50 a month, and my father allowed me $400
a year, making $1,000 in all. Then I decided
to go abroad and join my father. e was
dying at the time in a house at Capri.

My father and his wife didn’t want me to
stop at the house with them. I said I
couldn’t afford to go to a hotel. He said
the woman who kept the house was not very
respectable. I said that considering my past
it didn’t make much difference if she wasn’t
very respectable.

On my return Mr. Gleason took me to
Bloomingdale asylum. I went there of my
own free will, although I thought that I was
being taken to some Keeley cure place. I
was put in with a lot of very sick patients.
I had only a shirt waist and one wrapper.
I suffered terribly.

When I left Paris I owed a large hotel
bl and left all my clothes and trunks there.
I gave the doctor my watch to get money
on which to come home. So I had only the
one dress,

In Bloomingdale I suffered fearfully. I had
been in the habit of drinking a quart of
whisky a day and smoking from forty Lo six-
ty cigarettes. I had to drink something, so
I drank gallons of hot water. The doctor
told me if I @idn’t stop drinking the stuff he
would send me down stairs,

He sent me down there, and it was the
filthiest and most horrible place I ever saw.
The sickest patients were there. I tore my
clothes and screamed and made a terrible
fuss. It was just a piece of acting. I wanted
toI ggt out of thm.h

ave written the most absurd things in
thé world. I wrote them at Capri angd in
Blocmingdale. Up there I tore the leaves
out of my prayer book and wrote on them
all sorts of epistles to Dr. Lyon.

Mrs. Wilmerding, asked to describe
the transfer of her property bhefore
she went to Europe, said:

I needed money terribly. First I went to
several men whom I knew, some of them
very rich, and asked them to lend me money,
but they refused, giving different reasons.
Al I had to raise money on was my inter-
est in trust funds left my father by my
grandmother.

There was one fund of $20,600 in the Farm-
ers' Loan and Trust company and another of
$15,000 in the United States Trust company.

I went to Forgotston, the loan agent, and
finally secured $500 in cash and some bonds
which were worthless for a half interest in
the trust funds.

GUARDIANS OPPOSE.

Mrs. Wilmerding came to the court
house at White Plains, accompanied by
two women attendants from the
Dloomingdale asylum. The hearing
was the result of the efforts of Mrs,
“Jack”  Bloodgoed, through Lawyer
Louis P. Levy, to secure the release of
Mrs. Wilmerding from Bloomingdale.
By means of a habeas corpus Mr. Levy
had Mrs. Wilmerding brought before

some days ago. Judge Keogh decided
to appoint a special commission to pass
vpon Mrs. Wilmerding’s mental condi-
tion. It was before this commission
that the former society belle appeared
yesterday.

The commission is composed of Dry.
Carlos ¥. McDonald, the insanity ex-
pert; Eugene B. Travis, a‘lawyer. re-
siding at Peekskill, and Dr. Ernest H.
Schmid, of White Plains, a physician
of repute in mental disorders,

The two guardians appointed by the
court toc manage her monetary affairs
cppose her release on the ground that
she is mentally unable to care for her
affairs, and by dissipation would fure
ther injure her health. Her guardians
are her two uncles—Franklin Allen
brother of her father, the late Col
Vanderbilt Allen, and John Wallace.

Notably in
this respect is the iron and steel trade,
which has passed from the stage of
promise to that of fulfillment, on in-
creased demand and marked advances
in values.  From all the leading iron
centers and® East and West comes re-
ponts of more or less improvement in
tone demand, or prices, especially
prominent in the latter particular being
steel billets, with an advance of §1 per
ton, steel rails have had advances rang-
ing from 25 cents to $1, and sympathet-
ic advances are likewise noted in East-
ern pig iron, wrought iron pipe, steel
beams and other structural maiterial
and steel plates. Further encouraging
features have been the accentuated
demand on foreign account for wheat
and corn, which is reflected in ad-
vances for those cereals, in spite of a
rather more favorable than expected
government report of possible yield.

“Popular estimates tend to allow of
an underestimate by the government
in wheat fully equal to that of last
vear, and point to a total crop of not
less than 700,000,000 bushels. The effect
of holding wheat by farmers for better
prices are found in the reduced volume
of grain carried by railroads during
July, with some complaints of inter-
fered-with collections. Price strength
{s also a feature. Oats, lard, beef, cof-
fee, tea, rubber, copper and cotton, in
addition to those¢ mentioned, are ad-
vancing this week. Cotton prices are
higher and comtrast with the govern-
ment report of an unchanged condi-
tion, as a result of July weather, but
this is partly due to complaints of too
much rain since Aug. 1, the date of
the government report. Signs that
Eastern markets are about to experi-
ence some of the improved demand re-
ported at the West are among the fa-
vorable features.

