FORMIDABLE FLEET.

Congress *« Be Asked to Provide
Money for Best Warships in World.

WASHINGTON, D. C, Aug. 17.—The

navy department will ask congTess to

authorize the construction of the larg-

est and most formidable battleships

and cruisers afloat, vessels without
equals in any foreign fleets and incom-
parably superior in offensive power,
speed and endurance to any of the
magnificent ships which a few weeks
ago destroyed Cervera's squadron.

This decision, reached at a meeting
of the naval board on constructions,
will be urged upon congress for prompt
action, supported by arguments of the
most convincing character. The sub-
ject was taken up at the direction of
Secretary Long, who desired a build-
ing programme thoroughly considered
and agreed upon by the highest tech-
nical experts In the service for pre-
sentation to the legislative branch of
the government in December. The
board practically agreed to begin the
design of three battleships of between
13,000 and 14,000 tons displacement with
at least nineteen knots maintained
speed. It was also determined to rec-
ommend three first-class cruisers of
about 12,000 tons and of not lees than
twenty-two knots speed.
In addition to these, a class of pro-

tected and partly armored cruisers of
between 5,000 and 6,000 tons, as well as
a new class of 2,500 ton cruisres is be-
ing considered.

The battle-ships will be designed to
whip any fighting vessels In the world,
of whatever class, and the cruisers are
to be more formidable than any vessel
of their speed up to this time in
Europe. The board made no reference
to torpedo boats and is not disposed to
recommend any further increase of the
fifty-one vessels of that type now built
or authorized.

WHY THEY' RESIGNED.

Sixth Massachusetts Officers Tell
Their Story.

BOSTON, Aug. 17.—The story of the
recent troubles in the Sixth Massa-
chusetts infantry, which resulted in
the resignation of Col. Woodward and
several other officers, was told to
some extent in a letter from a corre-
spondent at Ponce, dated Aug. 8.
Inan interview, Col. Woodward says

in regard to matters leading up to the
resignation: "The specific charges
made by Gen. Garretson, commander
of our brigade, referred to the strag-
gling on the march between Guanica
and here. When the march began
they were very tired, and Idid not
have the heart to be severe with those
who were exhausted.

"Gen. Henry said that the volun-
teers suffered from too much good
feeling of this kind; that Ihad beenamong my men in my regiment too
long and that discipline suffered great-
ly. He said they shot men in the
regulars When they fell out. Ireplied
emphatically that perhaps that was
his custom, but it was not mine. I
said Ihad no desire to court martial
the stragglers. The general said I
must; Isaid Iwould resign first, and
he said my resignation would be ac-
cepted. Lieut. Col. daflin said the
same. Maj. Taylor said so, too. We
were ordered before the board and we
resigned."

PEACE COMMISSION MEETINGS.

They Will Be Held in the French
Foreign Office.

PARIS, Aug.17.—The Spanish-Amer-
ican peace commission will hold its
sittings in the grand salon of the
French foreign office, where the Bering
sea tribunal met. This room is seen in
Carl Gutherz's historical painting of
the tribunal, now hang-ing in the capi-
tol at Washington.

The French government means to
receive the commission in the usual
elaborate style. The French foreign
minister will welcome the commission-
ers at the opening of the Bittings, and
President Faure and his ministers willgive official dinners to the commis-
sioners during their stay in Paris.

The reported appointments of Mr.
Reid as ambassador to London, and
of Mr. Hay as American secretary ofstate, have not passed unnoticed here,
\u25a0where both have held diplomatic posi-
tions, Mr. Reid as minister, and Mr.
Hay as secretary of the legation. Mr!
Reid is not very well liked at the
French foreign office, where he stood
up squarely and successfully for Amer-
ican interests. During his official term
in Paris he showed great tact and
astuteness. His chief collaborator at
the American embassy, Henry Vlg-
naud, a trained diplomatist, says the
United States never had here an abler
minister than Mr. Reid. He kept up
the largest establishment of any Amer-
ican minister before or since and dis-
pensed wide hospitality. He was
greatly liked by the American colony.
Mr. Hay has often visited Paris sdnce
he was. secretary of legation here, and
he has many admirers in this city in
American and foreign circles. Mrs.
and Misa Hay were frequently Been In
Paris drawing rooms last winter, and
they made a most favorable impres-
sion. The general feeling here Is that
Mr. Hay will admirably discharge the
diplomatic and social duties of the
state department.

UNCLE SAM PAYS IT ALL

FEDERAL GOVERNMENT WILL

PAY HOSPITAL EXPENSES

Soldiers Will Be Well Cared For,

and the Red Cross Women May

Devote Their Time to Services
Not Strictly Medical, bat None the
Less Grateful to the Sick of the

Army Their Condition.

Gov. Clough, Col. Leonhauser, of the
Fifteenth regiment, A. S. Tallmadge,
of the Red Cross society, and the Bur-
geons of the Fifteenth regiment met at
the capitol yesterday to confer as to
the ways and meajis for caring for
the troops now located at Camp Ram-
eey.

Gov. Clough at once took a crimp
In the statement that here was a pos-
sibilityof the regiment being muster-
ed out lr. a day or two.

