NEW YORK, Aug. 17.—The feature of the
day in the stock market was the action of the
Chicago, Burlington & Quincy In advancing
the quarterly dividend on the stock to the
6 per cent rate. Although this action has
been rumored, and had been industriouply
discounted in the advance cf the stock formany days past, and profits already taken on
the advance, the announcement today was
met by a furious outburst of speculation in
all the other granger stocks, which carried
the price of Burlington fully three points !over the previous high level on the move-
ment. The action of the directors is ac-cepted as indicative of belief in the power
of the company to maintain earnings at lastyear's high showing. The statement of July !
earnings, it is thought, will show last year's 1
earnings to be eclipsed. Such a showing j
by the roads most affected by the present, !light movement of grain is convincing evl- idence of the large general traffic which the !
awakening of business is bringing to the i
railro?.ds. The renewed impetus given to i
the advance in price was a natural consc- j
quence. Burlington news came en a yielding I
market, due to an enormous liquidation ofprofits on the recent advance. This realiz-ing had been going on for over an hour to
take advantage of the heavy outside demand
for stocks and had resulted in the marketing
of a third of a million shares of stocks, with
only a fractional impression on prices, whichwere, however, at the low point, with the
exception of some of the industrials— notablyTobacco, Leather, Cotton Oil, Rubber .and
stocks of the iron and steel companies. Bur-lington bounded up from the low point about5 points, St. Paul 3!4 and each stock in thegroup advanced sharply.

After a period of rather feverish fluctua-tions, these stocks settled down to a firm
and quiet tone near the top. where the urgent
demand for stocks went seeking through th?list, advancing first one group and then an-
other. Scarcely a stock failed to move, even