“Evidences of increased business at,]

the East are beginning to appear. Busi-
ness at the West is, if anything, more
active than last week, dry goods,
clothing, boots and shoes, groceries,
hardware, lumber and hats and caps
all sharing in the swelling fall demand.
Complaints of collections being affected
by farmers holding back their wheat
comes from a large number of markets.
“Too much rain” for cotton is com-
plained of in the Mississippi valley, but
in spite of this the general tone of bus-
iness Is good. 3

“On the Pacific coast business is rel-
atively best in Oregon and Washing-
ton.

“Cereal exports are of a satisfactory
volume and are still ahead of last sea-
son’s liberal movement. Wheat ship-
ments for the week, including flour as
wheat, aggregate 4,338,835, agalnst
4,111,312 bushels last week, and com-
pared with 4,460,519 bushels in the cor-
responding week of 1897; 2,635,216 bush-
els in 1896; 1,824,468 in 1895, and 2,979.924
bushels in 1894. Since July 1 this year
the exports of wheat aggregate 18,722,-
657 bushels, against 16,115,543 bushels
during the same period last year. Corn
exports for the week aggregate 3,617,
952 bushels, against 2,856,923 bushels
last week; 3,275,652 one year ago, 2,367,-
535 In 1898; 944,546 in 1895, and 166,268
in 1894. Since July this year exports
of corn aggregate 17,032,344 bushels,
against 15,736,858 bushels last year.

“Business failures still incline toward
a minlmum, mnumbering only 157,
against 189 last week, 214 in this week
a year ago, 218 in 1896; 195 in 1895, and
264 in 1894. Business failures in the
Dominion of Canada for the week num-
ber 33, against 23 last week, 31 in thig
week a year ago, 35 in 1896, 29 in 1895
and 40 in 1894.”

TRADE PECULIARITIES,

Prospects of Peace Have a Curious
Influence on Business.

NEW YORK, Aug. 12—R. G. Dun & Co.’s
review of trade will say tomorrow:

“Prospects of peace have had a curlous
influence on business contracts not quite at-
tainable on Sense gr ds. Nobody
expects disaster or exhaustion of national
resources, and nobody feared that anybody
else was afraid of either. Yet orders un-
usual in number and size have been placed
since Spain asked for peace. In some indus-
tries the gains have been large for about two
weeks, while in some textile manufactures
it has only began to appear this week, but
involved a considerable increase in the work-
ing force.

““Crop prospects are on the whole more
encouraging, for the government's latest re-
port es to corn is much larger than the
commercial estimates, and promises a heavy
yield, while allowance is made for its hablt-
ual error in its wheat return.

‘““Money markets show no sign of possible
disturbance. Securities are stronger, and
there is no harmful speculation in stocks
or products. Rarely has the financial out-
look been more nearly unclouded.

“A slight flurry in cotton lifted the prices
a gixteenth on Tuesday, but it dropped again
the next day with the official foreshadowing
of a large yield.

The iren and steel trade fully supports in-
ferences drawn from recent events. The
demand for steel is so heavy that some of
the biggest concerns have been buying, one
taking 40,000 tons, advancing the price at
Pittsburg from $14.50 to $15.25, which was ac
last refused, Bessemer pig is steady, and
other pig there and at Eastern and Western
markets in general, but rails have been rais-
ed by Eastern manufacturers to $18 per ton.
The makers of structural beams have ad-
vanced the price $1 per ton and makers of
merchant pieces have advanced the price 5
per cent, while plate makers are crowded
to the point of refusing orders, both East
and West, and bars are stronger, with many
mills engaged for many weeks ahead. IlI-
lustrating the demand are reports of orders
for 30,000 cars at Chicago, 2,000 tons struc-
tural work there and big orders at Philadel-
phia for cast pipe and 6,000 tons elsewhere.
Eastern manufacturers appear now to be
crowded to their utmost capacity, as the
Western have been for some weeks. In the
minor metals there is heavy buying.