Gov. Clough has advices which indi-
cate that there is no possible chance
of the regiment being mustered out
before the session of the peace comms-
sion, and it is even possibele that the
volunteer troops will remain in service
until congress meets, when formal and
final action may be taken.

At th-e same time, Gov. Clough as-
sured the representatives of the
Fifteenth and the Red Cross society
that the Federal government would
reimburse those who sheltered the ty-
phoid fever patients, co that the Red
Cross tocieties, as in the case of Min-
neapolis, would not have to as-sure the
hospitals of payment for the care of
the sick soldiers.

At the same time, all present agreed
that While the Red Crocs society was
thereby relieved of the great expense
which might have been imposed on it
by the assumption of such a duty,
there was left for the women of these
societies no lack of work, for they may
yet utilize their time in attending
on such wants of the con-
valescent patients as are not provided
far in the hospital regularly. These in-
clude such benevolences as the writing
of letters home, the procuring of mag-
azines and other reading matter, and
the like, not to mention the 1,001 at-
tentions which a woman knows so well
how to pay ait the sick bed, which are
entirely without the line of scientific
hospital care.

The conference was generally pleased
at the result of the removal of the two
battalions from their former unsan-
itary location to a new site, for there
were only a few new hospital cases
and none of these came from the new
location.

This was peculiarly gratifying to the
management of the state fair. The
new camp Is close to the center of the
fair grounds, as the general public
sees it; the unfortunate location of the
Fifteenth regiment was in a locality
absolutely unfrequented by state fair
visitors, save for the occasion of the
few hours of shooting by the gun club.Yesterday's hospital record willreas-
sure those who may have been fright-
ened by the prevalence of typhoid on
the camp grounds. The seemingly per-
ft-ct health of the new camp indicates
that there is nothing the matter with
the site of the fair as it stands. It is
generally conceded that the establish-
ment of the Fifteenth camp on the sits
of a previous regimental camp which
had already exceeded the limit of time
\u25a0which the best modern military

science considers safe for the limit of a
temporary encampment was an unfor-
tunate mistake.

WITH THE SICK.
The men placed in the St. Paul hos-

pltails by the Red Cross society are
all doing nicely and are as comfortable
as sick men can be. None of the cases
are considered dangerous, though near-
ly all of the men have high fevers,
which, Inseveral cases, has run up to

106. This is true of John Gallagher,
of St. Cloud, a private from Company
Meadow, private from Company F, has
also suffered from fever as high as
104% and 105. These men are at Be-
thesda, and will be brought In Tues-
day from camp. Gallagher was the
only man carried to Bethesda from the
street car on a stretcher.

Joe Schwabaeher, of St. Paul, Com-
pany X, private, is at Bethesda, and
while not suffering from high fever,
is in a stupor from which It Is hard
to rouse him.

Gust Lindqulst, of Worthington, pri-
vate from Company H. Is doing wel],
and may be out soon, and Dennis Ther-
rtn, of White Bear, a private from
Company B, Is in a normal condition.
The above cases are being oared for at
Bethesda.

At. St. Luke's the men are all doing
well, and while In most of the cases
the fever runs high, there is no im-
mediate danger of any turn for the
worse. The men are hopeful and rest-
ing easily, and do not care to have
their people notified of their condi-
tion till they are some better.

At St. Joseph's one or two of the
men will probably be discharged soon.
August Peterson is among them. He
comes from Maple Plain. Very few of
the men have the fever higher than

103, and none has reached 105 so far.
The Red Cross is anxious to do some

work in the hospitals, but about all
that Is needed are night shirts. At.
St. Luke's night ehirts and towels will
be welcome. At. St. Joseph's night
shirts were needed, but the sisters are
making them.

Private Young, at the city hospital,
Is greatly improved, and all the other
cases are better.

BUT RED GROSS PEOPLE ARE NOT

SHIRKING

Meeting of the St. Paul Aid Society,
When Reports) Were -

Received
The Efforta of the^ OrHrunizatlon
Meet With the Approval of
tlie Government '\u25a0German- Amer-
ican Society Will Share the Work.

The Red Cross work has been ap-
proved by the government, and the lo-
cal societies are elated. Mr. Tallmadge

of the aid society held yesterday after-

Mr. Tallmadge opened the meeting
by stating the sudden call to duty the
Red Cross had had through typhoid
fever breaking out to such a great ex-
tent In Camp Ramsey. He gave a
brief statement of what the society
had done, and of the result of yester-
day's meeting at the state capltol. He
also stated that he had learned that
the German- American society had pre-
pared to pay half the expenses of the
men In the hospitals, in case the debt
should fall on the Red Cros3. He said
also that Dr. Dennis had expressed
a desire for more bandages for the men
in camp, who liked them very much.
Mrs. Moss said the society had 1,000 on
hand and would Immediately supply
them. Dr. McLaren stated that pa-
jemas were also needed tit camp.

The secretary, Miss Beaumont, was
instructed to write to the Red Cro33
society at San Francisco and discover
Ifany aid could be given the men at
Manila. Mrs. Park Ritchie has al-
ready written to a friend there.