‘‘Textile materials have been sleeping, but
are awakening. The demand for woolen
gaods is now much better, although not ye:
exteneive enough to warrant paying the
prices esked for mew wool, and nearly all
the buying has been of old stock. The ag-
gregate sales at the three chief markets
have been only 5,337,000 pounds for the week,
about a third of the sales In the same week
of 1887, while in 1892, for the corresponding
pericd, sales were 7,162,000 pounds,

‘“The demand for cotton goods is a little
better as to staples and fairly good for
print cloths, prints and ginghams, and yet
probably does not sufiice to cover the cur-
ren-}t:‘ out;;lut. = ]

‘‘For the week failures have been 196
the United ‘States, against 239 last yoarlyon,rn
and 18 in Canada, against 38 last year.”

NEW YORK, Aug. 13.—Bradstreet’s finan-
clal review will say tomorrow:

had been much exaggeration in the reduc-
tion of corn yield. he recent rains at the
West had done much to dissipate the un-
favorable actlons on these matters, and the
work was completed by the exceptionally
favorable character of the government crop
report published on Wednesday last.

“The belief that railroad traffic and earn-
ings at the West were on a par with those
of the past year has made the granger stocks
the feature of the market. This has reduced
the speculative attention paid to the indus-
trdals and caused slight declineg in the
recently active speculations on that class.
On the other hand, the activity of the gen-
eral market and the bullish tone and temper
has facilitated movements in minor stocks
and neglected parts of the list, while the
inevitable accompaniments of a bull market
—reports of various rallroad combinations
and of increases of dividends—have not been
lacking. Nor has the bond department been
neglected. The investment buying is large
and is supplemented by more or less specu-
lation in bonds. Governments were strong,
though the old issues receded fractiopally on
realizing, but the new 3 per cent war bonds,
after a slight reaction, recovered to 105%.
The railroad bond list has been strong and
active, new records having been made in
many issues, and especial interest has been
taken in the 4 per cents.”

FISH WERE RELABELED

SHREWD SCHEME TO EVADE THE
STATE GAME LAWS

Exeeutive Agent Fullerton Has Pro-
cured a Warrant Agalinst a
Wholesale Fish Firm of Minne-
apolis, and Two Employes of the
Northern Pacific Express Com-
pany Have Been Discharged.

Executive Agent Fullerton returned
vesterday from Northern Minnesota,
where he unearthed one of the smooth-
est schemes for evading the state game
law yet discovered.

Had it not been for a mere accident
the scheme might have been success-
fully operated for years. As it was
an agent of the Northern Pacific Ex-
press company, at Minneapolis, and
cne  express messenger, were sum-
marily discharged from the service of
the company for making themselves
parties to the fraud.

For some time past large shipments
of fish have been made by Platt &
Co., of Minneapolis, to Brainerd, Stap-
les, Little Falls and Royalton. One
of Mr. Fullerton’s deputics looked up
some of the firms to whom the ship-
ments were made and found no record
of them in the State Gazetteer.
Mr. Fullerton thought this strange,
and early this week he boarded the
overland Northern Pacific train on the
Northern Pacific, after taking a list
of the shipments made by Platt & Co.,
and the destination of the boxes,

When it reached Royalton the train
did net stop, and Mr. Fullerton went
forward to the express car and could
get nothing out of the messenger. Re-
turning to one of the sleepers he found
Genera! Superintendent Hay, of the
express cempany. He informed him
that shipments of fish had been made
to Royalton and. other towna, and
that the train did not stop, and he had
every reason to believe that the fish
were being carried out of the state.

The two went forward again and
Supt. Hay immediately investigated
the matter and found that the pack-
ages had been re-bllled and tagged,
and they were destined to Montana.
In this way Platt & Co. did not make
a direct shipment out of the state. An-
other set of bills and tags were made
out for the goods by the messenger on
the car.

The messenger confessed the decep-
tion and he was discharged. The fish
were geized and a complaint was made
out against the Minneapolls firm as
scon as Mr. Fullerton and Supt. Hay
returned to Minneapolis.

Mr. Fullerton does not hold the
Northern Pacific Express company to
blame, as Supt. Hay showed every dis-
position to assist the commission in
running down the dishonest agents.

The peralty for shipping fish out of
the state is $10 each piece, and the fish
seized have been eounted and confiscat-
ed and other evidence which was col-
lected against the commission house
will be placed In the hands of Mr.
Byrnes.