Mr. Tallmadge said that the work
would be heavier for some months to
come, so many sick must be cared for.

Mr.Bergmeier, of the German-Amer-
ican society, was present, ajid said
that that society was busy and doing
nicely.

Mrs. Thomas Coehran, Miss Dough-
erty and Mrs. Bunker were made a
committee to visit the hospitals and
see what Red Cross work was needed.
The aid society will take the city hos-
pital and St. Joseph's, and the Ger-
man-American, Bethesda^ and St.
Luke's.

Mrs. Edgerton made the following
report:

"Since July 12 and the pubMshed re-
port of work done up to that time,
the St. Paul Red Cross Aidsociety has
sent one box of hospital supplies to
Fort McPherson, two boxes to Leiter
hospital, Chickamauga; one box to
Third division hospital, Chickamauga,
which has for its surgeon Maj.

WHOLE ABMYINEEVIEW
BRILLIANT MILITARY SPECTACLE

AT CAMP THOMAS

All the Troops Under Command of
Gen. Breclvinrlflsc Paraded for
the Last Time Before Departure

of Divisions Ordered North The
Twelfth Released From Drill In
the Future.

CHICKAJMAUGA, Ga., Aug. 17.—Rarely In
the history of a great nation, whose tenden-
cies are toward peace and not war, is there
an opportunity for such a display of military
splendor as that witnessed at Camp Thomas
today. The occasion was that of the review
of Gen. Breekhmdge's entire command, In-
cluding cavalry, artillery and infantry, to-
gether with the ambulance companies from
the respective divisions a>nd the signal corps.
Fully 44,000 soldiers passed the reviewing
stand between 9:45 a. m., the starting hour,
and noon. The day was an ideal one for so
gTeat an event.

The throng of spectators, variously esti-
mated at from 80,000 to 60,000, that lined
the crest of Snodgrass hill from one end to
the other of the far-reaching: Dyer field,
found its position early in the morning and
waited, anticipating the pageantry that was
approaching.

AH of the commands formed In line of
regiments, In column of masses. The first
formation of the infantry was to the weat
of the Lafayette read, right rest on the Mul-
lin's road; Brig. Gen. Frank's division, the
First of the Third corps, formed to the left
of the Mullin's road, after which Gen. Frank
assumed command of the army for the re-
view. The Second division. Third corps,
commanded by Gen. McKee, formed on the
left of Gen. Sanger's division. To the left
of this division was the signal corps.

On the reviewing stand with Gen. Breck-
inridge, were his brother. Gen. W. C. P.Breckinridge, of Kentucky; Gov. Atkinson,
of Georgia; Maj. Weslor, military representa-
tive of Sweden, and Capt. Ablgaard, repre-
senting the Norwegian government.

As a result of the good showing of the
Twelfth at the review by Gen. Breckinridge
on Tuesday, and on account of the amount
of s'ekness, orders have been Issued by Gen.
Sainger, of this division, releasing the regi-
ment from further drill. The orders took
effect yesterday. The order does not include
the recruits who enlisted under the second
call, and they will have to drill two hours
each day. The sick list of the regiment has
decreased twenty since the drills have been
stopped.

Lieut. Llnd and h's ,rpcorijioitertng party
are still out of camp on Ihelr trip, selecting a
route and camps for the regiment on its
contemplated practice niarcni Orders are
expected sending the re'glmen't to Lexington,
Ky., for camping, and in.that event the prac-
tice marches will be giv«n irp.

Suggestion Is Made That if the Com-

Nearly all of
them have their families here still.
The regiment was located at Snelling
for ten years, a,nd there was some idr>a
in the war department that if it was
left here longer it would take on the
form of a Minnesota regiment from
having been recruited In this state to
such a great extent. The soldierly
qualities of the regiment in the Held
before Santiago demonstrated that it
made no difference where the men

were recruited, and the war depart-
ment has been disabused of the idea
that evil might result from localizing
a regiment. In fact, the general offi-
cers are convinced that men recruited
in Minnesota are pretty good soldiers.
More than half of the regiment is com-
posed of Minnesotans, yet the regi-
ment has been left in Cuba until tho
last moment, and with no complaint
from the men, while Southern recruit-
ed regiments have been pulled out by
the thousands. The newspapers have
not been filled with the exploits of the
Third, bift it is clear that they were
in the van in the advance on Santi-
ago, and they stood up well under the
climate.

This record disposes the government
very kindly to the "Fighting Third,"
as it has always been known, and it
is likely that the desires of the officers
will have wrae weight in fixing the
future station of the regiment.

It depend-s on the citizens and the rep-
resentatives in congress to settle the
matter finally.

The non-commissioned officer re-
ferred to, writingfrom the field, siys:

"We all want to go back to St. Paul,
and Ishould think that the citizens
would want the regiment returned.
All of the men have always patronized
St. Paul houses and have some busi-
ness connection in the city. Of the
money spent by the regiment at least
nine-tenths of it was left in St. Paul.
It is to the benefit of the merchants
of the city that the regiment should
return. Instead of a strange regiment.
New men may establish the'.r business
connections in Minneapolis, and leave
St. Paul out of the reckoning.
